1 DO NOT MOVE THE PLAYER DURING PLAYBACK
During playback, the disc spins at high speed. So do not lift or move the player.
Doing so may damage the disc.

2 TRANSPORTING THE PLAYER
Before transporting the player, be sure to remove the disc and turn off the power,
then unplug the power cord .

3 PLACE OF INSTALLATION
Select a stable place near the TV or stereo system to which you are going to
connect the player.
Do not place the player on top of a TV or color monitor.
Install the player away from cassette decks or other devices which are easily
affected by magnetic fields.

4 DONOT PLACE OBJECTS ON TOP OF THE PLAYER

= FITTING HEADREST MOUNT =

The headrest mount is designed to fit the wide variety of shapes and sizes of the
headrests in modern cars. The foam pad allows you to set the angle of the
screen and will eliminate vibration when the car is moving.

1. Decide which headrest to use.

2. Then ensure the seat, seatback angle and headrest are positioned to suit the front
seat occupant and follow the instructions of car manufacturer.

3. Unfold the ties so the two straps hang from the headrest mount.

4. Hold the headrest mount in the middle of the headrest itself, making sure that the
quick release mechanism is at the top. See diagram below. Pass the two top
straps over the top of the headrest and down the front surface. See diagrams below.
Pass the two bottom straps under the headrest and pull them up to meet the straps at
the top. See diagrams below.

1. These instructions assume the backplate is installed on the rear of the portable DVD
player, as introduced above.

DVD player over the raised slot in the middle of the headrest mount.
