This appliance is not intended for use by
persons (including children) with reduced
physical,sensory or mental capabilities,or
lack of experience and knowledge,unless
they have been given supervision or instru-
ction concerning use of the appliance by a
person responsible for their safety. Children
should be supervised to ensure that they do
not play with the appliance.

Keep all packaging well away from children.
There is risk of suffocation.

If you are discarding the appliance pull the
plug out of the socket,cut the connection
cable (as close to the appliance as you can)
and remove the door to prevent playing
children from suffering an electric shock or
from closing themselves inside it.

If this appliance featuring magnetic door
seals is to replace an older appliance hav-
ing a spring lock (latch) on the door or lid,
be sure to make that spring lack unusable
before you discard the old appliance. This
willh%event it from becoming dangerous for
a child.

Do not damage the refrigerant circuit.

The refrigerant isobutane (R600a) is contai-
ned within the refrigerant circuit of the
appliance,a natural gas with a high level of
environmental compatibility,which is never-
theless flammable.

During transportation and installation of the
appliance,be certain that none of the comp-
onents of the refrigerant circuit become
damaged.

Do not remove nor touch items from the
freezer compartment if you hands are
damp/wet,as this could cause skin abrasio-
ns or frost/freezer burns.

Avoid prolonged exposure of the appliance
to direct sunlight.

« Do not place hot items near the plastic
components of this appliance.

e Do not store flammable gas and liquid in
the appliance,because they may explode.

e Do not place food products directly against
the air outlet on the rear wall.

e Frozen food must not be re-frozen once it
has been thawed out.

e Store pre-packed frozen food in accordance
with the frozen food manufacture's instruc-tions.

e The appliances manufactures storage
recomm-endations should be strictly
adhered to. Refer to relevant instructions.

e Do not place carbonated or fizzy drinks in
the freezer compartment as it creates press-
ure on the container,which may cause it to
explode,resulting in damage to the appliance.

e Ice lollies can cause frost burns if consum-
ed straight from the appliance.

Care and cleaning

e Before maintenance,switch off the appliance
and disconnect the mains plug from the
mains socket.

e Do not clean the appliance with metal ob-
jects.

e Do not use sharp objects to remove frost
from the appliance. Use a plastic scraper.

Installation

e Unpack the appliance and check if there are
damages on it. Do not connect the applian-
ce if it is damaged. Report possible damag-

Control Panel

Temperature Control Slider in refrigerator chamber

The temperature control slider is used to adjust
the refrigerator and freezer temeperature, the
slide on the thermostat is used to balance the
distribution of air flow volume of each compart-
ment. When the slider is turned down there will
be more air flow in the refrigerator and less air
flow in the freezer, so the refrigerator will be
cool faster. For normal operating use, keep the
slider in the centre normal position. You should
not need to adjust the temperature control dial if
the slider is kept at the normal setting.

Turning on the appliance and setting the thermostat
If it gets too cold in the chilled chamber with
the switch on "Min", just turn the switch back to
"normal", if the temperature gets higher in the
chilled chamber with the switch on "Max", just
turn the switch to "normal”.

You switch on your appliance by connecting it to
your mains supply and setting the thermostat, the
thermostat control knob is located at the top.
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this case retain packing.

It is advisable to wait at least four hours

before connecting the appliance to allow the

oil to flow back in the compressor.

Adequate air circulation should be around

the appliance, to prevent overheating. To

achieve sufficient ventilation follow the
instructions relevant to installation.

e« Wherever possible the back of the product
should be against a wall to avoid touching
or catching warm parts (compressor,conden-
ser) to prevent the risk of a fire.

e The appliance must not be located close to
radiators or cookers.

¢« Make sure that the mains plug is accessible
after the installation of the appliance.

Service

e Any electrical work required to do the serv-
icing of the appliance should be carried out
by a qualified electrician or competent per-
son.

e This product must be serviced by an autho-
rised Service Centre,and only genuine spare
parts must be used.

Environment protection

This appliance does not contain gasses
which could damage the ozone layer,in
either its refrigerant circuit or insulation
materials. The appliance shall not be dis-
carded together with the urban refuse and
rubbish. The insulation foam contains fla-
mmable gases: the appliance shall be
disposed according to the appliance regu-
lations to obtain from your local authorit-
ies. Avoid damaging the cooling unit,esp-
ecially at the rear near the heat exchang-
er. The materials used on this appliance
marked by the symbol ¢ are recyclable.

