Some settings (such as volume
setting, etc.)may not be memorized
when the TV loses power or you
press main Power Switch to turn off
the TV.

After you make some settings or adjustments, and within 30 seconds you turn off the
TV by main Power Switch or the TV loses power, then the settings you have made
within 30 seconds may not be memorized.
