This shredder is designed to AUTO FEED and cross cut shred 5-8 sheets ata
time when loading a maximum of 240 sheets in the tray. There arefive LED lights
built into the unit. The "Power" light indicates that the shredderis ready to use.
The "Basket Full" light indicates thatthe basket is at full capacity and the unit will
stop automatically for you to empty. The “Door Open” lightindicates that the door
or safety coveris not completely closed. The "Overheat" lightindicates the cycle
time has exceeded. The "Overload" lightindicates that the shredder has
exceeded the maximum sheet capacity. Please see operation instructions for
more information.
