Introduction /

Thank you for choosing the Whynter ARC-14S air conditioner for your home, apartment, or office.
This appliance can be easily moved from room to room and set up in just minutes.

This is a multi-functional room air-exchanging, air-processing appliance, designed
to provide the following functions: Air Conditioning, Dehumidifying, Heating (for heating
mode only) and Independent Fan.

This manual will provide you with valuable information necessary for the proper

care and maintenance of your new appliance. Please take a few moments and

read the instructions thoroughly. If properly maintained, your appliance will maintain a high level of
energy efficiency and give you many years of trouble free operation.

Electrical Specifications

1.All electrical wiring at your location of use must comply with applicable electrical codes/
regulations and should have been installed by a qualified electrician. If you have any questions
regarding the following instructions, contact a qualified electrician.

2.Check the available power supply and resolve any wiring problems before installation
and operation of this unit.

3.For your safety and protection, this unit is grounded through the power cord plug
when plugged into a matching wall outlet. If you are not sure whether the wall
outlets in your home are properly grounded, please consult an electrician. DO NOT
use plug adapters or extension cords with this unit.

Power Control
The power control tums the unit on and off.

Warning Light

Condensed water may accumulate in the unit. If
the internal tank becomes full, the Warning signal
in the LCD Display will light up and the unit will
not operate until the unit has been drained.

Mode Control

The Mode Control has 3 settings:

® Cool e Dehumidify e Fan
The settings are adjusted with the Mode Control
button. A light will indicate which setting is
currently being used.

e Cooling Mode
When cool mode is selected, "%:" will show on the
LCD Display. Under the cooling mode, the air is
cooled and hot air is exhausted to the outside
through the exhaust tube. Adjust fan speed and
air temperature to suit your desired comfort level.
Note : the air exchange hoses must vent
outside the room when using cool mode.

e Dehumidify Mode
When Dehumidify mode is selected, "<" will show
on the LCD Display. Air is dehumidified as it passes
through the unit, without being in full cooling mode.
If room temperature is higher than 77 degree
Fahrenheit, the fan speed can be adjusted; otherwise
the fan speed will remain on " Low ".
Note : The warm air exchange hoses must
vent inside the room when using Dehumidify
Mode, not vented outside as with cooling mode.
If the hoses are vented outside, some cooling may
occur.

When fan mode is selected,"2","2" or “&" will be
shown on the LCD Display. Under this mode, the unit
will operate as a fan without the cooling function.
Note : unit does not need to be vented in Fan mode

Fan Speed Control
The Fan Speed Control has 3 settings: High,
Medium, and Low.

Timer

Auto turn off :

When the unit is in operation, press the timer button to
set timer controls. Press "+ " or "- " to select the number
of hours you would like the unit to remain on before it
automatically shuts off.

Auto turn on:

When the unit is in operation, press the timer button to
set timer controls. Press "+ " or "- " to select the number
of hours you would like the unit to automatically turn on.
Note : The timer is adjustable between 1~24 hours.

Temperature controls

® Used for adjusting the thermostat.

® The defaultdisplay is settemperature.

@ In cooling mode, when " + " or " — " button is pressed,
the set temperature is displayed and may be adjusted.
Note : By pressing both “+ “/ “— “buttons at the
same time for more than 3 seconds, the display will
toggle between Celsius and Fahrenheit.

After switching the air conditioner off, you must wait 3 minutes before switching it back on again.

- Do not drop the remote control.
- Do not place the remote control in a

location exposed to direct sunlight.

- The remote control should be placed
at least 3 feet away from a TV or any
other electrical appliance.

Battery replacement : Remove the cover on the back of the remote control and insert the batteries with the
(+)and (-)poles pointing in the proper direction.
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CAUTION A

Use only AAA or IEC R03 1.5V batteries.

Remove the batteries if the remote control is not used for a month or longer.

Do not attempt to recharge the supplied batteries included.

All batteries should be replaced at the same time, do not use new and old batteries together.
Do not dispose of the batteries in a fire as they may explode.

1. Adjust the plastic panel to the width or height of your window and tighten

the 2 screws that are attached to the panel.

2. Push the round window panel adapter through the rear of the plastic panel.

Line up the holes and tighten the adapter with 4 screws that are included

in the kit. (Tighten screws from the front.)

3. Install the window plastic panel into the window. If necessary use duct

tape to better secure the panel.

4. Connect the exhaust hose to the unit by inserting the hose connector,

which is attached to the hose, into the exhaust hose.

5. Move the unit to the window, extend the hose and attach the other end of
the hose to the window. Align the tabs on the hose and window panel

adapters and fasten them together.

The automatic switch, line
fuse, or breaker has been
tripped

Problem Possible Causes Solutions

This unit is designed to work in ambient
temperatures of 64°F to 95°F

Press the Mode Control button until the
Cooling icon is selected

Give the compressor 3 minutes to turn on
after the Cooling mode has been selected
Set the air conditioner to a lower temperature

Either manually drain the water or allow the
unit to exhaust the water itself. Then cooling
will resume

unit is not very cold, or

Appliance maintenance

Air filter maintenance

To ensure the air intake is filtered
properly, it is crucial to clean the
air filter after about 100 hours of use.

Cleaning the air conditioner

Use a soft damp cloth
to wipe the body of
the air conditioner.

Never use harsh chemicals,
oil-based products or other
cleaning solutions.

Stop the appliance and
remove the air filter.
