@ Insert the 4G LTE capable SIM Card with the contact points (typically gold-colored)
facing toward the device. Position the card with the notched corner as circled above
and slide the card into the slot.

© Gently push the 4G LTE capable SIM Card forward until the spring catches and the card
remains securely in the slot, then replace the back panel.
