Power connection

® Use only the power source marked on the
product.

® Do not overload power outlets and
extension cords. This can result in the risk
of fire or electric shock.

® Completely insert the AC adaptor/power
plug into the power outlet. Failure to do so
may cause electric shock and/or excessive
heat resulting in a fire.

® Regularly remove any dust, etc. from the
AC adaptor/power plug by pulling it from the
power outlet, then wiping with a dry cloth.
Accumulated dust may cause an insulation
defect from moisture, etc. resulting in a fire.

® Unplug the product from power outlets if it
emits smoke, an abnormal smell, or makes
an unusual noise.

To use call waiting or Call Waiting Caller ID,
you must first subscribe with your service
provider/telephone company.

If you
receive a call while on the phone, you will hear
a call waiting tone.

If you subscribe to both Caller ID and Call
Waiting with Caller ID services, the 2nd
caller’s information is displayed after you hear
the call waiting tone on the handset.

Alarm

An alarm sounds at the set time (once or daily)
for 2 minutes. You can also customise the
repeat times and the repeat cycle (snooze
function). Alarm can be set for each handset.

Example: If you want the alarm to sound 3
times, repeating at 5 minute intervals from
7:00, you need to set the alarm as follows;
Time: “07:00”
“Repeat Times”: “3 Times”
