Ifdroplets
of water formon these parts, correct playbackwill be impossible because the lasercannot read theinformation from the
disc correctly . Toprevent this ,if you aregoing to usethe player ina condition where condensation could occur, you should
leave the playerfor 1 or2 hours afterplugging it intoan ACoutlet depending onthe amount ofcondensation . Ifthis is done,

the player will stabilize at thetemperature of itssurroundings .
