Precautions

On safety

¢ Caution — The use of optical instruments with this product
will increase eye hazard.

* Should any solid object or liquid fall into the cabinet,
unplug the player and have it checked by qualified
personnel before operating it any further.

On power sources

* Before operating the player, check that the operating
voltage of the player is identical with your local power
supply. The operating voltage is indicated on the nameplate
at the rear of the player.

¢ The player is not disconnected from the AC power source
(mains) as long as it is connected to the wall outlet, even if
the player itself has been turned off.

On placement

Do not
use any type of abrasive pad, scouring powder or solvent
such as alcohol or benzine.

* When transporting the player, open the front cover then
remove all the discs from the player and turn the power off.

* Do not stick paper or tape on the disc.

e After removing a disc from the disc slot, store the disc in its
case.

On cleaning
* Before playing, clean the disc with a cleaning cloth. Wipe
the disc from the center out.

=) Point the remote at the remote sensor [ff=] on
the player.

=) Be sure to set up the remote correctly.

=) Replace all the batteries in the remote with new
ones if &1 appears in the remote’s display.

=pSet the command mode of the remote according
to the command mode of the player.

The player functions incorrectly.
=pThe microcomputer chips may be operating
incorrectly. Disconnect the AC power cord, then
connect it back to the wall outlet to reset the
player.
