If you are not sure of
your home’s voltage supply, consult a
qualified electrician. Connecting the
vacuum cleaner to a higher voltage
than indicated in these instructions may
result in damage to the vacuum cleaner
or injury.

To reduce the risk of electric shock,

this appliance has a polarized plug
(one blade is wider than the other.) This
plug will fit in a polarized outlet only one
way. If the plug does not fit fully in the
outlet, reverse the plug. If it still does
not fit, contact a qualified electrician to
install the proper outlet. Do not alter the
plug in any way.

A damaged vacuum cleaner can

be dangerous. Check the
packaging, vacuum cleaner and
accessories for any signs of damage.
Do not use a damaged appliance.

Do not use with a damaged cord or

plug. If the appliance is not
working as it should, has been
dropped, damaged, left outdoors or
submerged in water, bring it to a
service center.

The electrical outlet must be fitted
with a 15 A fuse.

Use only
genuine Miele double-layer dustbags
and filters. See "Maintenance and care"
for instructions on how to insert the
dustbag and filters. If a dustbag has
not been inserted, the dust
compartment cover will not close. Do
not use force!

Unwind the cord completely to aid
the vacuum in dissipating heat.

A temperature limiter automatically

switches off the vacuum cleaner if
it gets too hot, see "Frequently asked
questions".

On the underside of the vacuum
handpiece is a metal insert
designed to absorb static electricity.
Please make certain that your hand

remains around this metal insert.

Do not leave the vacuum plugged
in. Unplug it from the outlet when
not in use and before servicing.

Do not place anything into the

openings of the vacuum. Do not
use if any openings are blocked; keep
them free of dust, lint, hair, or anything
that may reduce air flow.

This appliance is equipped with a

power cord reel. Hold the plug
when rewinding onto cord reel. Do not
allow the plug to whip when rewinding.

Accessory use

socket until it clicks. Use the inlet
guides to direct insertion.

m Insert the handpiece into the
telescopic wand until it clicks. Use
the inlet guides to direct insertion.

Inserting the fitted wand

tubes and adjust to the desired
height.

Power cord

AUnwind the cable completely to
aid the vacuum in dissipating heat.

Unwinding

other). This plug will fit in a polarized
outlet only one way. If the plug does
not fit fully in the outlet, reverse the
plug. If it still does not fit, contact a
qualified electrician. Do not alter the
plug in any way.

Danger of overheating and damage.

Rewinding

m Unplug the vacuum from the outlet.

m Press the rewind switch briefly and
the power cord will rewind
automatically.

m Press the rewind switch again to stop
the rewinding.

m Hold the plug so that it does not whip
around when rewinding.

Turning the vacuum on and off
m Press the On/Off switch.

Models with radio frequency controls

The operating state is shown by the
Standby indicator on the vacuum.

The vacuum can be switched to a
standby mode during pauses.

m Press the Standby button on the
handpiece.

To turn the vacuum on again:

m Press the Standby button on the
handpiece. The vacuum cleaner
turns on to the last selected power
level.

m Press —to turn the vacuum cleaner
on at the lowest power level.

m Press + to turn the vacuum cleaner
on at the highest power level.

Every push of a button on the radio
handpiece is displayed by the indicator
light.

The vacuum can still be used if the
battery in the radio handpiece is
weak or not inserted at all.

While vacuuming

The vacuum cleaner can also stand on
its end for vacuuming stairs, drapes etc.

ATO prevent static electricity your
hand must touch the metal inlay on
the underside of the vacuum
handpiece. Be certain to
continuously touch this inlay when
vacuuming fine dust, flour or
sawdust as these materials are more
likely to create a static discharge. To
further prevent static discharge
while vacuuming, pull the vacuum
along by the hose with one hand
while continuing to hold the
handpiece in the other hand.

The Miele filter system consists of three
filters which must be replaced from time
to time to ensure efficient suction.

— Exhaust filter

Which dustbags and filters are
the right ones?

Order original Miele dustbags with the
letters F/J/M.

A "SUPER air clean" exhaust filter and a
dust compartment filter are supplied
with every box of Miele dustbags. If you
wish to purchase exhaust filters or dust
compartment filters separately, please
quote the model number on the data
plate located underneath the
appliance.

Maintenance and care

When to change the dustbag

Change the dustbag when the colored
marker in the dustbag change indicator
fills the display.

The dust bags are disposable and
intended to be used only once. Do
not attempt to reuse.

Checking the dustbag change
indicator

Perform this test with the SBD 450-3
floor tool only, since other attachments
can affect the function of the dustbag
change indicator. If your vacuum
cleaner is equipped with the

SBB 300-3, the test cannot be
performed.

m Attach the floor tool to the vacuum
cleaner.

m Turn the vacuum cleaner on and
select the highest power setting.

m Lift the floor tool slightly off the floor. If
the marker completely fills the
indicator window, the dust bag needs
to be changed.

How the dustbag change indicator
works

The dustbag change indicator is
designed to show when the bag is full
of common household dust and to
measure the amount of air flow through
the dustbag. Normal household dust is
a mixture of dust, hair, carpet fluff,
threads, sand, etc.

However, if fine dust, such as drill dust,
sand, plaster or flour is vacuumed, the
pores of the dustbag will become
blocked. The marker will indicate that
the bag is "full" even when it is not. The
dustbag should be changed because
the suction power is greatly reduced.

If the bag is bulging with pet fur, hair,
carpet fluff, etc., the indicator may not
register "full". This is because the air
flow of the dustbag may still be high
enough not to activate the marker to
show maximum. The dustbag should
still be changed.
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Maintenance and care

Replacing the dustbag

m Open the dust compartment lid.

m Grasp the collar by the two finger
holes and pull it out of the dustbag
holder.

