HOW TO ADJUST PRESSURE AND SPRAY

WARNING: Never adjust spray patterm
when spraying. Never put hands in
front of spray nozzle to adjust spray pat-
tern. You could be injured.

On the end of your spray gun is a nozzle that you can
slide forward and backward and that you can also
twist from side to side. With the adjustable nozzle you
can adjust the spray pattern to be either high pres-
sure or low pressure. You can also adjust the spray
so it is concentrated in a stream pattern or expanded
into a fan pattern.

• Located on the front of the pump is the pressure
control knob. You can increase the pressure by
turning the knob clockwise.

Connect garden hose to water inlet (see "TO START
PRESSURE WASHER" on page 9), check that high
pressure hose is connected to spray gun and pump

° Slide adjustable nozzle sleeve backward to high pres-
sure position and wait for detergent to clear.

When detergent has cleared you may want to expand
the spray pattern for a more gentle rinsing action.
Start at top of area to be rinsed, working down with
same action as for cleaning.

You can also stop detergent from flowing by simply
removing siphon from bottle.

STOPPING YOUR PRESSURE WASHER

iMPORTANT: Do not run pump without the water supply
connected and turned on. You must follow this caution or
the pump wilt be damaged.

• First, move engine RUN/STOP switch to "STOP' posi-
tion.

For cleaning, start at lower portion of area to be
washed and work upward, using tong, even overlap-
ping strokes.

WARNING: Be extremely careful if you
must use pressure washer from ladder,
scaffolding or any other relatively unstable
location. Pressure in a running washer
builds in the wand as you climb. When you
press the trigger, the recoil from the initial
spray could force you to fall, or if you are
too close to the cleaning surface, high pres-
sure could force you off climbing apparatus.

Simply shutting OFF engine will not release pressure
in the system. Squeeze the trigger on the spray gun
for about 3 seconds to relieve pressure. Spray stream
will noticeably decrease in length.

BEFORE STARTING THE ENGINE

To operate the engine you wilt need the following:

ENGINE OIL

A 20 oz. bottle of SAE 30 weight oil is included in the
parts carton. Remove the yellow oi! fill plug and insert a
clean fill funnel into plug opening. Fill engine crankcase
with recommended oil until oillevel is at point of overflow-
ing. Do not fill above the point of overflowing. POUR
SLOWLY.

NOTE: When adding oil to the engine crankcase in the
future, use only high quality detergent oil rated with API
service classification SF or SG rated SAE 30 weight. Use
no special additives, Select the oil's viscosity grade
according to your expected operating temperature.

Although multi-viscosity oils (5W30, 10W30, etc.) improve
starting in cold weather, these multi-viscosity oils will
result in increased oil consumption when used above
32°F. Check your engine oil level more frequently to avoid
possible damage from running tow on oil. Oil sump capac-
ity is 20 ounces.

Place pressure washer on a level surface and remove
the yellow Oil Fill Cap and add engine oil from the
enclosed bottle until level is at point of overflowing,
Check engine oil level before starting each time there-
after.

CAUTION: Do not overfill the fuel tank.
Always allow room for fuel expansion.

WARNING: Never fill fuel tank indoors.
Never fill fuel tank when engine is running
or hot. Do not light a cigarette or smoke
when filling fuel tank.

Use regular UNLEADED gasoline with the pressure
washer engine. Regular leaded gasoline may also be
used if UNLEADED is not available, Fuel tank capacity
is 1 U.S. gallon.

IMPORTANT: It is important to prevent gum deposits
from forming in essential fuel system parts such as the
carburetor, fuel filter hose or tank during storage. Also,
experience indicates that alcohol-blended fuels (called
gasohef or using ethanol or methanol) can attract mois-
ture which leads to separation and formation of acids dur-
ing storage. Acidic gas can damage the fuel system of an
engine while in storage. To avoid engine problems; the
fuel system should be emptied before storage of 30 days
or longer. See "STORAGE" on page 18. Never use
engine or carburetor cleaner products in the fuel tank or
permanent damage may occur.

o Clean area around fuel fill cap, remove cap;

• Add "UNLEADED" regular gasoline, slowly, to fuel tank.

° Install fuel cap and wipe up any spilled gasoline.

TO STARTYOUR PRESSURE WASHER

You have assembled your high pressure washer and
have prepared the engine for starting, You are now ready
to clean your car or boat or the outside of building or
whatever you plan to clean.

