» Turn power on, replace fuse, or reset breaker.

* Replace the light bulb with a new bulb.
» Turn power on, replace fuse, or reset breaker.
» Check all plug connections to be sure they are secure.

Problem: Fan is noisy.
Solution:
» Check and tighten all fasteners.
» Check the glass to make sure it is secure.
» Check the flapper to make sure it moves freely.
