COOLING UNIT CONTROL PANEL

® Press the mark “PUSH” on the left and
right sides of the suction grille to open it.

After the work is finished, slightly lift the
suction grille and then close it.

Press the mark “PUSH” on the left and
right sides of the suction grille to fix it
securely.

TEMPORARY SWITCH
Use this switch to start and stop when the
remote controller does not work. Normally
do not use this button.

POWER SWITCH

COOLING UNIT INDICATORS
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OPERATION lamp
This lamp lights during operation.

DRY lamp
This lamp lights during dehumidifying operation.

FILTER lamp

When the device is operated for a total of about 100
hours, the FILTER lamp lights to indicate that it is
time to clean the filter. The lamp goes out when the
FILTER button on the remote controller is pressed.

TIMER lamp
This lamp lights when the timer is working.




NAMES AND FUNCTIONS OF EACH PART

REMOTE CONTROLLER

This controls the operation of the cooling unit. The range of control is about 7 meters. If indoor
lighting is controlled electronically, the range of control may be shorter.

This unit can be fixed on a wall using the fixture provided. Before fixing it, make sure the cooling unit
can be controlled from the remote controller.

TIMER selector
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Signal emitting window/transmission sign

Point this window toward the cooling unit when controlling it.

The transmission sign blinks when a signal is sent.

Battery warning sign

Replace the battery when this is blinking.

Display

This indicates the room temperature selected, current time, timer status,
function and intensity of circulation selected.

Timer controls

Use these buttons to set the timer.

TIME button

Use this button to set and check the current time.

FUNCTION selector

Use this button to select the operating mode. Every time you press it, the
mode will change from 3 (AUTO) to # (COOL) to & (DEHUMIDIFY) to &
(CIRCULATE) and to & (FAN) cyclically.

TEMPERATURE button

Use these buttons to raise or lower the temperature setting. (Keep pressed,
and the value will change more quickly.)

FAN SPEED selector

This determines the fan speed. Every time you press this button, the intensity
of circulation will change from ¢y (AUTO) to § (HI) to W (MED) to { (LOW)
(during the 4 (FAN) mode, from Y Hl to W MED to{J LOW).

AUTO SWING button

Controls the angle of the horizontal air deflector.

START/STOP button

Press this button to start operation. Press it again toc stop operation.
FILTER button

Press this button when you have cleaned the filter. About 100 hours after
this, the B (FILTER lamp) will light to indicate that it is the time to clean
the filter again.

Battery compartment (at the back)

The batteries are in here.

SLEEP button

Use this button to set the sleep timer.

@ Do not put the remote controller in the following places.
@ In direct sunlight.
® In the vicinity of a heater.

® Handle the remote controller carefully. Do not drop it on floor, and
protect it from water.

® Once the condensing unit stops, it will not restart for about 3 minutes
(unless you turn the power switch off and on or unplug the power
cord and plug it in again).
This is to protect the device and does not indicate a failure.

| setting is. The function will stop (the cooling unit will stop emitting air) as soon as the room temperature
becomes lower than the setting temperature.

Explanation of the sleep timer

The device will control the fan speed and room temperature automatically
so as to be quiet and good for people’s health.

You can set the sleep timer to turn off after 1, 2, 3 or 7 hours. The fan speed
and room temperature will be controlled as shown below.

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ADJUSTING THE AIR DEFLECTORS

@ Adjustment of the conditioned air in the upward and

downward directions.
According to “Dehumidifying” or “Cooling” operation,
the horizontal air deflector is automatically set to
the proper angle suitable for each operation. The
deflector can be swung up and down and also set
to the desired angle using the * i< (AUTO SWING)”
button. (If the angle of the deflector is changed, it
will not return to the auto-set position after operations
start unless the operation mode is switched.)

e If the “ % (AUTO SWING)" button is pressed
once, the horizontal air deflector swings up and
down. If the button is pressed again, the
deflector stops in its current position. Several
seconds (about 12 seconds) may be required
before the deflector starts to move.

e |f the deflector is not used at fixed angle, set
the horizontal air deflectors within range of mark
on the side plate for “Dehumidifying” and
“Cooling” operations.

e Swinging the air deflector is effective to reduce
unevenness of the temperature in the room.

e In “Cooling” operation, do not keep the
horizontal air deflector swinging for a long time.
Some dew may form on the horizontal air
deflector and some dew drops may fall from it.

e When the “ % (AUTO SWING)” button is pressed
while the operation is stopped, the horizontal
air deflector moves and stops at the position
where the air outlet closes.

e When the auto swing operation is performed, if
the horizontal air deflector is moved manually,
the swinging range may drift. However, it will
return to the original operation range after a
short time.

When the operation is done using the temporary
switch after the power source is turned off and is
turned on again, the operation is done in auto-
matic mode.

Air filter &

Clean the air filter, as it removes dust inside the room. It should be washed when
the i (FILTER) lamp lights. In case the air filter is full of dust, the air flow will
decrease and the cooling capacity will be reduced. Further, noise may occur. Be
sure to clean the filter following the procedure below.

Procedure

@ Remove the filter.
e Press the mark “PUSH” on the left and

right sides of the suction grilie.

e Puil the front cover forward (Until the fixed
position).

o Slightly lift the filter and release the claws
(2 locations) at the lower part of the front
cover and remove the filter from the lower Front cover
side.

@ Remove dust from the filter using a vacuum- Suction grille
cleaner.

If there is too much dust, use neutral Y7 4
detergent. After using neutral detergent, wash < 7
with clean water and dry in the shade. , —

A CAUTION

e Do not wash with hot water at more than 40°C. The filter may shrink.

e When washing it, shake off moisture completely and dry it in the shade; do not
expose it directly to the sun. The filter may shrink.

e Do not operate the air conditioner with the filter removed. Dust may enter the air
conditioner and cause trouble.
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CLEANING OF FRONT COVER, ETC.

1. The front cover easily becomes dirty.
Wipe it with a soft dry cloth.

2. When it is excessively dirty, wipe with a
soft cloth soaked in lukewarm water or
neutral detergent. Then wipe thoroughly
with a soft dry cloth.
