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Connecting the Monitor 
 
1. Connect Power Cable 

Connect the power cable to the back of the monitor. Plug the power cable to a 
nearby power outlet. 

2. Connect Analog video cable (D-Sub cable) 
Make sure both monitor and computer are powered OFF. Connect the video 
cable ( D-Sub cable) to the computer, then to the monitor. 

3. Connect DVI cable (Optional) 
Connect the DVI cable from DVI output of computer to the DVI input of the 
monitor. 

4. Connect audio cable 
Connect one end of the audio cable to the back of the monitor and connect the 
other end to the computer’s audio out port. 

5. Power-ON computer and monitor 
Power-ON the computer, then Power-ON the monitor. 

6. Windows users: Setting the Timing Mode (Resolution and Refresh Rate) 
Example: 1680 x 1050 @ 60 Hz (Recommended Resolution) 
Resolution Right-click on the Windows desktop > Properties > Settings > 
“Desktop Area”. Set the resolution. 
Refresh Rate (vertical frequency) See your graphic card’s user guide for 
instructions.

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Using On Screen Display (OSD) Functions 
 

Display main menu. 1 
Exit from OSD menu. 

Auto adjust the image when not in main menu. 2 
Confirm the selection. 

Select the desired item when in OSD menu.  or  
When not in OSD menu, it is to immediately activate Contrast/ 
Brightness. It should be change to Contrast/ Brightness by pressing 
button 2. 

▼ + ▲ Recall both of Contrast and Brightness. 

1 + ▼ Power Lock (when not in OSD menu) 

1 + ▲ OSD Lock (when not in OSD menu) 
 
Main Menu 
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OSD Functions 
 

Auto Image Adjust : Auto adjust Horizontal Position, Vertical Position, 
Phase (Fine Tune) and Clock (H. Size) of the screen.  Available in 
Analog mode only. 

 

 

 Contrast : Adjust the foreground white level of screen image. 

 : increase contrast, : decrease contrast. 

 
 

Brightness : Adjust the luminance of the video. 

 : increase brightness,  : decrease brightness. 

 

Input Select : Select Analog (D-sub) or Digital (DVI) Input 
 
Audio Menu : Adjust the audio functions. 
Volume : Adjust the volume of speaker output. 
Mute : Turn the Mute ON/OFF. 

 
Color Adjust : Select the color temperature between 9300, 6500, 5400, 
and User Color to meet user’s preference. 
9300 : Adds blue to screen image for cooler white. 
6500 : Adds red to screen image for warmer white and richer red. 
5400 : Adds green to screen image for a darker color.  
User Color : Individual adjustments for red (R), green (G), blue (B). 
1. Press button 2 to select the desired color. 
2. Press▼ or ▲button to adjust selected color. 

 
Information : Display the information regarding the current input signal 
coming from the graphic card in your computer. 
Note: See your graphic card user guide for more information about 
changing the resolution and refresh rate. 
 

 

Horizontal Size : Adjust the width of the screen image. 
 : decrease the width of screen image,  : increase the width of screen 

image. 
 

H./V. Position : Adjust the horizontal and vertical position of the video. 
H. Position :  : move screen to the right,  : move screen to the left. 
V. Position :  : move screen up,  : move screen down.

 Fine Tune : Adjust the delay time of data and clock. 
Press ▼ or ▲to adjust to your preference. 

 
Sharpness : Adjust the clarity of a non-WXGA (1440x900) signal with  
▼ or ▲ button. 

 
Setup Menu : Set up Language Select, Resolution Notice, OSD Position, 
OSD Time Out, and OSD Background. 

 
Setup Menu>Language Select : Allow users to choose from available 
languages. 

 
Setup Menu>Resolution Notice: Resolution Notice is to remind the user to 
set the resolution to 1680x1050 for best image quality when the resolution 
setting is not at 1680 x 1050. 
z Choose “Enable”: Every 30 seconds, it will show a window “For best 

picture quality change resolution to 1680 x 1050” to remind the user to 
set the resolution to 1680x150 for best image quality.  

z Choose “Disable”: It will not show a window to remind the user to set 
the resolution to 1680 x 1050. 

 
Setup Menu>OSD Position : Press 2 button to select between 
horizontal and vertical OSD Position adjustment. 
Horizontal OSD Position : Adjust the OSD position vertically.  

 : move OSD to the right,  : move OSD to the left. 
Vertical OSD Position : Adjust the OSD position horizontally.  

 : move OSD up,  : move OSD down. 
 

Setup Menu>OSD Time Out : Automatically turn off On Screen 
Display(OSD)after a preset period of time. 

 
Setup Menu>OSD Background : Allows the user to turn the OSD 
background On or Off. 

 
Memory Recall : Recall factory settings for Video & Audio controls.

Care 
z Avoid exposing your monitor directly to sunlight or other heat source. Place your 

monitor away from the sun to reduce glare. 
z Put your monitor in a well ventilated area.  
z Do not place any heavy objects on top of your monitor.

z Keep your monitor away from magnets, motors, transformers, speakers, and TV

Troubleshooting 
 
No power 
z Make sure A/C power cord is securely connected to the power adapter and the 

power supply is firmly connected to the monitor. 
z Plug another electrical device into the power outlet to verify that the outlet is 

supplying proper voltage. 
z Make sure all signal cables are installed. 
 
Power on but no screen image 
Make sure the video cable supplied with the monitor is tightly secured to the video 
output port on back of the computer. If not, tightly secure it. Adjust brightness. 
 
Wrong or abnormal colors 
z If any colors (red, green, blue) are missing, check the video cable to make sure 

it is securely connected. Loose or broken pins in the cable connector could 
cause an improper connection. 
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z Connect the monitor to another computer.
