No power

Adjust brightness and contrast.

Verify whether an adapter is required for proper signal continuity between
graphics card and monitor.

Flickering

Not enough power supplied. Connect the monitor to a different outlet. If
using a surge protector, reduce the number of devices plugged in.

Check the ViewMeter from the main menu to verify the refresh rate (vertical
frequency) is 75 Hz or higher. See “Specifications” on page 10.

Remove any devices from the area around the monitor that emit magnetic
fields such as radios, surge protectors, unshielded speakers, fluorescent
lights, AC power converters, desk fans, etc.
