Glossary

AUDIO Jack: jack located on the front of the
TV/VCR which is used to record audio from anoth-
er source.

Automatic Channel Programming: process in
which the TV/VCR scans all available channels and
places the ones you receive in its memory. Then,
when you push the CHANNEL (Up/Down) buttons,
you only scan through channels you receive.

Bands: settings that allow you to tune channels.

» Antenna — VHF (very high frequency; channels 2
- 13) and UHF (ultra high frequency; channels 14
- 69).

» Cable - all standard channels can be received
without a Cable Box.

Brightness: adjusting increases or decreases the
brightness of the color on-screen.

Color: adjusting pales or brightens the TV/VCR
color.

Dubbing: copying a tape using a VCR.
HQ: high quality; a feature in the TV/VCR circuitry
which provides enhanced picture detail.

Line Input: The channel to which you set your
TV/VCR during dubbing. The line input channel is
always channel 00 (A/V IN).

Mode: a TV/VCR operation.

OTR: one touch recording; programming a timed
recording that starts immediately and records for
30 minutes to eight hours, whichever you specify.

Picture: adjust to increase or decrease the con-
trast of the picture on-screen.

Sharpness: adjusting softens or clarifies the picture
on-screen.

Tape Speeds: how fast the tape travels during

playback or a recording.

» SP (standard play) — fastest tape speed (record-
ing time for a T120 tape is approximately two
hours); best picture quality.

» LP (long play) — average tape speed (recording
time for a T120 tape is approximately four
hours).

e SLP (super long play) — slowest tape speed
(recording time for a T120 tape is approximately
six hours).

Tint: adjusting changes the tints of the picture on the
TVIVCR from purple to green.
VCR: video cassette recorder.

VIDEO Jack: jack located on the front of the
TV/VCR which is used to record video from anoth-
er source.
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If you are having problems with your TV/VCR, check this list of problems and possible solutions before
requesting service. You may be able to solve the problem yourself.

Location

For safe operation and satisfactory performance of your TV/VCR, remember the following:

« Shield it from direct sunlight and keep it away from sources of intense heat.

 Avoid dusty or humid places.

« Avoid places with insufficient ventilation. Do not block the ventilation openings at the top and bottom
of the TV/VCR. Do not place the TV/VCR on a carpet, as this will block the ventilation openings.

« Avoid locations subject to strong vibrations.

» Do not place the TV/VCR near strong magnetic fields.

» Do not move the TV/VCR from a cold place to a hot place, or vice versa.

Time Selection

12 AM = Midnight

12 PM = Noon

Electrical Shock and Fire Hazards

« Do not handle the power cord with wet hands.

Do not pull the power cord when disconnecting the TV/VCR from the AC (alternating current) wall
outlet. Grasp it by the plug.

« If water is spilled on the TV/VCR, unplug the power cord immediately and take the TV/VCR to an
authorized service center.

» Do not put your fingers or objects into the TV/VCR cassette compartment.

» Do not place anything on top of the TV/VCR.

Dew Warning

» Moisture condensation may occur inside the unit when it is moved from a cold place to a warm place,
after heating a cold room, or when the humidity is high. There is no warning that moisture has accu-
mulated in your TV/VCR. But, if you try to play a tape in a TV/VCR in which moisture has accumulat-
ed, the tape and the TV/VCR could be damaged. Therefore, if you try to play a tape and the tape is
destroyed, and you think moisture may have accumulated inside the TV/VCR, keep the TV/VCR power
on (but do not play a tape) for at least two hours. This will allow the TV/VCR to dry.

TV/VCR will not record.

» Make sure the tape has a record tab (page five).

TV/VCR will not perform a timer recording.

» Make sure the recording start and stop times are set correctly (pages 32 - 39).

Make sure the TV/VCR power is off.

Make sure the clock is set (pages 12 - 17).

Make sure there is a tape in the TV/VCR. The tape must have a record tab.

Make sure the power has not failed. The TV/VCR may not perform or continue a timer recording if a

power interruption of more than one minute occurs before or during the timer recording, even if the

power comes back on.

Make sure the TV/VCRis not in Record Defeat mode (page 40).

TV/VCR will not perform a one touch recording.

» Make sure the tape has a record tab (page five).

Make sure the TV/VCRis not in Record Defeat mode (page 40).

Plug the power cord into an active AC outlet (page seven).

Check your hookups (pages six - seven).

Program channels (page 10).
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TV/VCR has no power.
« Make sure the power plug is completely connected to an AC (alternating current) outlet.
A power failure occurred.
« Follow the steps on page eight to select a language and program channels, if necessary. Then set the
clock (pages 12 - 17).
TV/VCR power shuts off after 15 minutes.
» To save energy, the TV/VCR will shut itself off after 15 minutes when it is on a channel that is not
receiving a broadcast signal (for example, a station that has gone off the air for the night).

TVIVCR ejects the tape when you try to start a recording.
» Make sure the tape has a record tab. Details are on page five.
The cylinder rotates when the TV/VCR is in Stop mode.
« To enable the quick play mechanism, the cylinder will rotate for about five minutes. This is normal.

* When Daylight-Saving Time is ON, the clock time will change automatically as follows: on the first
Sunday of April, from 2 am. to 3 am.; on the last Sunday of October, from 2 am. to 1 a.m.
* When programmed timer recordings start between 2 am. and 2:59 a.m. on the first Sunday of April, the
TVIVCR will start recording at 3 a.m. (summer time).
* When programmed timer recordings end between 2 am. and 2:59 a.m. on the first Sunday of April, the
TV/VCR will stop at 3 am.
* When using this feature, a program that occurs during the spring time change may not record complete-
ly.
