Set UpUnpacking

1 Remove packing materials from unit.

Note: Save all packing materials.

2 Remote control is located in the outside of the
styrofoam packaging.

3 Remove plastic bag covering radio and remote
control.

4 Remove plastic safety cover from A/C plug.

5 Remove tie from A/C cord and untie antenna
wire on back of radio.

6 Open lid and remove styrofoam shipping
material from turntable.

7 Remove black tie-wrap from under the tone
arm.

8 Remove white protective needle cover by gently
pulling towards the front of the unit.

1 Install 2 AAA batteries (not included) in remote
control.

2 Plug A/C cord into appropriate outlet.

4 At the end of the record, the turntable will stop
 turning.

Repeat

To repeat playback of a single track or the whole
disk, press the “REPEAT” button. Pressing this
button once will repeat only the selected track and
a flashing "REPEAT" will appear on the display.
Pressing the “REPEAT” button twice will repeat the
whole CD when it reaches the end and repeat will
appear but will not flash. Pressing “REPEAT” a third
time will turn off the repeat function.

1 With your new radio, you have the option of
adding external speakers.

2 The speaker jacks for external speakers are
located on the back of the radio. Along with the
speaker jacks is a switch labeled int./ ext. When
using external speakers, this switch must be
switched to the ext. position. Doing this turns off
the internal speakers in the radio and redirects
the power to the external speakers.

Program
Track programming

A While CD is stopped, press “PROG” to enter
PROGRAM mode.

E After end of program,  press “PLAY” to start
playback.

Notes: .
1) To program, the CD must be stopped.

2) The same track can be  programmed more than
once.

Programmed track revision

A While CD is stopped, press “PROG” button to
check the sequence of programmed tracks.

B After checking, just press “PLAY” to start play.

Notes: 1) Clear programming process by using of
“STOP”.
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Add or Change program track

A While CD is stopped, press “PROG” repeatedly
to reach the program number that you want to
change.

B Press “FF” or “FB” to desire track.

C Press “PROG” to save.

D Repeat above procedures to add or change
program track.

Notes:

1) It can work with “INTRO”, “REPEAT” during
play.

2) The programmed contents will not clear except
press “STOP” twice or press “RANDOM”.

To Load A CD Play

Remain time display

A Press “CD” on control panel or on remote control
to enter “CD” mode.

B Press the “OPEN/CLOSE” button to open the
CD drawer.

C Load the CD with CD label facing up.

D Press the “OPEN/CLOSE” button to close the
CD drawer.

E To remove CD, press the CD “STOP” button to
stop CD from spinning. Press the
“OPEN/CLOSE“ button to open drawer. Remove
CD and press the “OPEN/CLOSE” button to
close the CD drawer.

A During playback, press “REMAIN” until Remain
icon appear.
