To install the backup batteries:

1 Open the backup battery compartment on the
bottom of your speaker dock.
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2 |Insert two AAA batteries, noting the positive (+)
and negative (-) markings in the compartment.

3 Replace the battery compartment cover.
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Replacing the remote control battery

Caution

There is a danger of explosion if the remote control
batteries are not installed correctly. Replace only with
the same or equivalent (CR2025) battery.

To replace the remote control batteries:

Docking an iPod with your speaker dock

To dock an iPod with your speaker dock:

1 Locate the numbered iPod bracket that fits your
iPod.

Each included bracket has a number on it,
indicating which iPod model the bracket is
compatible with. See the bracket chart in the
Appendix on page 6 to identify which bracket is
needed.

3 Press () POWER/»l again to begin playing
your iPod.

4 Make the following adjustments, according to
your taste:

+ Press VOLUME + or - to adjust the volume.

« Press EQ to cycle through the available sound
preset modes.

+ Press MUTE to mute the sound. Press again to
restore the sound to the previous setting.
