. Donot unplug by pullingon the cord. To unplug, grasp the plug, notthe cord.

. Donot handle the plug or the vacuum cleaner with wet hands.

. Donot putany objectsinto the openings. Do not use with any opening

blocked: keep free of dust, lint, hair and anything that may reduce air flow.

. Keep hair, loose clothing, fingers and all the parts of your body away from
openings and moving parts.

Do notpick up anything thatis burning or smoking, such as cigarettes,
matches or hot ashes.

Do not use without dust compartment and filters in place.
Turn offall controls before unplugging.
Use extra care when cleaning on stairs.

Do not useto pickup flammable or combustible liquids such as gasoline, or
use inareas where they may be present.

REPLACING THE HEPA FILTER

Under normal usage, the HEPA Filter will not require replacement;

however, vacuuming large amounts of extremely fine dust, powder or similar
material overa long period oftime may decrease airflow performance through
the filter. If this occurs, it may become necessary to replace the HEPA

Filter. Only use genuine FANTOM replacement filters.
