Clearing Clogs

Low suction, poor pickup, or no suction may be

e Empty Dirt Container.

e Check Upper Tank and Louvers for build up or clogs.
Check to make sure Louvers are installed correctly. To
unlock the Louvers, grasp the rim and turn toward the left.
Pull straight down to remove. If the Louvers are missing
or not locked into place, check and clear the tube in the
center of the Dirt Container.

oRemove the Twist ‘n Snap Hose from the vacuum by
turning to the left. Check the Suction Inlet, Hose and Hose
Wand for clogs. Remove any clogs from the hose using a
long, narrow object.

eCheck the Foot Hose for clogs. If needed, remove the screw
attaching the Hose Wand Base to the vacuum. Straighten  \Wand Base
the Foot Hose and unclog with a long, narrow object.
