Sta rting Your Grill: For extra protection against paint burn-off, line the bottom of the Bowl with aluminum foil. Arrange
3 Ib. of good quality charcoal (apx. 45 briquettes) in a pile in the Bowl. Sprinkle a good lighter fluid over charcoal, wait about a
minute, then light. After charcoal has turned grey, spread it out with long-handled tongs or barbecue utensils. Wear barbecue
mitts. Spray Cooking Grid with a vegetable spray and place it in the Bowl. Place your food and begin grilling.

As an alternative to lighter fluid, use and electric charcoal starter, solid fire starter or metal chimney stater. Be sure to follow
the manufacturer’s instructions for use.

CLEANING: wash Grid and Bow! with warm soapy water. NEVER USE OVEN CLEANER. It will remove the paint.
