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INTRODUCTION

Cable Electronics’ HS103 is a three-input-one-output HDMI switch. It allows

switching of three HDMI inputs to the output. These three inputs are auto switching. (Smart
function). You can also use the selection button on the front panel to choose the input you
want to select.

The HS103 has equalization and amplification to ensure HDMI signal’s transmission
through long cable without quality loss.
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CONNECTION AND OPERATION

1) Connect the HDMI sources (such as: HD-DVD, PS3, STB etc.) into the
HS103 inputs.

2) Connect the HDMI display (such as: HD-LCD, HD-LDP) to the HS103 output.

3) Power on the the input source you want to show. Turn off unused sources as this will
speed up the automatic switching.

4) Power on the display

(Remark: Manual selection button can be used when the user want to select the source
manually.)

*Smart Function: When there are more than one source connected to the switch, the
user should leave a desired source on, the others off. The the switch will choose this
source automatically and send the signal to the display. If several sources are all
powered on, the last powered source will be chosen. Beacuse of this function, the user

could use the method of power off/on to select the desired signal.
