Using an LCD Mounting Arm

Mounting Arm Requirements

® Must be able to sustain the weight of the LCD TV.

@ Refer to the installation manual supplied with the arm for proper setup.

Mounting Arm Installation
1. Remove all cables connected to the LCD TV.
2. Lay the LCD TV face down on a flat surface with a cushion or some type of soft material to protect
the screen.
3. Using a screwdriver, remove the screws attached to the stand.
4. Follow the directions for your mounting bracket.




Care and Maintenance

Maintenance of the Exterior Cabinet

@ Use a soft, dry cloth. If the surfaces are extremely dirty, use a soft cloth lightly moistened with a mild
detergent solution. Do not use strong solvents such as alcohol, benzine, or thinner, as these might
damage the surface of the unit.

® Do not use volatile liquids, such as insecticide spray, near the unit. Do not leave rubber or plastic products
in contact with the unit for a long period of time. They may leave marks on the surface.

Memorizing Channels

Procedures for Using the TV

The LCD TV can memorize and store all available channels for both antenna and cable TV. After
the channels are memorized, use the TV CH+/— buttons to scan through them. This eliminates the
need to change channels using the number keys. There are three steps for memorizing channels:
1) Select a broadcast source; 2) Memorize channels (automatic); and 3) Add and/or Delete chan-

nels (manual).

Selecting the Broadcast Source

Before your television can begin memorizing channels, you must specify the type of signal source that

is connected to the TV (i.e., an antenna or a cable TV system).

Procedures for Using the TV

Changing Channels

You can change channels on your LCD TV by using the TV CH+/- buttons, or by direct selection
using the number buttons. You can use the number buttons to tune to any channel (even one that has
been erased or has not been memorized).

Using the CHANNEL buttons

Press the TV CH+/- buttons to change channels.

The TV changes each channel in order, up or down, depending on which button
you press. You will see all the channels that the TV has memorized (the TV must
have memorized at least three channels).
