Throttle lock

The throttle lock is designed to prevent accidental operation
of the throttle control. When you press the lock (A) (i.e. when
you grasp the handle) it releases the throttle control (B).
When you release the handle the throttle control and the
throttle lock both move back to their original positions. This
movement is controlled by two independent return springs.
This arrangement means that the throttle control is
automatically locked at the idle setting.

Stop switch

Use the stop switch to switch off the engine.

Cutting attachment guard

This guard is intended to prevent loose objects from being
thrown towards the operator. The guard also protects the
operator from accidental contact with the cutting attachment.

If the cutting attachment rotates with the throttle
in the idle position then the carburettor idle setting must be
checked. See instructions under the heading
Maintenance.
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» Ensure that the guard is undamaged and is not cracked.

* Replace the guard if it has been exposed to impact or is
cracked.

Vibration damping system

» Regularly check the vibration damping units for cracks or
deformation.

» Check that the vibration damping element is undamaged
and securely attached.

Trimmer head

* Only use the recommended trimmer heads and trimmer
cords. These have been tested by the manufacturer to suit
a particular engine size. This is especially important when
a fully automatic trimmer head is used. Only use the
recommended cutting attachment. See the chapter on
Technical data.

« Smaller machines generally require small trimmer heads
and vice versa. This is because when clearing using a
cord the engine must throw out the cord radially from the
trimmer head and overcome the resistance of the grass
being cleared.

» The length of the cord is also important. A longer cord
requires greater engine power than a shorter cord of the
same diameter.

* Make sure that the cutter on the trimmer guard is intact.
This is used to cut the cord to the correct length.

« Toincrease the life of the cord it can be soaked in water
for a couple of days. This will make the line tougher so that
it lasts longer.

IMPORTANT! Always ensure the trimmer cord is wound
tightly and evenly around the drum, otherwise the machine
will generate harmful vibration.

It is the end of the cord that does the work. Let the cord
work at its own pace. Never press the cord into the area
to be cut.

The cord can easily remove grass and weeds up against
walls, fences, trees and borders, however it can also
damage sensitive bark on trees and bushes, and damage
fence posts.

Reduce the risk of damaging plants by shortening the
cord to 10-12 cm and reducing the engine speed.

Clearing

The clearing technique removes all unwanted vegetation.
Keep the trimmer head just above the ground and tilt it. Let
the end of the cord strike the ground around trees, posts,
statues and the like. CAUTION! This technique increases
the wear on the cord.

The cord wears quicker and must be fed forward more
often when working against stones, brick, concrete, metal
fences, etc., than when coming into contact with trees and
wooden fences.

*  When trimming and clearing you should use less than full
throttle so that the cord lasts longer and to reduce the
wear on the trimmer head.

Cutting

» The trimmer is ideal for cutting grass that is difficult to
reach using a normal lawn mower.

Avoid pressing the trimmer
head against the ground as this can ruin the lawn and

A machine nor anyone else may attempt to
remove the cut material while the engine is
running or the blade is rotating, as this can
result in serious injury. Stop the engine and
blade before you remove material that has
wound around the blade shaft as otherwise
there is a risk of injury. The bevel gear can
get hot during use and may remain so for a
while afterwards. You could get burnt if you
touch it.

WARNING! Watch out for thrown objects.

The machine is equipped with a four-stroke
engine. Make sure that there is always sufficient oil in the oil
tank.

WARNING! Always ensure there is adequate
ventilation when handling fuel.

The catalytic converter muffler gets very hot
during and after use. This also applies
during idling. Be aware of the fire hazard,
especially when working near flammable
substances and/or vapours.

Gasoline

» Use high-grade unleaded petrol of at least 86 octane.

« |f the machine is not used for some time the fuel tank
should be emptied and cleaned.

Engine oil

Check the oil level before starting the machine. A too low oil
level can cause serious damage to the engine.

When the machine is new the engine oil should be changed
after the first month or after 10 hours of operation.

» For the best result and function use HUSQVARNA engin
oil.

*  When HUSQVARNA engine oil is not available another
high grade engine oil can be used. Contact your dealer
when selecting oil. Mineral oil or semisynthetic oil should
be used. In general SAE 10W-40 is recommended.

» Never use oil intended for two-stroke engines.

Carburettor

WARNING! The complete clutch cover and

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» The carburettor governs the engine’s speed via the
throttle control. Air and fuel are mixed in the carburettor.
The air/fuel mixture is adjustable. Correct adjustment is
essential to get the best performance from the machine.

» Adjusting the carburettor involves adapting the engine to
suit local conditions, e.g. climate, altitude and the petrol.

Basic setting

The basic carburettor settings are adjusted during testing at
the factory.

The carburettor should be adjusted to prevent damaging the
engine when the machine is always used at altitudes over
1500 metres above seal level.

CAUTION! For optimum adjustment of the carburettor,
contact a qualified dealer/service workshop that has a
revolution counter at their disposal.

The muffler on your machine is equipped with a spark arrestor
mesh, this should be cleaned regularly. A blocked mesh will
cause the engine to overheat and may lead to serious
damage.

CAUTION! Never use a machine with a defective muffler.

WARNING! Mufflers fitted with catalytic
A converters get very hot during use and

remain so for some time after stopping. This

also applies at idle speed. Contact can result

in burns to the skin. Remember the risk of
fire!

