General safety

* Itis dangerous to alter the specifications
or attempt to modify this product in any
way.

» This appliance is not intended for use by
persons (including children) with reduced
physical and sensory conditions or lack of
experience and knowledge, unless they
have been given supervision or instruction
concerning use of the appliance by a
person responsible for their safety.

» Make sure that small children and pets do
not climb inside the drum. To avoid this,
please check into the drum before using.

* Any objects such as coins, safety pins,
nails, screws, stones or any other hard,
sharp material can cause extensive
damage and must not be placed into the
machine.

* In order to avoid danger of fires caused by
excessive drying, do not use appliance to
dry the following items: Cushions, quilts
etc. (these items accumulate heat).

Items such as foam rubber (latex foam),
shower caps, waterproof textiles, rubber
backed articles and clothes or pillows
fitted with foam rubber pads should not
be dried in the tumble dryer.

Always unplug the appliance after use,
cleaning and maintenance.

Under no circumstances should you
attempt to repair the machine yourself.
Repairs carried out by inexperienced
persons may cause injury or serious
malfunctioning. Contact your local Service
Centre. Always insist on genuine spare
parts.

Items that have been soiled with
substances such as cooking oil acetone,
petrol, kerosene, spot removers,
turpentine, waxes and wax removers
should be washed in hot water with an
extra amount of detergent before being
dried in the tumble dryer.

Danger of explosion: Never tumble

dry items that have been in contact with
inflammable solvents (petrol, methylated
spirits, dry cleaning fluid and the like). As
these substances are volatile, they could



cause an explosion. Only tumble dry
items washed with water.

Risk of fire: items that have been
spotted or soaked with vegetable or
cooking oil constitute a fire hazard and
should not be placed in the tumble dryer.

If you have washed your laundry with
stain remover you must execute an extra
rinse cycle before loading your tumble
dryer.

Please make sure that no gas lighters or
matches have accidentally been left in
pockets of garments incase they are
loaded into appliance

Warning!

* Risk of fire! Never stop a
tumble dry before the end of
the drying cycle unless all
items are quickly removed
and spread out so that the
heat is dissipated.

* Lint must not be allowed to
accumulate around the
tumble dryer.

Risk of electric shock! Do not spray
down the appliance with jets of water.

The final part of a tumble dryer cycle
occurs without heat ( cool down cycle )
to ensure that the items are left at a
temperature that ensures that items will
not be damaged.

The tumble dryer is not to be used if
industrial chemicals have been used for
cleaning.

Ensure you have good ventilation in the
installation room to avoid the back flow of
gases into the room from appliances
burning other fuels, including open fires.

Installation

This appliance is heavy. Care should be
taken when moving it.

When unpacking the appliance, check that
it is not damaged. If in doubt, do not use it
and contact the Service Centre.

All packaging must be removed before
use. Serious damage can occur to the
product and to property if this is not
adhered to. See relevant section in the
user manual.

Any electrical work required to install this
appliance should be carried out by a
qualified electrician or competent person.

If the machine is situated on a carpeted
floor, please adjust the feet in order to
allow air to circulate freely under the
appliance.

After having installed the appliance, check
that it is not pressing or standing on its
electrical supply cable.

If the tumble dryer is placed on top of a
washing machine, it is compulsory to use
the stacking kit (optional accessory).

Use

This appliance is designed for domestic
use. It must not be used for purposes
other than those for which it was
designed.

Only wash fabrics which are designed to
be machine dried. Follow the instructions
on each garment label.

Do not dry unwashed items in the tumble
dryer.

Do not overload the appliance. See the
relevant section in the user manual.

Clothes which are dripping wet should
not be placed in the dryer.



» Garments which have been in contact
with volatile petroleum products should
not be machine dried. If volatile cleaning
fluids are used, care should be taken to
ensure that the fluid is removed from the
garment before placing in the machine.

* Never pull the power supply cable to
remove the plug from the socket; always
take hold of the plug itself.

* Never use the tumble dryer if the power
supply cable, the control panel, the
working surface or the base are damaged
so that the inside of the tumble dryer is
accessible.

* Fabric softeners, or similar products
should be used as specified by the fabric
softener instructions.

* Caution - hot surface : Do not touch
the door light cover surface when the light
is switched on.

(Only dryers equipped with internal drum
light)

Child safety

* This machine is not intended for use by
young children or infirm persons without
supervision.

+ Children often do not recognise the
hazards associated with electrical
appliances. Children should be supervised
to ensure that they do not play with the
appliance.

Warning!

» Danger of suffocation! The
packaging components (e.g. plastic
film, polystyrene) can be
dangerous to children - Keep them
out of children’s reach.

— Ensure you have good ventilation in the
installation room;

— Clean the micro-fine filter and fine
strainer after each drying cycle;

— Spin the laundry well before drying.

Energy consumption depends on
spinning speed set in washing
machine. Higher spinning speed -
lower energy consumption.

Environmental

The packaging materials are environmentally
friendly and can be recycled. The plastic
components are identified by markings, e.g.
>PE<, >PS<, etc. Please dispose of the
packaging materials in the appropriate
container at the community waste disposal
facilities.

Maintenance and cleaning

Cleaning fluff filter

The filters collect all the fluff which
accumulates during drying. To ensure that
the dryer works perfectly, the fluff filters
(micro-fine filter and fine strainer) must be
cleaned after every drying cycle.

The warning lamp Filter lights to remind you
of this operation at the end of each cycle.

Caution! Never operate the dryer
without fluff filters or with damaged
or blocked fluff filters.

Open loading door

Use a damp hand to clean the micro-
fine filter, which is built into the lower
part of the loading aperture.

