The UBC 100XLT has 100 memary channels, each of which can be programmed to
store one frequency. The channels are divided into [0-10 channe! banks, usefui
for storing similar frequencies in order to maintain faster scanning cycles. \When
scan is pressed, each of the programmed frequencies within 3 selected bank will
Oe sampled for a transmission (locked channels will be skipped) at the rate of
abeut 15 channels per second. If an active frequency is found the unit will stop and
manitor that frequency until there is N longer any activity. A two second d delay
can be aaded to each channef and will allow the unit te menitor the frequency for
d return or continued transmission. If, after two seconds, the frequency remains
inactive, the scanning cycle wiil resume.

\X/hen the unitis first turned an, each channe!l will cantain “000.0C0". \When new
frequencies are programmed, the cid mrl De erased. If an invalid frequency is
entered, “Error”™ will be displayed and the cld frequency will return.

After the low Sattery
indicator nas been dlinking for about ten minutes, the scanner will shut itself off
To prevent the batteries from Qecaming comoletely discharged. See the section of
rnic manual on Bartery Maintenance for more infarmaticn.
