For safe operation and satisfactory performance of
your unit, keep the following in mind when selecting
a place for its installation:
• The stand of this TV is

folded when you purchased.
Place this TV face-down 
on a flat surface covered
with the soft cloth.

• Bend the stand slowly to
forward until it clicks.

• If you want to fold the stand again,
insert a thin rod into the hole in
the right side of the stand as 
illustrated, bend the stand back-
ward while you keep pushing the
hole.

• Shield it from direct sunlight and
keep it away from sources of intense heat.

• Avoid dusty or humid places.
• Avoid places with insufficient ventilation for 

proper heat dissipation. Do not block the ventilation
holes at the top or bottom of the unit. Do not place
the unit on a carpet because this will block the 
ventilation holes.

• Install unit in a horizontal position.

GETTING STARTED

Turn on the power of amplifier and any other compo-
nents, if necessary. 

1 Press [POWER] then the power will turn on.

2 Open the disc door manually.
