Placement

Place the RDV-1050 on a surface that is level,
dry and neither too hot nor too cold (between
5°Cand 35°C, 41°F and 95°F). Do not place
the unit where it will be exposed to direct sun-
light. Avoid locations that are dusty. Do not
place the unit too close to the television set.
Do not place the RDV-1050 where it will be
exposed to vibrations, such as near a sub-
woofer. To ensure proper ventilation observe
the minimum clearance specifications listed in
the safety information on page 2.

Audio/Video Connections

NOTE: Do not plug in the power cable un-

til all audio/video signa/ connections are
complete. Do not change any audio/video
cable connections until the RDV-1050 has
been unplugged from the power outlet.

Carefully read the instructions supplied with
the components you are going to connect to
the RDV-1050 to be sure they are compatible.
If you have questions, contact your authorized
Rotel dealer.

NOTE: Connect VIDEO OUT [ of the
unit directly to the video input of your TV.
Connecting VIDEO OUT to a TV via a VCR
may result in unacceptable video quality
because many discs are copy-protected.

VR mode

A recording mode which is applied when video
signals are recorded onto a DVD-RW or DVD-
RAM disc. This mode allows to edit record-
ing; for example, the VR mode enables a
programmed recording and a manual record-
ing in which recording time can be adjusted.

WMA

WMA is an abbreviation of “Windows Me-
dia Audio,” and is an audio data compres-
sion format developed by Microsoft Corpo-
ration. Sound quality of data compressed using
WMA is the same as that of MP3, though the
WMA file size is smaller than that of MP3.

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Glossary

Aspect ratio

A ratio which defines the shape of the rect-
angular picture in a TV. It is the width of the
picture relative to the height. A conventional
TV picture has 4:3 in aspect ratio.

Bit rate

Shows the number of digital information
needed to play back sound for 1 second. The
bit rate is expressed in bits per second.

Bitstream

The digital form of multichannel audio data
(e.g., 5.1-channel) before it is decoded into
its various channels.

Chapter/title

Chapter is the smallest division and title is the
largest division on DVD Video. A chapter is
a division of a title and similar to a track for
Video CD or Audio CD.

Component video

Video signals with three separate channels of
information that make up the picture. There
are several types of component video, such
as R/G/B and Y/CB(PB)/CR(PR).

Composite video

A single video signal commonly used in most
consumer video products that contains all lu-
minance, color, and synchronization informa-
tion.

Dolby Digital (AC3)

A six-channel system consisting of left, cen-
ter, right, left rear, right rear and LFE (Low-
Frequency Effect channel for use with a sub-
woofer) channels. All processing is done in
the digital domain. Not all Dolby Digital discs
contain six (5.1) channels of information.

Dolby Surround/Dolby Pro Logic
Dolby Surround records four channels of front
and rear audio in two channels in a way that
allows a decoder to recover the original four
channels for playback. Because the audio is
recorded in two channels, it can be played
back by a two-channel stereo system.

Dolby Pro Logic introduces directional circuits
in decoder-side processing (increasing the level
of specific channels and lowering the level of
silent channels) for greater spatial perspec-
tive, and adds a center speaker used prima-
rily for dialog. The result is enhanced chan-
nel separation.
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Down-mix

Internal stereo mix of multichannel surround
audio by a DVD player. The down-mix sig-
nals are output from stereo output connectors.

DTS

DTS stands for Digital Theater Systems, a Digital
Surround audio encoding format configured
with six (5.1) channels, similar to Dolby Digital.
It requires a decoder, either in the player or
in an external receiver. Not all DTS discs con-
tain six (5.1) channels of information.

Dynamic range
The difference between the loudest and soft-
est sounds.

Group
The largest division on DVD AUDIO.

Interlaced scanning

In a conventional video system, a picture is
shown on the display monitor in between lines
of two halves. The Interlaced scanning system
places lines of the second half of the picture
in-between lines of the first half of the picture.

JPEG

A popular file format for still image compres-
sion and storage. JPEG stands for Joint Pho-
tographic Experts Group.

There are three sub-types of the JPEG format
as follows.

¢ baseline JPEG: used for digital cameras, the
web, efc.

e progressive JPEG: used for the web

® lossless JPEG: an old type, rarely used now

Linear PCM audio

PCM stands for “pulse code modulation.” Lin-
ear PCM is the usual method for digitally en-
coding audio without compression, and is used
for the audio tracks on DVD Video discs, Au-
dio CDs, efc.

