INSTALLATION

Positioning

The appliance may be placed in any room, proxfzded
the following precautsons are taken.

The appliance expeis hot, very moist air. The rest of
the house must be able o easily absorb this moisture.
Normally, absorpt%on is only possible in houses where
there is very little humidity. Otherwise, the room must
have V@Mﬁ&%%(}n towards the outside; generally, an
open door or window is enough.

The capacity of the venting circuit must be af least
150 mShour. Check that the air inlet and cutlet vents
are unobstructed.

The best way of evacualing the moisture is through a
vent hose to the cutside of the buliding. Use the spe-
cial 100 mm diametre flexible hose supplied with the
appliance connected to one of the air outlet vents with
the colizr supplied.

The unused outlels must be covered.

Never connect the air vent hose inle an exzs’izng dzs~
f‘ha'ge pipe or duct, as this could be dangerous, magm
disturt neighbours and could cause the ds’yer 10 mal-

function.

This product is suppilied with a 2.50 metre vent
hose, although the maximum length of the vent
hose may be:

4 metres with no bends, or

2 metres with 2 bends.

Advice: if the hose is long and the room temperature
iow, the moisture might condense o water inside the
hose. This is an unavoidable natural phenomenon.
To prevent this water from lying in the hose or flowing
back into the tumble dryer, it is advisable fo drill a
small hole {dia. 3 mm) in the lowest po%rz? of the hose
and to place a smell container below 1.(See piciure,
point Al

Connect the other end of the hose 10 an opening in a
door or window. FiZ 2 suitable shield or point the hose
downwards to prevent any rain water and wind from
getting in

Rain and ‘wind shie ids for placing over openings usu-
glly consist of valves or movabie flaps. Periodically
check the shield since strong winds and other factors
(rust, dirl) can sometimes prevent | it from opening, s¢
causing problems with air venting.

If you use a rain shield, check thal the openings in it

are large enough to aliow air 1o escape. Openings
which are 100 small restrict the flow of air.
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Problems can be encountered in rooms fitted: with a
very powerful central extractor fan. i you find that dry-
ing times are too long, switch off the exiractor orclose
its grille whilst the tumble dryer is inuse.

A highly effective solution is 1o simply poke the vent
hose through a window or skylight. This might how-
ever cause problems in winter because the dryer will
draw in very cold (and often aisc very damp) air
through the open window, so increasing drying times
and leading to very high energy censumpt:oa B

if the dryer is fitted next to kitchen uniis, make
sure that the vent hose is not squashed it the
hose is partially sqaasheé drying efficiency wlil
be reduced, resuiting in longer drying times and
higher energy consumption.

if the hose is completely squashed, the satety cut-
outs with which the machine is fitted may operate.

Condensation discharge %hrough i:he vent
hose

Condensation may be discharged either through a
vent outlet provided at the back or through the left or
right side outlet.

The vent hose collar is placed in the rear vent cutlet

Remove the collar by
pulling it out of the vent
outlet. Screw the collar o
the vent hose.

Fit the hose intoc the
required vent outlet and
stop the unused outlels
with the covers provided
for such a purpose.

The vent hose must not
contain more than two
bends when it is placed in
position for operation.

You should NCT con-
nect the flexible vent
hose to, for exampile, a
chimney or flue pipe
designed to carry the
exhaust from g fuel bum-
ing heating appliance.




The tumble dryer must be installed in a clean place,
where dirt does not build up.

Make sure there are no

Connect the brown {live) wire 1o the terminal in the
plug which is marked with the lelter «L» or coloured
red.

The plug moulded on to the lead incorporates a fuse.
For replacement, use a 13 Amp BS1362 fuse. Only
ASTA or BSI approved fuses should be used.

The plug must not be used i the fuse cover/carrier is
lost.

Electronic Controlied Programmes
(Energy Saver Programmes)
These operate by means of dampness sensors.

All you have to do is to set the selector dial for the
programme required A, B, C or D and the laundry will
be dried 1o the selected degree of dryness.

The following are the degrees of final drying which
can be obtained with electronic control:

= Extra Dry
ideal for bathrobes, bath towels eic.

= Store Dry

Suitable for items which you want 1o put away without
ironing, for example towels and non-iron fabrics.

=iron Dry
Suitable for items which need ironing.

= Synthetics (store dry)
Suitable for delicate articies which do not need ironing.

Time Controlied Programmes

The selector dial incorporates a drying cycle up to 80
minutes.

The selected time can be extended when the original
programme is completed, by resetting the knob for a
further period of drying.

1t is better 1o select a time which is too short and then
set the dial for 2 further period if necessary.

Select the drying time with the help of the programme
guide.

Remember that during the last @ minutes of the opera-
tion, the heat is cut off in order to carry out a fabric
cooling phase, which prevenis any creasing or crum-
pling of the fabrics.

if you dry synthetics, switch on the LOW TEMP.

button ). In this case a ionger drying time should be
selected.

Useful hints

= Try to load to the maximum capacity of the
machine as small ioads are uneconomical.

= Always follow the instructions on garment iabels.

= Ciose pillowcases and covers with fasteners to
prevent small laundry items getting tangled inside
them. Close press studs, zips and hooks and tie
belts and apron strings.

= Sort laundry according o type and degree of dry-
ing required.

= Do not over-dry laundry, this avoids creasing and
saves energy.

= Avoid drying dark clothes with light coloured fluffy
itemns such as towels as they couid attract the fiuff.

= Remove the laundry when the dryer has finished
drying.

= T0 avoid a siatic charge when drying is completed,
use either a fabric sofiener when you are washing
the laundry or a fabric conditioner specifically for
tumble dryers.

Laundry Shrinkage

Certain fabrics such as wooliens and silks are gener-
ally not suitable for tumble drying. Due o the structure
of some woolien garments which are recommended
for tumble drying, shrinking could stili occur, but once
the garment is worn again, it should regain its shape.

Starched Laundry

Starched taundry can also be dried in the tumble
dryer. Make sure that the time selected is for iron dry.
After completion of the programme wipe out the drum
with a damp cloth and dry to remove any traces of
starch.
