net included with your light. They are both soid sepa-
rately. If you need to purchase the battery pack and
charger, use the folliowing information:

BATTERY PACK
The battery pack for this light has been shipped In a low
charge condition to prevent possible problems. Therefore,
you should charge it untif light on front of charger changes
from red to green,
Note: Batteries wlill nat reach full charge the first time they
are charged. Aliow several cycles (operating light followed
by recharging) for batterles ta become fully charged.

CHARGING BATTERY PACK
See Figure 1.

W Use only the recommendead battery pack and charger
with the light.

M Make sure power supply is normal household
voltage, 120 Volts, 60 Hz, AC only.

B Connect charger to power supply.

B Piace battery pack in charger aligning raised rib on
battery pack with groove in charger. See Figure 1.

B Press down on baltery packto ba sure contacts on bettery
pack engage property with contacts In charger.

B Nommally, the red LED on charger will come on. This
Indicates charger s in fast charging mode,

B Red LED should remain on for approximately 1 hour
then the green LED will come on. Green LED ch
indicates battery pack is fully charged and charger is
in trickle charge mode. Note: Green LED will remain
on until battery pack is removed from charger or
charger Is disconnected from power supply.

B [f both yellow and green LED come on, this indicates a
deeply discharged or defactive battery pack.

Allow battery pack to remain in charger for 15to 30
minutes. When battery pack reaches normal voltage
range, red LED should come on.

If red LED doss not come on after 30 minutes, this
indlcates a defective battery pack and should be
meplaced,

B After normal usage, a minimum of 1 hour of charging
time Is required to fully recharge battery pack.

B The battery pack will become slightly warm to the
touch while charging. This Is normal and does not
indicate a problem,

B Do not place charger and battery pack in an area of
extreme heat or cold. It will work best at normal room
temperature.

Nota: Charger and battery pack should be placed ina
tocation where the temperature is more than 50°F but
less than 100°F.

B When batterles become fully charged, unplug charger
from power supply and remove the battery pack,

IMPORTANT INFORMATION FOR RECHARGING
HOT BATTERY PACK

When using the light continuously, the batteries in the
battery pack wil become hot. You should let a hot battery
pack cool down for approximately 30 minutes betore
attempting to recharge. When the battery pack becomes
discharged and is hot, this will cause the green LED to
come on instead ot the red LED. After 30 minutes, reinsert
battery pack in charger. lf green LED continues to remain
on, return battery pack to your nearest Sears Repair
Center for checking or replacing.

Note; This situation only accurs when continugus use of
your light causes the battertes to become het. It does not
occur under normal clrcumstances. Refer to "CHARGING
BATTERY PACK" for normal recharging of batterfes. If
the charger does not charge the battery pack under
nermal circumstances, return both the haltery pack and
charger to the nearest Sears Repair Center for electrical
check.

TO REPLACE FLUORESCENT TUBE:
B Remove battery pack fror workiight. See Page 8.

B Remove screw to release lens cover. Remove lens
cover by pulling forward and lifting from the housing.

B To remove old fluorescent tube from spring, gently

grasp the lower edge of the rubber cushion and sides

of bulb, Carefully work tube in a side-to-side mation

while easing tube forward and up untll tube is free from

the spring. Do not pull fluorescent tube straight ocut

from lts center, as this Increases chance of breakage.

MAINTENANCE

BATTERIES

The battery pack for this light is equipped with nickel-
cadmium rechargeable batteries. Length of service from
each charging wili depend how much the light Is used.

The batterdes In the battery pack have been designed te
provide maxirmum trouble free life. However, like all
bateries, they will eventually wear out, Do not
disassemble battery pack and attempt to replace the
batteries. Handling of these batterles, especiatly when
wearing rings and jewelry, could result in a serous bum.
To obtain the longest possible battery life, we suggest the
following:

B Store and charge the battery pack In & cool area.

Temperatures below 50°F or above 100° F wili
shorten battery life,

M Never store battery pack in a discharged condition.
Hecharge battery immediately when it becomes
discharged,

M All batterles gradually lose their charge. The higher
the temperature the quicker they lose their charge. #
you store your light for long periads of time without
using it, recharge the batteries every month or two.
This practice will prolong battery life.
