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How to use the PC card slot

The wireless LAN PC card enables you to connect the projector wirelessly with a personal
computer that supports IEEE802.11b based wireless LAN. [ED (Please note that commu-
nication between all the computers based on IEEE802.11b and this projector is not
guaranteed.) You can also use a commercially available memory card to project JPEG
image files using this projector. (I Please follow the steps below when removing or
mounting a PC card.

JPEG files can be sent to the projector for display.

3) Operating the projector by means of a computer
Some of the same functions available from the remote control can be performed.

Operations



About lamp

The product’s light source is a mercury lamp that lights at increased internal pressure. Be sure
to fully understand the following characteristics of the lamp and handle it with extreme care.
