Assembling the Stand

A CAUTION

¢ The stand should be assembled by two people
working together.

¢ The stand should be assembled on a flat surface.

* Do not remove the tape securing the keyboard cover
in place until assembly is complete. Removing the
tape can cause the keyboard cover to open and close
during assembly, creating the risk of personal injury
to your hands and fingers.
