Model MIN 04 Owner's Manual

Thank you for purchasing the Fostex Model MNOA4.

The model MNO4 is a four input two output mini mixer small in size and light in weight.
Channel 1 is an input for line/mic level (switchable type) and channels 2~4 are inputs for line level

signals.

Channel 1, in particular, has, in addition to the regular mic level position, an ALC (Automatic Level Control)
circuit position which minimizes distortion against input overload when using a microphone.

The MNO4 can be conveniently used in any location as it employs a two power supply system (AC adaptor
[Included]/S-006P battery [Option]). Please read through this manual before operation.
