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Notes on Installation

* The unit is designed for 12V DC,
negative ground operation system
only. Before installing the unit,
make sure your vehicle is connect-
ed to DC 12V negative ground sys-
tem.

* Be sure to connect the color coded
leads according to the diagram.
Incorrect connections may cause
the unit to malfunction or damage
the vehicle's electrical system.

* Be sure to connect the speaker (-)
leads to the speaker (-) terminal.
Never connect the left and right
channel speaker cables each other
or to the vehicle body.

* Make sure all the connections are
completely correct before turning
on your unit.

*  When replacing the fuse(s), the re-
placement must be of the same am-
perage as shown on the fuse holder.

* Do not block vents or radiator pa-
nels. Blocking them will cause heat
to build up inside and may result in

fire.

* After completing the installation and
beginning to play the unit,(including
replacing the battery), please remove
the front panel at first, and then press
RES button with pointed object
(such as ball-point pen) to set the un-
it to initial status.

Simple Troubleshooting Guide

Problem

Cause/Solution

No power.

Check and make sure whether the fuse is
blown, replace with the proper value if
necessary.

Some errors occur in the LCD or no
function when pressing the button.

Press the RESET button.

Unable to receive stations.

Check and make sure whether the antenna
is inserted or the antenna is properly
connected, if not, insert the antenna or
connect it properly.

Poor effect when receiving a station.

Antenna may not be the proper length.
Make sure the antenna is fully extended or
broken; if broken, replace the antenna with
anew one.

The antenna is poorly grounded, check and
make sure the antenna is properly grounded
at its mounting location.

CDs cannot be loaded.

A CD is loaded in the mechanism.

Sound skips.

The CD is dirty or damaged.

If any of the problem persist after check list had been made, consult your nearest service dealer. Never

When operating the unit the first time or
after replacing the car battery, you must

reset the unit.

Press @ (RES) button on the base with a

pointed object, (such as a ball-point pen)
to set the unit to initial status.

3.Turn the Unit On/Off

Press @ (POWER) button to turn on the
unit, press it again, the unit is still in w-
aiting status. When insert a disc, the unit
will automatically start playing. Keep
pressing to turn off the unit completely.

6.Displaying/Adjusting Time

Press (D) (DSP) button of card remote ,

LCD shows present time, and it returns
to original status after 5 seconds.

When time is shown, press and hold
DSP button until the two numbers be-
gin to blink, then press (VOL+) button
can adjust hours and press (VOL-)
clockwise can adjust minutes. It will
return to original status if not adjusted
in 5 seconds.

5.Repeat Playing

Press @ (RPT) to perform replaying
function when you need to replaying the
track you like.

Press @ (RPT) button to repeat the current
track being played. “RPT” appears on the
LCD, which indicates replaying one track.
Press it again o shut down this function.
Note:

* Pressing “RPT” button of @@ on the
card remote control performs the same
function.

* The Default setting is Repeat all tracks.

6.Playing Tracks in
Random Order

During playback mode, when pressing @

(RDM) button, “RDM” will appear on the

LCD, the unit plays any track at random.

Press RDM button again to return to nor-

mal playing from the first track, LCD does

not show RDM.

Note:

* Pressing “4” button of on the
card remote control performs the same
function.

1.Playing CDs

While playing CD. MP3 discs, insert a
CDs (with labeled side up) into @ (Disc
Loading Slot)(shown as picture), the me-
chanism will automatically switch on. If
a CDs is loaded, press @ (MODE) button
to start playing.

When playing USB, firstly unstop the
rubber plug, then insert USB in USB
receptacle, the mechanism will autom-
atically play. If USB have been inserted,
press (MODE) to switch to USB pl-
aying mode.

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3.Scanning/Memorizing
Stations Automatically

Press @ (4MS) button to scan each stored
station 5 seconds respectively which were
stored in @ Number Buttons. You can pr-
ess corresponding number buttons or @
button when your desired station is char-
ged, the station will be played.

When pressing and hold @ (4MS) button
for more than 2 seconds, it will activate
automatically memory storing function.
The radio will automatically select stations
and store them in @ Number Buttons .

Note:

* Pressing AMS button on the card re-
mote control performs the same operation.

* The unit can be stored up to 6 stations for
each band.

* Regarding the function of Number Butto-
ns, refer to 4.Number Buttons for more
information.
