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Chapter 1 — Overview

Overview

The Liberty™ printer is a flexible, desktop ink jet printer used in an office or production
environment. The Liberty printer prints on full size discs (120mm) and the discs must have an
inkjet printable surface for the best print results. The printer requires Windows 2000
Professional or Windows XP operating system.

This manual describes the operation of your Rimage Liberty printer and it covers all the
options in the printer driver.

The installation of the print driver is located on the “Liberty Printer QuickStart”. Follow the
QuickStart directions to install the printer driver and printer to your PC.




Chapter 2 — User Guide

Liberty Parts

This section shows the main Liberty printer parts.

Operator Panel

The operator panel has three buttons and four LEDs to indicate certain conditions.

2 — Ink Cartridge Status LED | 4 — Power Button and LED

Cancel Button: Not used.

Ink Cartridge Status LED: Flashes when an ink cartridge is low on ink, incorrectly
installed, or when the printer cover is open. To check the ink cartridge status, refer to
“Ink Cartridge Status” on page 14.

Disc Button and LED: The Disc button is used to move the tray in and out, and to
load a disc for manual printing used in checking alignments. The Disc LED illuminates
when a disc is on the tray.

Power Button and LED: The Power button is unused. The green Power LED is only
on when the Tray Controller is running and there is power to the printer. The Power
LED flashes when the printer is printing or in an error state. Errors can be located in
the lower message area of the tray controller. See page 28.

The Liberty front panel LEDs do not light until the Liberty Printer Driver is
successfully installed and the tray controller is running.

Software

The Rimage software suite comes with a label editor called “CD Designer” which is installed
on your system. Rimage recommends using CD Designer to design your labels. If you have
another software application that you prefer, you can create the label image and print directly
to the Liberty printer. If you decide to use another program, Rimage highly recommends a
graphic program such as Adobe Illustrator, PhotoShop, or CorelDraw.




Label Design Requirements

This section provides some things you need to consider before you create a label. Your first
consideration is the media you will use. Select media that has an ink printable surface. If you
create a label with another program, use the following criteria when creating a label:

Color Depth: Save the artwork for the label with the color set to at least 256 colors; a higher
color setting is recommended.

DPI: Use pictures or logos set to 300 DPI (Dots Per Inch).

Label Design Size: A full size disc is 120mm (4.723”) with a hub size that is 38mm (1.5”).
The actual printable area is around 118mm (4.65”). The printable area and hub sizes vary
depending on the disc manufacturer. The hole is 15mm (0.59”).

Masking and Printing Hub Area

You can mask the outer non-printable area and print, or not print in the hub area. Set these
options in the “Run Masker” option in the printer driver. Refer to page 23. To print in the hub
area, see Print On Hub on page 23.

Media Requirements

Discs must be coated with a surface designed for ink-jet printing.
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Printing Discs

Most Windows’ applications that can print to a standard paper printer can print to the Liberty
printer. Since the disc is a round object, Rimage recommends using the included CD Designer
application. If you have a favorite graphic program, you can use it to design and print your
labels. The Liberty printer must be powered on and the Tray Controller application must be
running for the Liberty printer to operate.

The Liberty printer Power LED
will flash within a few seconds, and the printer tray comes out.

9. There are four pattern groups (A, B, C, D) printed on the disc. Each group has a
numbered index, shown as a set of numbers from 1 to 21. Locate the two lines that make
the straightest line and enter the matching index value for each lettered group. You may
enter decimal values if the lines are not exactly aligned.

In the above example, looking at group A, the straightest lines are at A11. Enter 11 in the
group A field. In group C, the straightest lines are at C11. Enter the remaining groups
and select Save.

10. Place a disc on the printer tray and select the Print Test Pattern 2 button.
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11. When prompted, press the Disc button to print the following test pattern on a disc.

ABCDEFG ABCDEFG

12. The black and magenta lines should be straight as shown above. If they are not inline with
each other, repeat the alignment process starting at step 5.

13. Close the Align Cartridges window.
14. Close the Printing Preference window.

15. Press the Disc button to close the printer tray. If the printer tray does not close, close the
tray controller application and open it again. Wait for the tray controller to initialize,
about 60 seconds, and press the Disc button to close the tray.

At the Setup tab, select the Print Quality (Best or Normal) and select the Orientation
(Portrait or Landscape).

Best quality produces the highest print quality and can eliminate the banding' effect
that sometimes occurs in solid print areas. However, Best quality prints slower than
Normal quality for most applications.

Normal quality delivers high-quality output at a faster print rate.

Portrait orientation prints the label vertically so the top of the label comes out of the
printer first. Landscape orientation prints the label horizontally so the top of the label
is located on the side of the printer tray.

Select the CD Type (Inkjet Premium, Photo, or Plain) and CD Size (Standard
CD/DVD (120 mm). Photo prints the highest quality and Inkjet Premium is the next
step lower, but provides a faster print while maintaining a high quality print. The
Plain setting provides the fastest print.

The Photo and Inkjet Premium settings eliminate banding issues. You may select
Factory Settings to return all settings to their factory default settings.
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4. Select the Features tab.

5. Select Advanced Features to open the Advanced Features dialog.
