Fill the detergent dispenser (a) with
powdered detergent and close the
dispenser door.

Important!

Load dishes carefully

To help with wash performance,
arrange dishes so they are
evenly spaced and not nesting.

Check spray arm(s)

Ensure there are no items
blocking the spray arm(s) from
rotating.
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Do not place liquid detergent or tablets in (D

the detergent dispenser.

If the indicator on its plug (c)
flashes bright red, refill the rinse aid
dispenser (b) with liquid rinse aid.
Make sure you then refit the rinse
aid plug back into its original
position.

If using a tablet, place it in the

cutlery basket (d) or at the bottom
of the drawer.

Select wash

Power DishDrawer on ()
then select wash program € .

Start wash or set Delay start

Close the drawer and press Pl .

Power on/off

Press (1) to turn the dishwasher on
or off.

Opening the drawer will automatically
turn the dishwasher on for 30 seconds.

Cancel wash/Cancel Delay start

Press (U to cancel a wash that has
already started or to cancel the Delay
start setting.

If there is any water in the drawer,
it will automatically drain before the
dishwasher turns off.
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Start/Pause

Press DIl to start, pause, or resume a
wash.

After pausing a wash, wait for 3 beeps
before opening the drawer. Forcing it
open in mid-cycle may cause damage
or injury.

Set Delay start

1 Press and hold DIl until (Z
appears on the display, then
release. You are now in Delay start
mode.

2 Press Pl briefly again, repeating
until the display shows the number
of hours you want to delay the
start of a wash by (1 to 12 hours).

You have now set Delay start. The
wash will start once the delay time
is over, provided the drawer is closed.

Keylock disables all the buttons
- helpful when cleaning the
dishwasher.

Keylock

To activate, press and hold 0 until
you hear one beep (3 seconds). The
display will show @ .

To cancel, press and hold @ until
its symbol disappears from the display.

Childlock

Childlock locks the drawer and
disables all the buttons, preventing
unauthorized use by children.

To activate, press and hold @ until
you hear two beeps (5 seconds). The
display will show @ .

To cancel, press and hold 0 until its
symbol disappears from the display.