Wind path parts in refrigerator

The thermostat automatically regulates the

temperature interior refrigerator chamber and

freezer chamber, depending on what number you
have turned the thermostat control knob to:

1.1f the ambient temperature is a higher
temperature (in summer), please set the
control knob at "5, 6 or 7" positing.

2. 1f the ambient temperature is a lower tempera-
ture (in winter), please set the control knob
at the "1 or 2" position.

3.please set the control knob at the 3 or 4
position for normal temperature conditions.




First use

Cleaning the interior

Before using the appliance for the first time,

wash the interior and all internal accessories

with lukewarm water and some neutral soap so
as to remove the typical smell of a brand new
product,then dry thoroughly.

Movable shelves

The walls of the refrigerator are equipped with
a series of runners so that the shelves can be
positioned as desired.

Positioning the door shelves

To permit storage of food packages of various
sizes,the door shelves can be placed at differ-
ent heights.

To make these adjustments proceed as follows:
gradually pull the shelf in the direction of the
arrows until it comes free,then reposition as
required.

Vegetable Drawer
The drawer is suitable for storing fruit and
vegetables.

Helpful hints and tips
Normal Operating Sounds

¢ You may hear a faint gurgling and a bubbl-

ing sound when the refrigerant is pumpd

Important! Do not use detergents or abrasive
powders,as these will damage the finish.

Freezing fresh food

e The freezer compartment is suitable for
freezing fresh food and storing frozen and
deep-frozen food for a long time.

e Place the fresh food to be frozen in the
bottom compartment.

e The maximum amount of food that can be
frozen in 24 hours is specified on the rat-
ing plate,a label located on the inside of
the appliance.

e The freezing process lasts 24 hours: during
?his period do not add other food to be
rozen.

Storing frozen food

When first starting-up or after a period out of
use. Before putting the product in the compart-
ment let the appliance run at least 2 hours on
the higher settings.

Important! In the event of accidental defrosting,
for example the power has been off for longer
than the value shown in the technical charact-
eristics chart under rising time ,the defrosted
food must be consumed quickly or cooked
immediately and then re-frozen (after cooked).

Thawing

Deep-frozen or frozen food,prior to be used,can
be thawed in the freezer compartment or at
room temperature,depending on the time avai-
lable for this operation.

Small pieces may even be cooked still frozen,
directly from the freezer. In this case,cooking
will take longer.

Ice-cube production

This appliance is equipped with one or more
trays for the production of ice-cubes.

e When the compressor is on,the refrigerant
is being pumped around and you will hear

e The thermic dilatation might cause a sudd-
en cracking noise.

H|nts for energy saving
Do not open the door frequently or leave it
open longer than absolutely necessary.

e |f the ambient temperature is high and the
Temperature Regulator is set to low temper-
ature and the appliance is fully loaded the
compressor may run continuously,causing
frost or ice on the evaporator. If this happ-
ens,set the Temperature Regulator toward
warmer settings to allow automatic defrost-
{_ng and so a saving in electricity consump-
ion.

Hints for fresh food refrigeration
To obtain the best performance:

e do not store warm food or evaporating liqu-
ids in the refrigerator

e do cover or wrap the food,particularly if it
has a strong flavour

e position food so that air can circulate
freely around it

Hints for refrigeration

Userful hints:

Meat (all types) : wrap in polythene bags and
place on the glass shelf above the vegetable
drawer.

For safety,store in this way only one or two
days at the most.

Cooked foods,cold dishes,etc... these should
be covered and may be placed on any shelf.
Fruit and vegetables: these should be thoroug-
hly cleaned and placed in the special drawer(s)
provided.

Butter and cheese: these should be placed in
special airtight containers or wrapped in alumi-
nium foil or polythene bags to exclude as much
air as possible.

Milk bottles: these should have a cap and sho-
uld be stored in the bottle rack on the door.
Bananas,potatoes,onions and garlic,if not pac-
ked,must not be kept in the refrigerator.

Care and cleaning

Cleaning

For hygienic reasons the appliance interior,
including interior accessories,should be clean-
ed regularly.