The dustbag has a flap which closes
automatically to prevent dust from
escaping when it is removed.

m Insert the new dust bag as far as it
will go into the dustbag holder. Do
not unfold the dustbag when taking it
out of the box. Keeping it folded will
prevent it from getting caught when
the dust compartment lid is closed.

m Close the dust compartment lid until
it clicks into place. Take care not to
catch the dust bag in the lid.

AA empty-operation-barrier will
block the dust compartment lid from
closing if no dustbag is inserted or if
it is not inserted all the way.

Replacing the exhaust filter

Depending on model, the vacuum
cleaner will be equipped with one of the
following exhaust filters:

a SUPER air clean filter
b ActiveAirClean filter
¢ Active HEPA filter

"SUPER air clean" filter

A "SUPER air clean" filter is supplied
with every box of Miele dustbags. It

should be replaced each time a new
box of bags is started.

"ActiveAirClean" or the "Active
HEPA" filter

An "ActiveAirClean" or "Active HEPA"
filter should be changed approximately
once a year. Change the filter sooner if
it is obviously soiled or no longer
effective.

It is helpful to note the date directly on
the filter as a reminder for when to next
change it. See "Optional Accessories"

for filter descriptions.

Exhaust filter change indicator

Some models are equipped with an
exhaust filter change indicator (Reset
button) which is designed to alert the
user when to change the
"ActiveAirClean" or "Active HEPA" filter.

The indicator will light after about

50 hours of operation which is
equivalent to about a year of average
use. The vacuum cleaner can still be
used with the exhaust filter indicator lit.
However, the suction power will be
reduced as will the effectiveness of the
filter if it is not replaced.

If a SUPER air clean filter, a, is being
used, the filter change indicator can be
disregarded but should be reset when it
does light. The indicator goes out when
the reset button is pressed.

You can replace the exhaust filter
supplied with the vacuum cleaner with
one of the other types of filters (see
"Optional accessories").
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Maintenance and care

Replacing the "SUPER air
clean" filter

m Open the dust compartment lid.

m Open the filter frame and remove the
used "SUPER air clean" filter with the
clean corner (see arrow).

m Insert the new filter.
m Close the filter frame.

m Close the dust compartment lid firmly
until it clicks into place.

Replacing the
"ActiveAirClean" filter and the
"Active HEPA" filter

m Open the dust compartment lid.

m Remove the exhaust filter.

m Insert the new filter.

Resetting the filter change indicator

The filter change indicator (Reset
button) must be reset each time the
filter is replaced. To do this, the vacuum
cleaner must be plugged in.

m Press and hold the filter change
indicator light until it goes out.

The display is now reset.

When to change the thread
catcher pads of the SBD 450-3
floor tool and upholstery tool
The thread catcher pads on the bottom
of the SBD 450-3 floor tool and the
upholstery tool should be checked

occasionally. Replace the pads if they
appear worn.

Replacing the thread catchers

m Use a knife or similar object to
remove the thread catchers from the
slots.

m Insert the new thread catchers.

Servicing the floor roller of the
SBD 450-3 floor tool

m Use a coin to release the roller pin
and take it out, @.

m Push and take out the roller axle, @.
m Take out the roller, ®.

m Remove all threads, hair, etc. and
reassemble the parts in the reverse
order.

ATurn off the vacuum and unplug
it before performing any
maintenance work.

External surfaces of the vacuum
cleaner and accessories can be
cleaned with a slightly damp cloth or
with a cleaner suitable for plastics.

ADO not use abrasive, glass or all
purpose cleaners!

Dust compartment

The dust compartment can, if
necessary, be cleaned using a dry
cloth, dusting brush or a second
vacuum to suck out any

Monitor the change dustbag indicator
and inspect all filters regularly. Clean or
replace them when necessary
according to these Operating
Instructions.

ADO not submerge the vacuum in
water! If moisture gets into the
appliance there is the risk of an
electric shock.
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Frequently asked questions

Some models have a warning light
/\ which comes on to indicate
overheating.

If the vacuum has overheated the
temperature limiter automatically turns
the vacuum off. Some models also have
a warning light A\ to indicate that the
vacuum has overheated.

This can occur if, for instance, large
articles block the suction tube or when
the filter bag is full or contains particles
of fine dust. A heavily soiled exhaust or
dust compartment filter can also be the
cause of overheating. Turn off the
vacuum cleaner using the On/Off
switch.

Unwind the full length of the power
cord. Allow the vacuum to cool down
for 30 minutes.

Each model may be accessorized with
one or several of the following tools.

Electrobrush
SAB 100-3

The rechargeable battery brush is
intended for intensive cleaning and
restoring of thick pile carpeting. It is
particularly suitable for cleaning and
restoring crushed carpet pile of floor
coverings subject to hard wear,
especially in high traffic areas.

Observe the cleaning instructions of
the floor manufacturer.

Turbobrush
STB 205-3

The Turbobrush is intended for cleaning
short to medium pile carpeting. It is
mechanically driven by the suction
power of the vacuum. In addition to
dust particles it also removes
stubbornly adhered threads, hairs, fluff,
etc.

Observe the cleaning instructions of
the floor manufacturer.

Hand Turbobrush
STB 101

The Hand Turbobrush is intended for
vacuuming upholstery, mattresses, car
seats, carpeted stairs and other areas
inaccessible with the standard
Turbobrush.

To vacuum sturdy hard floors, e.g. tiles
and stone floors.

Parquet floor brush