The best way to start your engine-powered pressure
washer for the first time is to follow these instrucions
step-by-step. This starting information also applies when-
ever you start the engine after you have let the pressure
washer sit idle for at least a day.

Place the pressure washer in an area close enough to
an outside water source that can flow at a rate of three
(3) gallons per minute, Connect a garden hose to the
water spout.

• Check that the high pressure hose is tightly connected
to the spray gun and to the pump. See ASSEMBLY
section for illustrations.
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o

Connect the garden hose tightly to water inlet opening
on the pressure washer pump and turn the water ON,

Be sure fuei shut-off valve is open.

Set RUN/STOP switch to RUN position.

Squeeze trigger on pressure washer wand to relieve
the air pressure caused by turning ON the water.
Water will spew out of the gun in a thin stream. This
will make it easier to pull start the engine.

Engage safety latch on spray gun to the ON position.
This disables the trigger so you cannot inadvertently
actuate a high pressure spray.

Press the primer bulb three (3) times.

Turn pressure control knob counterclockwise, two turns
from maximum pressure.

Grasp the starter grip and pull slowly until you feet
resistance. Then pull rapidly three (3) times,

if engine fails to start, repeat the priming process and
press the trigger to relieve water pressure then pull
starter handle slowly until you again feel resistance
and then pull rapidly up to three (3) times.

NOTE: A small amount of water will squirt out when you
release the pressure.

° Allow engine to run for two minutes before using,
IMPORTANT: An internal thermal relief valve has a maxi-
mum temperature setting of !40°F (60°0). If you run the
.pump for 5 minutes without pressing the trigger on the
spray gun, 1/2 to 1 ounce of water is released through the
valve to cool the unit. The small amount of water will drip
out the bottom of pump.

LOW OIL PRESSURE SHUTDOWN SYSTEM

The engine is equipped with a low oil pressure sensor
that shuts down the engine automatically when the oil
pressure drops below 6 psi. If the engine shuts down by
itself and the fuel tank has enough gasoline, check
engine oil level.

INITIAL STARTUP

A delay built in the tow oil shutdown system allows oil
pressure to build during starting. The delay allbws the
engine to run for about 10 seconds before sensing oil
pressure.

If you do restart the engine after such a shutdown and
have not corrected the low oil pressure, the engine runs
for about t0 seconds as described above and then stops.

The warranty of the high pressure washer does not
cover itemsthat have been subjected to operator
abuse or negligence, To receive full value from the
warranty, operator must maintain high pressure
washer as instructed in this manual.

Some adjustments will need to be made periodically
to properly maintain your high pressure washer.

All adjustments in the Maintenance section of this
manual should be made at least once each season.

Once a year you should clean or replace the
spark plug and clean or replace the air filter and
check the gun and wand assembly for wear. A
clean spark plug and clean air filter assure proper
fuel-air mixture and help your engine run better
and last longer.

BEFORE EACH USE

• Check water inlet screen for damage.

• Check high pressure hose for leaks,

• Check detergent inlet hose and falter for damage.

- Check gun and wand assembly for leaks.

• Purge pump of air and containments.

• Check engine oillevel.

PRESSURE WASHER MAINTENANCE

Check and Clean Inlet Screen: Examine inlet screen on
pump inlet fitting. Clean if clogged or replace if torn.

Check High Pressure Hose: High pressure hose can
develop leaks from wear, kinking, abuse. Inspect hose
each time before using it. Check for cuts, leaks, abrasions
or bulging of cover, damage or movement of couplings. If
any of these conditions exist, replace hose immediately.

,Ik DANGER: Water spraying from a leak is
capable of injecting material into skin.
Never repair high pressure hose. Replace
with hose that meets minimum pressure rat-
ing of your pressure washer.

Check Detergent Hose: Examine the filter on the deter-
gent hose and clean if clogged, Hose should fit tightly on
barbed fitting, Examine hose for leaks or tears. Replace
the filter or hose if either is damaged.

Check Gun and Wand: Examine hose connection to gun
and make sure it is secure. Test trigger by pressing 'it and
making sure it springs back into place when you release
it. Put safety latch in ON position and test trigger. You
should not be able to press trigger.

Purge Pump of Air and Contaminants:

To remove the air from the pump, follow these Steps:

* Set up the pressurewasher as described in the
ASSEMBLY section and connect the water supply.

Remove the wand extension from the spray gun.

Pull the trigger on the gun and hold.