WARNING! If the idle speed cannot be
adjusted so that the cutting attachment
stops, contact your dealer/service

workshop. Do not use the machine until it
has been correctly adjusted or repaired.

CAUTION! Some mufflers are fitted with a catalytic
converter. See chapter on Technical data to see whether your
machine is fitted with a catalytic converter.

The muffler is designed to reduce the noise level and to direct
the exhaust gases away from the operator. The exhaust
gases are hot and can contain sparks, which may cause fire
if directed against dry and combustible material.

Cooling system

-

To keep the working temperature as low as possible the
machine is equipped with a cooling system.

The cooling system consists of:

1 Airintake on the starter.

2 Fins on the flywheel.

3 Cooling fins on the cylinder.

4 Cylinder cover (directs cold air over the cylinder).

Clean the cooling system with a brush once a week, more
often in demanding conditions. A dirty or blocked cooling
system results in the machine overheating which causes
damage to the piston and cylinder.

Spark plug

-
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The spark plug condition is influenced by:
* Incorrect carburettor adjustment.
* Adirty airfilter.

These factors cause deposits on the spark plug electrodes,
which may result in operating problems and starting
difficulties.
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If the machine is low on power, difficult to start or runs poorly
at idle speed: always check the spark plug first before taking
any further action. If the spark plug is dirty, clean it and check
that the electrode gap is 0,6-0,7 mm. The spark plug should
be replaced after about a month in operation or earlier if
necessary.

CAUTION! Always use the recommended spark plug type!

Air filter
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The air filter must be regularly cleaned to remove dust and dirt
in order to avoid:

» Carburettor malfunctions

» Starting problems

* Loss of engine power

» Unnecessary wear to engine parts
» Excessive fuel consumption.

Clean the filter every 25 hours, or more regularly if conditions
are exceptionally dusty.

Cleaning the air filter

Remove the air filter cover and take out the filter. Wash it
clean in warm, soapy water.

Ensure that the filter is dry before refitting it.

An air filter that has been in use for a long time cannot be
cleaned completely. The filter must therefore be replaced with
a new one at regular intervals. A damaged air filter must
always be replaced.

If the machine is used in dusty conditions the air filter should
be soaked in oil. See instructions under the heading Oiling the
air filter.

Oiling the air filter

—
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Always use HUSQVARNA filter oil, art. no. 531 00 92-48. The
filter oil contains a solvent to make it spread evenly through
the filter. You should therefore avoid skin contact.

Put the filter in a plastic bag and pour the filter oil over it.
Knead the plastic bag to distribute the oil. Squeeze the
excess oil out of the filter inside the plastic bag and pour off
the excess before fitting the filter to the machine. Never use
common engine oil. This would drain through the filter quite
quickly and collect in the bottom.

The bevel gear is filled with the right quantity of grease at the
factory. However, before using the machine you should check
that the bevel gear is filled three-quarters full with grease. Use
HUSQVARNA special grease.

The grease in the bevel gear does not normally need to be
changed except if repairs are carried out.

» Check that there are no fuel leaks from the engine, tank or
fuel lines.

» Check that the cutter does not rotate when the engine is
idling.

» Clean the outside of the machine.
* Check that the harness is not damaged.

» Check that the blade guard is not damaged or cracked.
Replace the blade guard if it is exposed to impact or is
cracked.

* A non-balanced blade/trimmer head induces heavy
vibrations that may damage the machine.

» Check that nuts and screws are tight.

» Check that the screws that hold the bevel gear are tight.

Weekly maintenance
* Check the starter and starter cord.
* Clean the carburettor area.

» Clean the outside of the spark plug. Remove it and check
the electrode gap. Adjust the gap to 0,6-0,7 mm, or
replace the spark plug. Check that the spark plug is fitted
with a suppressor.

» Clean the cooling fins on the cylinder and check that the
air intake near the starter is not blocked.

» Check that the bevel gear is filled with grease up to 3/4.
Use special grease.

Monthly maintenance

+ Clean the fuel tank.

. Qlean the outside of the carburettor and the space around
it.

» Check fuel hose for cracks or other damage. Change if
necessary.

» Change the fuel filter in fuel tank.

» Check electrical wires and connections.

» Replace the spark plug. Check that the spark plug is fitted
with a suppressor.

» Change the air filter.
» Check and clean the spark arrestor mesh on the muffler.

« Change the engine oil.

Where a warrantable condition exists,
Husqvarna Forest & Garden will repair your small nonroad
engine at no cost to you. Expenses covered under warranty
include diagnosis, parts and labor.

MANUFACTURER'S WARRANTY
COVERAGE

The 2001 and later small nonroad engines are warranted for
two years. If any emission related part on you engine (as
listed above) is defective, the part will be repaired or replaced
by Husqvarna Forest & Garden.

OWNER'S WARRANTY
RESPONSIBILITIES

As the small nonroad engine owner, you are responsible for
the performance of the required maintenance listed in your
Operator's Manual. Husqvarna Forest & Garden
recommends that you retain all receipts covering
maintenance on your small nonroad engine, but Husqvarna
Forest & Garden cannot deny warranty solely for the lack of
receipts or for your failure to ensure the performance of all
scheduled maintenance. As the small nonroad engine owner,
you should, however, be aware that Husqvarna Forest &
Garden may deny you warranty coverage if your small
nonroad engine or a part of it has failed due to abuse, neglect,
improper maintenance, unapproved modifications or the use
of parts not made or approved by the original equipment
manufacturer.