After a period of time, a gleam due to
detergent residue on laundry forms on
the filters. When this occurs, clean the
filters with warm water using a brush.
Remove the filter from the door pulling
it out. (It can be positioned with the
locating spur facing to the left or to the
right).

After cleaning do not forget to put it
back.

9. Press both journals of the large mesh
filter into the brackets on the loading
door until they snap into place.

10. Re-insert fine filter.

@ If the fine filter is not fitted, the large
mesh filter will not snap into place
and the loading door cannot be
closed.

Cleaning the door seal

Wipe the door seal with a damp cloth
immediately after the drying cycle has
finished.

Emptying the water
reservoir

Empty the water reservoir after every drying
cycle.

If the water reservoir is full, an active
programme will break off automatically and
the warning lamp Full tank lights. In order to
continue the programme, the water
reservoir must first be emptied.

Woarning! The condensed water is
not suitable for drinking or for
preparing foodstuffs.

1. Take out drawer containing water
reservoir completely 1 and pull up the
water reservoir's drainage pipe as far as
it will go 2.

2. Pour the condensed water out into a
basin or similar receptacle.

3. Slide the outlet connections in and refit
the water reservoir.
If the programme has been interrupted
as a result of the water reservoir being
full: Press the Start/Pause button to
continue the drying cycle.

The water reservoir has a volume of
approx. 4 litres.

The condensed water can be used as
distilled water, e.g. for steam ironing.
However it must first be filtered (e.g.
with a coffee filter) to remove any
residue and small pieces of fluff.

Cleaning heat exchanger
filters

If the warning lamp Condenser lights, the heat
exchanger fluff filters in the base of the
appliance must be cleaned, i.e. after each 3
drying cycles. Both filters are located in the
appliance base.

Water can collect in the filter housing
therefore it is normal for the heat
exchanger fluff filters to become wet.

Important!

* Never operate the dryer without the fluff
filters.

» Clogged filters cause higher energy
consumption (drying cycle elongation) and
dryer damage.

* A dirty heat pump can only be cleaned up
by means of a costly process.




1. Open door in plinth: To do this, press
the release button on the right and
open the door in the plinth to the left.

2. Pull the filter housing out of the base by

the handle.

3. To clean the fluff filter: Remove filter

from filter housing. To do this, press the
pressure points on the sides and pull the

filter frame up and out of the housing.
Remove fluff from the fluff filter with a
damp hand.

Use a damp hand to remove the fluff
from the filter in the base . If necessary
pull out and clean the filter with warm
water using a wiper or brush. Clean the
inside of the door, the fluff filter
chamber and the rubber seals of fluff.
Insert the fluff filter to the base.

5. Insert the fluff filter into the filter
housing (it has to audibly lock) and slide
it inside the filter chamber. Close the
door in plinth. Note: If the fluff filter is
not inserted in the filter housing, the
filter housing cannot slide into the
appliance base.

6. When necessary, approx. once every 6
months, remove the fluff from the heat
exchanger using the sponge supplied.
When doing this, please use rubber

gloves.

Lime in the water or cleaning agents
may form a barely visible lining on the
inside of the drum. The degree to
which the laundry has been dried is
then no longer detected reliably. The
laundry is damper than expected
when removed from the dryer.

Use a standard domestic cleaner (e.g.
vinegar-based cleaner) to wipe down
the inside of the drum and drum ribs.

limestone and mineral salts of which

Transporting the
appliance

Important! Only tip the appliance on its
left side to transport (see illustration), if it

cannot be transported in an upright position.
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Appliance positioning

It is recommended that, for your
convenience, the machine is positioned
close to your washing machine.

The tumble dryer must be installed in a
clean place, where dirt does not build up.

Air must be able to circulate freely all
round the appliance. Do not obstruct the
front ventilation grille or the air intake
grilles at the back of the machine.

To keep vibration and noise to a
minimum when the dryer is in use, it
should be placed on a firm, level surface.

Once in its permanent operating position,
check that the dryer is absolutely level
with the aid of a spirit level. If it is not,
raise or lower the feet until it is.

The feet must never be removed. Do not
restrict the floor clearance through
deeppile carpets, strips of wood or
similar. This might cause heat built-up
which would interfere with the operation
of the appliance.

Important!

.

The appliance should not be installed in an
environment such as a unheated garage or
outbuilding. The combination of high
humidity and low ambient temperatures
could affect the performance or the
appliance and therefore invalidate your
guarantee.

The hot air emitted by the tumble dryer
can reach temperatures of up to 60°C.
The appliance must therefore not be
installed on floors which are not resistant
to high temperatures.

When operating the tumble dryer, the
room temperature must not be lower
than +5°C and higher than +35°C, as it
may affect the performance of the
appliance.

* Should the appliance be moved, it must

be transported vertically.

The appliance must not be installed
behind the lockable door, a sliding door a
door with a hinge on the opposite side to
that of the appliance in such a way that a
full opening of the dryer is restricted.

The appliance is supplied with a 13amp plug
fitted. In the event of having to change the
fuse in the plug supplied, a 13amp ASTA
approved BS 1363/ A fuse must be used.
Should the plug need to be replaced for any
reason, proceed as described below. The
wires in the mains lead are coloured in
accordance with the following code:

¢ Green and Yellow - Earth
¢ Blue - Neutral
* Brown - Live

If you fit your own plug, the colours of the
wires in the mains lead of your appliance
may not correspond with the markings
identifying the terminals in your plug.
Proceed as follows:

1. Connect the Green and Yellow (earth)
wire to the terminal in the plug which is
marked with the letter "E" or the earth
symbol —L or coloured green and

yellow.

Connect the Blue (neutral) wire to the
terminal in the plug which is marked
with the letter "N" or coloured black.

Door reversal