MLP

MLP stands for “Meridian Lossless Packing.”
A lossless audio compression system that can
completely recreate the PCM signal.

MP3

MP3 is an audio data compression format,
which stands for MPEG-1 Audio Layer 3. Using
MP3, you can achieve a data reduction of
about 1:10.

MPEG

MPEG stands for Moving Picture coding Ex-
perts Group. MPEG is a family of standards
for compressing audio-visual information.
“MPEG” standards include MPEG-1, MPEG-
2 and MPEG-4. Video CD and MP3 are based
on MPEG-1, while DVD is based on MPEG-
2.

MPEG Multichannel

This feature expands the 5.1 channel audio
format recorded on the disc o a 7.1 channel
format. The further expansion of the 5.1 chan-
nel audio makes it easy for you to reproduce
the movie theater experience in your own
home.

NTSC (National television system
committee - U.S. version)

A black and white and color television sys-
tem format used in the U.S.A., Canada, Mexico
and Japan.

PAL (Phase Alternation by Line)
A color television system format used exten-
sively in Western Europe.

PBC

PBC stands for “Playback control” and is
method of controlling disc play for Video CDs
(VCD). You are able to interact with the disc
through menus.

Progressive scanning

Progressive scanning displays all the horizontal
lines of a picture at one time, as a single frame.
A progressive scanning DVD unit converts the
interlaced video from DVD into progressive
format for connection to a progressive display.
It dramatically increases the vertical resolu-
tion.

RGB

An abbreviation for Red, Green and Blue.
Color monitors and color television sets dis-
play different hues by mixing these three col-
ors.

S-video

A video signal which improves picture qual-
ity over standard composite connections. Used
on Super VHS, DVD, high end TV monitors,
efc.

Track
The smallest division on SVCD, Video CD and
Audio CD discs.

Composite Input TV Connection

Connect the COMPOSITE VIDEO [ output
to the composite video input of your TV. Con-
nect the ANALOG AUDIO E] outputs to the
audio inputs of your TV. A cable for these con-
nections is supplied.

If your TV has a single monaural audio input
instead of a pair of stereo inputs, you need to
use a “Y” cable adapter to connect the two
output channels of the RDV-1050 to the single
input.

You can improve the sound quality of the sys-
tem by connecting the audio outputs fo a sepa-
rate hi-fi audio system. (See the following sec-
tion.)

S-Video Input TV Connection

If your TV has an S-video input, you should
connect it to the S-VIDEO L4 output of
RDV-1050 using an S-video cable. This will
produce better picture quality.

Component Input TV Connection

If your TV has component video signal input
jacks you will get better video performance
by using the COMPONENT VIDEO E out-
put jacks of the RDV-1050. The required cable
is not provided. Be sure to connect the “Y” out-
put to the “Y” input, “Ps” output to the “Ps”
input, and the “PR” output to the “PR” input.

NOTES: The component signal inputs on
some TV's have BNC type connectors. (BNC
connectors are coaxial connectors that
have keyed locking collars.) In such in-
stances adapters or a special cable may be
needed.

A Progressive Scanning signal can be
produced with both PAL (576p) and NTSC
(480p) outputs depending on the setting of
the Video Output Selector switches.

European Version Note: When Pro-
gressive Scanning is used with a PAL output
signal, set the Video Signal Selector Switch
FX] fo REMOTE.

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Connecting to Audio
Equipment with a Digital Input

You can enhance the sound quality by con-
necting the OPTICAL DIGITAL OUTPUT Hor
COAXIAL DIGITAL OUTPUT I of the
RDV-1050 to the digital input of an amplifier,
DAT or MD by using an optional digital cable.
The digital stereo audio signal from a disc is
directly transferred. If you connect the unit to
a Dolby Digital or DTS decoder or an ampli-
fier with built-in decoder by using an optional
digital cable, you can enjoy high-quality sur-
round sound.

When you make the digital connection, also
make the analog connection, because, depend-
ing on the disc type, no audio may be repro-
duced from the DIGITAL OUTPUT.

With the digital connection, the Preference
menu seftings for COMPRESSION and DOWN
MIX are disabled. Seftings for these items must
be made from the decoder.