Warning! The appliance may not be conn-

ected to the mains during cleaning. Dang-

er of electrical shock! Before cleaning
switch the appliance off and remove the plug
from the mains,or switch off or turn out the
circuit breaker or fuse. Never clean the appli-
ance with a steam cleaner. Moisture could acc-
umulate in electrical components,danger of el-
ectrical shock! Hot vapors can lead to the dam-
age of plastic parts. The appliance must be dry
before it is placed back into service.
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Hints for freezing

To help you make the most of the freezing pro-

cess,here are some important hints:

e the maximum quantity of food which can be
frozen in 24 hrs. is shown on the rating
plate;

» the freezing process takes 24 hours. No
further food to be frozen should be added
during this period;

e only freeze top quality,fresh and thoroughly

cleaned, foodstuffs;

prepare food in small portions to enable it

to be rapidly and completely frozen and to

make it possible subsequently to thaw only
the quantity required;

wrap up the food in aluminium foil or poly-

thene and make sure that the packages are

airtight;

do not allow fresh,unfrozen food to touch

food which is already frozen,thus avoiding

a rise in temperature of the latter;

« lean foods store better and longer than fatty
ones; salt reduces the storage life of food;

e water ices,if consumed immediately after
removal from the freezer compartment,can
cause freezer burns to the skin;

e it is advisable to show the use by date
on each individual pack to enable you to
keep tab of the storage time.

Hints for storage of frozen food

To obtain the best performance from this appli-
ance,you should:
« make sure that the commercially frozen
foodstuffs were adequately stored by the
retailer;
be sure that frozen foodstuffs are transferr-
ed from the foodstore to the freezer in the
shortest possible time;
not open the door frequently or leave it
open longer than absolutely necessary;
¢ Once defrosted,food deteriorates rapidly
and cannot be refrozen;
Do not exceed the storage period indicated
by the food manufacture.

Important! Ethereal oils and organic solvents
can attack plastic parts,e.g. lemon juice or th
juice form orange peel,butyric acid,cleanser
that contain acetic acid.

e Do not allow such substances to come into
contact the appliance parts.

¢ Do not use any abrasive cleaners

« Remove the food from the appliance. Store
them in a cool place,well covered.

e Switch the appliance off and remove the
plug from the mains,or switch off or turn
out the circuit breaker of fuse.

€



Clean the appliance and the interior acce-
ssories with a cloth and lukewarm water.
Commercially available dish washing deter-
gents may also be used.

After cleaning wipe with fresh water and
rub dry.

Accumulation of dust at the condenser in-
creases energy consumption. For this reas-
on carefully clean the condenser at the back
of the appliance once a year with a soft br-
ush or a vacuum cleaner.

Defrosting of the refrigerator and freezer
The two compartments of this model, are "no frost".
This means that there is no build-up of frost
when it is in operation, neither on the internal
walls nor on your food.

The absence of frost is due to the continuous
circulation of cold air inside the compartment,
driven by an automatically controlled fan.

Location

The appliance should be installed well away
from sources of heat such as radiators,boilers,
direct sunlight etc. Ensure that air can circul-
ate freely around the back of the cabinet. To
ensure best performance,if the appliance is
positioned below an overhanging wall unit,the
minimum distance between the top of the cabi-
net and the wall unit must be at least 100 mm.
Ideally,however,the appliance should not be
positioned below overhanging wall units. Accu-
rate leveling is ensured by one or more adjust-
able feet at the base of the cabinet.

Warning! It must be possible to disconnect
the appliance from the mains power suppl-
y; the plug must therefore be easily acce-
ssible after installation.

As the colours of the wires in the mains lead

of this appliance may not correspond with the

coloured markings identifying the terminals in

your plug,proceed as follows:

1. Connect the wire coloured green and yellow
to the terminal marked either with the letter

“E” or by the earth symbol @ or coloured

3. Connect the wire coloured brown to the ter-

minal either marked with the “L” or colour-
ed red.
4. Check that no cut,or stray strands of wire is

present and the cord clamp EHis secure

over the outer sheath.

5. Make sure the electricity supply voltage is
the same as that indicated on the appliance
rating plate.

6. Switch on the appliance.

The appliance is supplied with a 13 amp plug

fitted . In the event of having to change the
fuse in the plug supplied,a 13 amp ASTA
approved (BS 1362) fuse must be used.

&Warning!A cut off plug inserted into a 13
amp socket is a serious safety (shock) ha-
zard. Ensure that it is disposed of safety.

Levelling

The appliance should be level in order to elim-
inate vibration. To make the appliance level,it
should be upright and both adjusters should be
firmly contacted with the floor. You can also
adjust the level by screwing out the appropriate
level adjuster at the front (use your fingers or
a suitable spanner).

Door reversibility

The side at which the door opens can be
changed from theright side (as supplied) to
the left side,if the installation site requires.
Before you start lay the refrigerator on its back
in order to gain access to the base,you should
rest it on soft foam or similar material to avoid
damaging the cooling pipes at the rear of refri-
gerator.