To remove the contaminants from the pump, follow these
steps:

* Set up the pressure washer as described in the
ASSEMBLY section, connect the water supply.

Remove the wand extension from the spray gun.

Start the engine according to instructions in the
OPERATION section.

• Pull the trigger on the gun and hold.

• When the water supply is steady and constant,
engage safety latch and refasten the wand extension.

PUMP MAINTENANCE

A WARNING: Do not attempt to disasembly
the pump. Without the proper technique,
attempting to disasemble pump may cause
personal injury. For service, consult a
Sears authorized service center or contact
your place of purchase.

ENGINE MAINTENANCE

CHECKING OIL LEVEL

Oil level should be checked prior to each use or at least
every 5 hours of operation. Keep oil level maintained.

CHANGING ENGINE OIL

Change oil after first 8 hours of operation. Change oil
every 50 hours thereafter. If you are using your pres-
sure washer under extremely dirty or dusty conditions,
or in extremely hot weather, change oil more often.

Change oil while engine is still warm from running, as
follows:

_ CAUTION: Disconnect spark plug wire from 1spark plug and keep it away from spark lplug.

Clean area around oil drain plug, remove plug and
drain oil completely into a suitable container.

• When oil has drained, install and tighten the oil drain
plug.

• Remove yellow oil fil! plug and insert a clean fill funnel
into plug opening. Fill engine crankcase with recom-
mended oil until oil level is at point of overflowing. Do
not fill above the point of overflowing. About 20
ounces is required. POUR SLOWLY.

• When engine crankcase is filled to proper level. Install
and tighten oil fill !_lug.
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RETORQUE HEAD BOLTS

After 50 hours of operation, retorque the head bolts for
this engine to 4.0 kgim (29 foot-pounds).

The torque sequence is A, B, C, D, E (star pattern).

SERVICE AIR CLEANER

CAUTION: Never run this unit without the
complete air cleaner system installed on the
engine. This could result in premature wear
to the engine.

Your engine wilt not run properly and may be damaged if
you run it using a dirty air cleaner.

Clean or replace the air cleaner paper filter once every 25
hours of operation or once a year, whichever comes first.
Clean or replace more often if operating under dusty or
dirty conditions. Clean foam precleaner every 25 hours of
operation or sooner under dusty conditions.

To clean or replace foam precteaner:

• Remove air cleaner cover, then foam pre-fitter.

• Clean air cleaner cover then insert precleaner into
cover, Next insert new.paper filter into cover to hold
precfeaner in place and assemble all of them to the
base of the air cleaner,

CLEAN SPARK ARRESTOR SCREEN

The engine exhaust muffler has a spark arrestor screen.
Inspect and clean the screen every 100 hours of opera-
tion or once each year, whichever comes first.

i_k, WARNING: Let the muffler cool beforeworking on it. Contact with a hot muffler or
engine can cause severe burns,

NOTE: If you use your pressure washer on any forest-
covered, brush-covered or grass-covered unimproved
land, it must have a spark arrestor. The spark arrestor
must be maintained in good condition by the owner/oper-
ator,

Clean and inspect the spark arrestor as follows:

° To remove the muffler guard from the muffler, remove
the four screws that connect the guard to the muffler
bracket,

CARBURETOR •

The carburetor of your high pressure washer is pre-set at
the factory. The carburetor should not be tampered with. If
your pressure washer is used at an altititude in excess of
5000 feet consult with your nearest Sears Service Center
regarding high altitude set changes.

ENGINE SPEED

CAUTION: Engine speed was properly
adjusted at the factory and should require
no additional adjustment, Do NOT attempt
to change engine speed. If you believe the
engine is running too fast or too slow, take
your pressure washer to a Sears Authorized
Service Center for repair and adjustment,
Changing engine governed speed will void
engine warranty.

Your pressure washer runs at a constant speed. This con-
stant operating speed is maintained by a mechanical, fly-
weight type, fixed speed governor. DO NOT tryto adjust
the governed speed setting for the following reasons:

• High engine speeds are dangerous and increase the
risk of persona! injury or damage to equipment.

° Low engine speeds impose a heavy toad on the
engine when sufficient.engine power is not available
and may shorten engine life.

NOZZLE MAINTENANCE

If the nozzle becomes restricted or clogged with foreign
materials, such as dirt, excessive pump pressure may
develop. A partially clogged nozzle can cause a pulsing
sensation during use. This generally is not a pump related
problem, but rather a clogged or partially restricted nozzle.