IMPORTANT NOTE ABOUT

DIGITAL SIGNAL CONNECTION:

The Digital Audio Output setting in the Au-
dio Preferences on screen display must be
properly set for the type of output being
used when using an optical or coaxial digi-
tal signal connection. If this preference set-
ting is not done correctly, loud noise may be
generated which can damage the speakers.
Before using the RDV-1050 with a digital
signal connection be sure the proper type of
Digital Audio Output has been selected. See
the Audio Menu information in the Prefer-
ences Setting section of this manual.

Connecting to an Audio
Amplifier or Receiver

You will get better sound quality if you con-
nect the audio outputs of the RDV-1050 to a
high quality amplifier or receiver and use com-
ponent loudspeakers, rather than those built
into the television.

You can connect the front left and right AU-
DIO OUTPUTS EE] of the RDV-1050 to any
high level input (such as AUX, DVD, CD, etc.)

Power

Power does not come on.

* Power plug is not inserted securely. Plug in
securely.

Operation

“REGION CODE ERROR!” is shown
on the TV screen.

* Region code of the inserted disc does not
match the RDV-1050. Check the region code
of the disc printed on the disc jacket.

The RDV-1050 does not work.

* Microcomputer malfunction due to lightning
or static electricity. Turn off the power and
Unp|ug the power cord, then connect the
power cord again.

¢ Moisture condensation caused by a sudden
change of temperature or humidity. Turn off
the power, then turn it on a few hours later.

¢ The disc does not allow the operation, or
an unplayable disc is inserted. Check and
replace the disc. See the Playable Discs
section.

e The RDV-1050 does not support the play-
back by play list of VR format discs.

LOCK appears in the display window
and the disc tray does not open.

o When you press A (OPN/CLS) Il while
pressing down M (STOP) [EA when the
RDV-1050 in standby mode, the tray lock
function is activated. The disc tray cannot
be opened or closed in this state. To release
the LOCK, press A while pressing down
when the RDV-1050 is in standby mode.

Connecting the Power Cord

AC Input £

Your RDV-1050 is configured at the factory
for the proper AC line voltage in the country
where you purchased it (USA: 115 volts/60Hz
AC or CE: 230 volts/50Hz AC). The AC line
configuration is noted on a decal on the back
of your unit.

After all the audio/video connections have
been made, plug the supplied power cord into
the AC INPUT receptacle on the back of the
unit. Then insert the power plug into an AC
wall outlet. The STANDBY indicator lights and
setup is complete. Note that a small amount
of power (2 waitts) is always used while the
power cord is connected to the wall outlet.

Observe the following precautions:

¢ Do not connect or disconnect the power cord
with wet hands.

e Disconnect the power cord if you are not
going to use the unit for a long time.

AUDIO menu

DIGITAL AUDIO OUTPUT

When you connect the digital output of the
RDV-1050 to an external device equipped with
a digital input, this item must be set correctly.
See “Appendix C: Digital Output Signal Chart”
for details about the relation between the setting
and output signals.

Setting options: PCM ONLY, DOLBY DIGI-
TAL/PCM, STREAM/PCM

PCM ONLY: select when you connect the
DIGITAL OUT jack of the RDV-1050 to the
linear PCM digital input of other audio equip-
ment.

DOLBY DIGITAL/PCM: select when you
connect the DIGITAL OUT jack of the RDV-1050
to the digital input of a Dolby Digital decoder
or an amplifier with a built-in Dolby Digital
decoder. When this option is selected, play-
ing back a disc recorded by the MPEG Mul-
tichannel format outputs a linear PCM digi-
tal signal.

STREAM/PCM: select when you connect the
DIGITAL OUT jack of the RDV-1050 to the
digital input of an amplifier with a built-in DTS,
MPEG Multichannel or Dolby Digital decoder,
or the stand-alone unit of such a decoder.

¢ With some DVD VIDEO discs that are not
fully copy-protected, a 20 or 24 bit digital
signal may be output.

* Asignal recorded with the 96 kHz or higher
sampling frequency is output from the DIGI-
TAL OUT jack with the 48 kHz sampling
frequency.

* When playing a DVD VIDEO or Audio CD
disc with DTS, use a DTS decoder fo get cor-
rect signals from your speakers.

ANALOG OUTPUT

To correctly play the audio on a DVD VIDEO
disc recorded with surround multichannel
audio, you must set this item properly according
to your audio system configuration. (This func-
tion does not work when the VSS function is
activated.)