If the nozzle becomes clogged or partially restricted,
immediately clean the nozzle with the kit included with
your pressure'washer by following these instructions:

° Shut off the engine and turn off the water supply.

* Separate the wand from the gun.

• Open to stream spray.

Remove nozzle from the end of the wand using a 2mm
or 5/64 allen wrench (like the one included in the kit).

Use the wire included in the kit or small paper clip to
free foreign materials clogging or restricting the nozzle.
Move the wire back and forth to clear obstruction.

Remove additional debris by back flushing Water sup-
ply through wand. Back flush between 30 to 60 sec-
onds. Turn wand to stream spray and move nozzle
from tow to high pressure while flushing.

• Reinstall nozzle into wand. DO NOT overtighten.

° Reconnect wand extension to spray gun.

° Reconnect the water supply, turn ONthe water, and
start the engine.

• Test the pressure washer by operating with nozzle in
the high and the tow pressure positions.

AFTER EACH USE

Water should not remain in the unit for long periods of time.
Sediments of minerals can deposit on pump partsand
"freeze" pump action. Followthese procedures after every
use:

• Flush detergent hose by placing the injector filter into
a pail of clear water while running Pressure Washer
with nozzle in tow pressure mode. Flush until you can
see clear water running through the tube.

- Shut off the engine and let it coot, then remove all
hoses.

CAUTION: Be sure the RUN/STOP switch is
in the "STOP" position before you continue.
If you .start the engine without the proper
water supply connected, you can damage
the pump..

Empty the pump of all pumped liquids by pulling recoil
handle about 6 times, This should remove most of the
liquid in the pump.

Coi! the high pressure hose and inspect it for damage.
Cuts in the hose or fraying of it could result in leaks
and loss of pressure. Should any damage be found,
replace the hose. DO NOT attempt to repair a dam-
aged hose. Replace the hose with the genuine
Craftsman part,

o Drain water from hose and properly hang it on the wire
support provided on the guide handle.

NOTE: To protect the unit from freezing temperatures,
you can draw windshield washer fluid into the pump by
pouring the washer fluid into a 3-foot section of garden
hose connected to the inlet adaptor and pulling the recoil
handle twice.

• Store in a clean, dry area,

LONG TERM STORAGE

A WARNING: Never store engine with fuel in
tank indoors or in enclosed, poorly ventilat-
ed areas where fumes may reach an open
flame, spark or pilot light as on a furnace,
water heater clothes dryer or other gas
appliance.

If you do not plan to use the Pressure Washer for more than
30 days, you must prepare the engine for long term storage.

NOTE: As always, prepare the pressure washer pump as
you would after each use.

It is important to prevent gum deposits from forming in
essential fuel system parts such as the carburetor, fuet fil-
ter, fuel hose or tank during storage. Also, experience
indicates that alcohol-blended fuels (called "gasohor' or
using ethanol or methanol) can attract moisture which
leads to separation and formation of acids during storage,
Acidic gas can damage the fuel system of an engine while
in storage.

To avoid engine problems, the fuel system should be
emptied before storage of 30 days or longer. Follow these
instructions:

Protect Fuel System: Engines stored over 30 days need
to be protected or drained of fuel to prevent gum deposits
from forming in fuel system or on essential carburetor
parts.

• For engine protection use a fuel stabilizer. Mix stabiliz-
er with fuel in fue! tank and run engine for short time to
circulate stabilizer through carburetor.

• Turn the fuel valve off and run engine until engine it
stops from lack of fuel. Make sure you have water
supply to pump inlet connected and turned ON.

Change Oil: While engine is still warm, drain oil from
crankcase. Refill with recommended grade.

Oil Cylinder Bore: Remove spark plug and pour about
1/2 ounce (15ml) of engine oil into the cylinder, Cover
spark plug hole with rag. Crank slowly to distribute oil.

CAUTION: Avoid spray from spark plughole when cranking engine slowly.

• Install spark plug. Do not connect spark plug wire.

Do not store gasoline from one season to another.

Replace your gasoline can if your can starts to rust.
Rust and/or dirt in your gasoline will cause problems.

If possible, store your unit indoors and cover it to give
protection from dust and dirt. BE SURE TQ EMPTY
THE FUEL TANK.

° Cover your unit with a suitable protective cover that
does not retain moisture.

IMPORTANT: Never cover your pressure washer while
engine and exhaust areas are warm.