Setting options: 2-CH DOLBY SURROUND,
2-CH STEREO, MULTI CHANNEL

2-CH DOLBY SURROUND: select when
listening to multichannel surround audio with
the analog AUDIO OUT terminals of the
RDV-1050 connected to a surround decoder.

2-CH STEREO: select when listening fo con-
ventional two-channel stereo audio with the
AUDIO OUT terminals of the RDV-1050 con-
nected to a stereo amplifier/receiver or tele-
vision set, or in case you want to record the
audio from a DVD VIDEO disc to MiniDisc,
cassette, efc.

MULTI CHANNEL: select when listening to
multichannel surround audio in a system where
the 5.1 audio outputs of the RDV-1050 are
connected o an amplifier equipped with 5.1
channel inputs.

NOTE: With some DVD AUDIO discs, the
track is prohibited from downmixing to 2-
channel stereo audio. With such discs, even
if you select 2-CH DOLBY SURROUND or
2-CH STEREO, the downmixing function
does not work. In this case, MULTI CH ap-
pears on the display window for about 2 to
3 seconds.

D. RANGE CONTROL

This sefting provides optimal audio quality from
the analog AUDIO OUT terminals when lis-
tening to DVD VIDEQ discs recorded in Dolby
Digital format, at low or middle volume.

Setfting options: WIDE RANGE, NORMAL,
TV MODE

WIDE RANGE: when selected, audio is
played back with the widest dynamic range
so that you can enjoy powerful playback sound.

NORMAL: normally, select this option.

TV MODE: select if DVD Video disc sound
level is lower than TV program sound level.
This lets you clearly hear sound at lower vol-
ume levels.

OUTPUT LEVEL

This sefting allows you to attenuate the level
of the signal output from the analog AUDIO
OUT terminals of the RDV-1050.

Setting options: STANDARD, LOW

If the sound output from the speaker is dis-
torted, select LOW.

SPK.SETTING menu

This menu can be selected only when ANA-
LOG OUT in the AUDIO preference display
is set to MULTI CHANNEL.

MODE: You can select the speaker configu-
ration type according to your specker systems.

Sefting options: 5.1 CH., EXPERT

5.1 CH.: select when you connect the unit to
a 5.1-channel amplifier and use the front,
surround, center and subwoofer speakers.

EXPERT: Select when you want to adjust the
audio output of the RDV-1050 to match the
characteristics of your speakers. The SIZE, DE-
LAY, and LEVEL setting items are available. See
the “Fine Tuning for Your Speakers” section
that follows for information on how to adjust
these three items.

NOTE: If you connect the digital outputs of
the RDV-1050 to an external Dolby Digital
or DTS decoder, and set DIGITAL AUDIO
OUTPUT in the AUDIO preference display
to STREAM/PCM, the three Expert settings
do not affect the output signal. Adjust the
speaker settings of the external decoder in-
stead.
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NOTES: While an MP3/WMA or JPEG
disc is inserted, you cannot bring up the
preference displays.

When a preference display is shown on a
wide TV screen, the upper and lower parts
of the preference display sometimes may
be cut off. If this happens, adjust the picture
size control of the TV.

The SPK.SETTING display can be dis-
played only when ANALOG OUT in the
AUDIO preference display is set to MULTI
CHANNEL.

LANGUAGE Menu
MENU LANGUAGE

You can select the default menu language to
be displayed if it is contained on a DVD
AUDIO/DVD VIDEO disc.

Setting options: ENGLISH, SPANISH,
FRENCH, CHINESE, GERMAN, ITALIAN,
JAPANESE, language code from AA to ZU.

If the disc does not have a menu in the selected
language, the disc’s default language will be
used.

For details about language codes, see “Ap-
pendix B: Table of languages and their ab-
breviations”.

You cannot change the setting during play-
back.

AUDIO LANGUAGE

You can select the default audio language to
be played if it is contained on a DVD AUDIO/
DVD VIDEQ disc.

Setting options: ENGLISH, SPANISH,
FRENCH, CHINESE, GERMAN, ITALIAN,
JAPANESE, language code from AA to ZU.

If the disc does not have the selected language,
the disc’s default language will be used.

For details about language codes, see “Ap-
pendix B: Table of languages and their ab-
breviations”.

You cannot change the setting during play-
back.

SUBTITLE

You can select the default subtitle language
to be displayed if it is contained on a DVD
AUDIO/DVD VIDEO disc.

Setting options: OFF, ENGLISH, SPANISH,
FRENCH, CHINESE, GERMAN, ITALIAN,
JAPANESE, language code from AA to ZU

If the disc does not have a subtitle in the se-
lected language, the disc’s default language
will be used.

For details about language codes, see “Ap-
pendix B: Table of languages and their ab-
breviations”.

You cannot change the setting during play-

back.
ON SCREEN LANGUAGE

You can select the on-screen display language
of the RDV-1050.

Setting options: ENGLISH, FRENCH, GERMAN

Some on-screen messages are shown in En-
glish regardless of the setting.

You cannot change the on-screen language
shown on the MP3/WMA display.

PICTURE Menu

MONITOR TYPE

You can select the monitor type to match your
TV when you play back DVD VIDEO discs re-
corded for wide-screen televisions.

Setting options: 16:9 NORMAL, 16:9
AUTO, 4:3 LB, 4:3 PS

16:9 NORMAL (Wide television
screen): select when you connect the RDV-
1050 to a wide-screen (16:9) TV whose as-
pect ratio is fixed to 16:9 (the RDV-1050 au-
tomatically adjusts the screen width of the
output signal correctly when playing back a
4:3 source).

If you play a 4:3 DVD VIDEO source using
the 16:9 NORMAL mode, the picture char-
acter changes slightly due to the process for
converting the picture width.

16:9 AUTO (Wide television screen):
select when you connect the RDV-1050 to a
wide-screen (16:9) TV.

4:3 LB (Letter Box conversion):
select when you connect the RDV-1050 to a
normal (4:3) TV. When playing back a DVD
VIDEQ disc recorded in wide picture format,
the picture is shown with black bars at the top
and bottom.

4:3 PS (Pan Scan conversion): select
when you connect the RDV-1050 to a normall
(4:3) TV. When playing back a DVD VIDEO
disc recorded in wide picture format, the picture
is zoomed to fill the screen vertically, and the
left and right sides of the image are cut off.
Note, however, that the picture will be shown
in the 4:3 LB mode even if you select the 4:3
PS mode depending on the disc.

Picture Source

This mode selects whether the content on the
disc is processed by field (video source) or by
frame (film source). You can obtain optimal
picture quality according to the source type
to be played back by selecting an appropri-
ate option. This setting is available for both
interlaced mode and progressive scanning
mode.

Setting options: VIDEO (NORMAL), VIDEO
(ACTIVE), FILM, AUTO

Recalling the DVD PLAYER SET
UP menu

Press CHOICE @ for a few seconds until the
DVD PLAYER SET UP display appears.

Changing the Display
Window Brightness

Press DIMMER @ on the remote control unit.
You can select the display window brightness

from three levels, or off. If the brightness is
set to off, nothing will be shown on the dis-

play.

With double-sided DVD discs the side of
the disc facing down is the side that is
played.
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On-Screen Menu

After loading a DVD VIDEO, SVCD or Video
CD disc, a menu may appear on the TV screen.
From the menu, you can select an item to be
played.

For DVD VIDEO
1 Press AV D @ @ @ @ to select an
item.

2 Press ENTER €D). The RDV-1050 starts play-
back of the selected item.

For SVCD/Video CD

Press the numeric buttons to select an item.
The RDV-1050 starts playback of the selected
item.

On Screen Icons

During disc playback, you may see icons dis-
played over the picture. These have the fol-
lowing meanings.

O - Appears at the beginning of playback
mode.

([ - Appears at the beginning of pause mode.

€ [ - Appears at the beginning of fast for-
ward/backward playback with the current
speed.

€D D - Appears at the beginning of slow-
motion playback with the current speed.

8:] —Is displayed at the beginning of a scene
recorded from multiple angles. See the Select-
ing a Scene Angle section.

Q) - Is displayed at the beginning of a scene

recorded with multiple audio languages. See
the Changing the Audio Language or Sound
section.

(&) - Is displayed at the beginning of a scene
recorded with multiple subtitle languages. See
the Selecting the Subtitle Language section.

You can choose to not have these icons dis-
played. See the Selecting Preference section.

About PBC (Playback Control)

Some SYCD/Video CD discs support the PBC
function. The PBC function allows you to en-
joy menu-driven operation and high-resolu-
tion still images which have a resolution four
times greater than moving pictures.

¢ To play a PBC-compatible SVCD/Video CD
disc without activating the PBC function,
press the Numeric buttons @ instead of
B (PLAY) € to start playback.

e To activate the PBC function again:
Press TOP MENU @ or MENU @, or
Press M (STOP) @) to stop playback, then
press p» (PLAY).

To Check Playback Status

Press ON SCREEN @ to see the current se-
lection number (the title/chapter number for
DVD VIDEQ or track number for SYCD/Video
CD/ Audio CD), time information (the track
or chapter time while stopped, or elapsed track
or chapter fime during playback) and the frans-
port status (stop, playback, pause, efc.) on the
TV screen.

Pressing ON SCREEN again brings up the menu
bar under the status bar, from which you can
access various functions. See the Menu Bar
section of this manual for more information.

To turn off the status bar press ON SCREEN
repeatedly until the status bar goes off.
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Resuming Playback
&

The RDV-1050 can remember the position on
a disc where you interrupt playback and re-
sume playback from that position later. There
are three resume modes; ON, OFF and DISC
RESUME. The mode is set at the factory to ON.
You can select the mode using the Preference
settings. See the Selecting Preference section.

When the Resume Mode is ON

During playback if you press B (STOP) 0[]
the RDV-1050 stops playback and remembers
the position where playback was interrupted.
The TV screen shows RESUME STOP and the
display window shows [- — — — RESUME] (for
DVD Audio or Video discs) [- — RESUME] (for
SVCD/Video CD discs). The remembered po-
sition is not lost if the RDV-1050 is turned off.

When you turn off the RDV-1050 after set-
ting the resume function, simply press - (PLAY)
N The RDV-1050 is turned on, and play-
back starts from the interrupted position. If you
turn on the RDV-1050 by pressing STANDBY
button [ then press B (PLAY), playback
starts from the beginning of the disc. Note that
the remembered position is cleared if you open
the disc tray.

When the Resume Mode is
DISC RESUME

When you press B (STOP) @ the
RDV-1050 stops playback and remembers the
interrupted position. The TV screen shows RE-
SUME STOP and the display window shows
[- - — - RESUME] (for DVD Audio or Video
discs) [- = RESUME] (for SVCD/Video CD
discs). The remembered position where play-
back was interrupted is not cleared if you open
the disc tray or turn off the RDV-1050.

NOTE: The RDV-1050 memorizes inter-
rupted positions for the last 30 discs
played. Storing a new interrupted position
will erase the interrupted position stored for
the first disc.

To clear the memory

Press B (STOP) @[ while disc play is
stopped.

To Resume Playback
When the resume mode is ON

While the disc that you interrupted playback
of is still on the disc tray, press p (PLAY)
@ EN. The RDV-1050 resumes playback
from the position where playback was inter-
rupted. The TV screen shows RESUME PLAY.

To play back from the beginning of the disc
M (STOP) @m before pressing B (PLAY)

When the resume mode is DISC
RESUME

Press the OPN/CLS button [Ell on the front
panel or the OPEN/CLOSE button @ on the
remote control to open the disc tray and in-
sert a disc for which the RDV-1050 has stored
an interrupted position. The TV screen shows
RESUME STOP.

Press p» (PLAY) @ﬂ The TV screen shows
RESUME PLAY and the RDV-1050 resumes
playback from the position where playback
was interrupted.

To play back from the beginning, after inserting
the disc, press B (STOP) @m before press-
ing B (PLAY) to start playback.

NOTES:

If you change the RESUME setting from
DISC RESUME to OFF or ON, you cannot
resume playback of a disc whose “resum-
ing” position is stored. However, when you
reset RESUME to DISC RESUME, you will
then be able to resume playback of the
disc.

If you interrupt the playback of a disc for
which an interrupted position has already
been stored, the memory will be updated
with the new interrupted position.

For a double-sided DVD VIDEO disc, the
RDV-1050 regards each side as a different
disc. Therefore, to resume playback of such
a disc, the disc must be inserted with the
same side down.

When the RDV-1050 memorizes an inter-
rupted point for a disc, it also memorizes
Audio, Subtitle and Angle settings.

The RDV-1050 may not resume playback
exactly from the interrupted point. In the
case of an SVCD/Video CD disc with PBC
function, the RDV-1050 may resume play-
back from a point slightly earlier or later
than the point where playback was inter-
rupted.

Various Speed Playback

To Rapidly Advance or
Reverse Playback

During playback, press pp €9 or <« @
on the remote control unit. You can select from
1.5 times, 5 times, 20 times and 60 times nor-
mal speed. Pressing B> (PLAY) €D re-
turns the RDV-1050 to normal playback.

During playback, hold down <« @) or P»
@) . Playback is advanced or reversed at 5
times normal speed.

During rapid playback, the sound is muted
except when playing an Audio CD or Audio
DVD, and when playing a DVD VIDEO or
Video CD at 1.5 times normal speed. For Audio
CD discs, the sound is heard intermittently.

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About JPEG Discs

The RDV-1050 can play back JPEG files on
a home recorded CD-R/RW disc. We refer
to a disc that contains JPEG files as a “JPEG
disc” in this manual.

Note that if a disc contains both of MP3/WMA
files and JPEG files, you can only play back
files of the type selected by the MP3&WMA/
JPEG setting in the PICTURE preference dis-
play

On a JPEG disc, each picture is recorded as
afile. Files are sometimes grouped into fold-
ers by category, etc.

¢ A folder which has one or more files is re-
garded as a group.

e Afolder which does not directly contain any
files is ignored.

e Files which do not belong to any folder are
grouped into “group 1.”

e The RDV-1050 recognizes up to 150 files
per group, and up to 99 groups per disc.
If there are files other than JPEG files, they
also count against the 150-file total.

The RDV-1050 does not support “packet
writing (UDF format)” discs.

The RDV-1050 supports discs recorded
with multiple sessions.

The RDV-1050 may not be able to read
some discs, or may take a long time to dis-
play a picture on the disc, due to disc char-
acteristics, recording conditions, or
numbers of groups (folders), efc.

Programmed and random playback func-
tions do not work with JPEG discs.

The screen saver function will be activated
if the same picture is displayed for more
than 5 minutes except during slide show
playback.

The RDV-1050 only can play back files
with the following file extensions; “.jpg,”
“.ipeg,” “.JPG,” “.JPEG” and any other
combination of upper case and lower case
letters (such as “.Jpg”).

If a JPEG file name includes any 2-byte
character, the RDV-1050 may not show the
file name correctly.

If a picture has been saved at greater
than 640 x 480 pixel resolution, it may
take some time to display the picture.

The RDV-1050 does not support pictures
of more than 2400 pixels in horizontal
resolution. Make sure that the horizontal
resolution of the picture is 2400 pixels or
less.

To Zoom In on a Picture

To prevent
this, the RDV-1050 automatically activates the
screen saver function if a static image, such
as an on-screen display or menu, is displayed
for over 5 minutes. When the screen saver func-
tion is activated, the TV screen gets darker.
Pressing any control button will restore nor-
mal operation.

Advanced Operations

Make sure that the TV/DVD switch € on the
remote control is set to “DVD” when using the
AV <P, numeric and TV/VIDEO - CANCEL
buttons for controlling the RDV-1050.

“.mP3.”

For WMA, the RDV-1050 only can play
back tracks with the following file exten-
sions; “.WMA,” “.wma,” and any other
combination of upper case and lower case
letters (such as “.Wma”).

Time required for reading the disc con-
tents may vary for different discs, depend-
ing on the number of groups (folders) and
tracks (files) recorded, efc.

You cannot advance or reverse playback
by pressing »» € or <« @, or by hold-
ing down P &) or I4€ €) during
MP3/WMA disc playback.

The RDV-1050 supports WMA files re-
corded with a bit rate of 48 kbps or higher.
The RDV-1050 cannot play back WMA
files recorded with a bit rate under 48
kbps.

If a disc contains both of MP3/WMA files and
JPEG files, you can only play back files of the
type selected by the MP3&WMA/JPEG set-
ting in the PICTURE preference display.

About MP3/WMA Discs

On an MP3/WMA disc, each song is recorded
as a file (track). Files are sometimes grouped
into folders by artists, album, etc.

* Each file is regarded as a track.
¢ A folder which has one or more files is re-
garded as a group.

e Afolder which does not directly contain any
tracks is ignored.

e Files which do not belong to any folder are
grouped into “group 1.”

e The RDV-1050 recognizes up to 150 tracks
per group, and up to 99 groups per disc.
If there are files other than MP3/WMA files,
they also count in the 150-file total.
