TOP ASSEMBLY

Aftach foarm weathar stripping (A) o inside of Carrier top; as shown
in figura 1 and detail. DO NOT CUT! Rolf out in one piece and trim
axcess.

ASSEMBLING TOP TO BOTTOM
While sormecne holds the top, align the slot in the hinges (L) on the

‘Carmier bottom. with the Carrier top and attach medium screws (E),

medium ftatwashers (H) and targe plastic insert nuts (J). Do not
fully tighten at this time. Tum canier upside down and position top
to the bottom with the same spacing in front and rear of carrier.
Tighten screws,

While someone halds the top in an cpen pesttion, attach the
support assemblies (O) (Note proper positioning as shown In
figure 1) with the 2 large screws (F), 4 large fiatwashers (G) and 2
large plastic insert nuts (J). Tighten scrows until snug. Note: Whits
round plastic protectors in the center of the support assemblies
should be facing inward as shown in figure 1.

Attach front and back snap latches (P) to bottom with 4 small
screws (D), small flatwashers (B) and small plastic insert nuts (I).

Install lock assemblies (R) as shown in figure 2, Note: The kocks
need 10 be in the “Yocked” position for assembly to the carrier top
and for assembly of the lock locators. Remave key to prevent
movement of lbck hook. Lock locator (8) tabs shoutd be pointing
toward the inside of the carrier,

Attach fock brackets (M) to Camier bottom on passenger side with
medium screws (E) and targe plastic insert nuts (J). Use lower siots
in lock brackets. Do not fully tighten.

Check lock assembly alignment by closing and locking the Camier
to ¢heck for correct fil, If they align and leck propeny, open the
Carrier and tightsn the hinge (L) hardware and the lock bracket (M)
hardware. if they do not afign and lock propsrly, adjust both hinges
and lock hardware until they afign and lock. Once they are properly
afigned, tighten both the hinges and lock bracket hardware,

To close Carrier, make sure the locks are in the open
(horizontal) position with the key removed and pull Carrier top
downward from both ends.

To lock Camler, insert key, pull down on flange and tum key to
the locked position (vertical). See figure 3. Place snap latches
into top flange depressions and push front of snap latches down
until they engage. For safety, the Carrier locks (R) must be
properly engaged whenever the vehicle is in motion.

Note: Some distortion of the plastic top may occur In shipping or
improper slorage. it may be necessary to reshape the hardshelf top
over the hardshell botlam by pressing in on the top flange against the
bottorn flange all around the Carmier and locking the Carmer. Within 48
hours the top and battomn will reshape and fit together more readily. The
Carrier can be used during this reshaping penod.

I. Turn assembled carrier upside down and place foot pads (E)
on the raised section of the inverted carnier bottom as shown in
Figure 1.
2. Attach strap brackets (C) to bottom of carrier with SCIews,
large washers, and large plastic insert nuts. See Figure 2. Place
Gray bolt covers (F) over bolls attaching the strap brackets (C). Figure 2

on the inside of the carrier bowom to prevent possible demage
to conteats. Note: plastic insert nuts are meant 10 hold very
securely. Screws cannot be tightened by hand, they must be
driven through with a screwdriver and pliers or adjustable
wrench.

3. Route gray straps (A) through the strap brackets and
mounting hook as shown on Figure 3,

4. Center carier on roof. NOTE: WIPE CLEAN AREA OF
ROOF UNDER FOOT PADS.

5. Put mounting hooks over external gulter or bencath door
frame. Pull botom portion of loops towards you to center the
carrier and to tighten. See Figure 4. When tight, pull strap end
toward carrier. To prevent flapping, Wrap straps around buckle
area and tic off loose ends,

6. Mounting straps should be retightened after carrier is loaded
and periodically checked for tightness when traveling. FOR
SAFETY, THE CARRIER LOCKS MUST BE PROPERLY
ENGAGED AND THE FRONT AND REAR BIACK
LATCHES CLOSED WHENEVER THE VEHICLE IS IN
MOTION,

The implied warranties of merchantability and fitness for a particular pérpose are also limited to (1)
year from the date of purchase. it is understood and agreed that manufacturer’s labllity, whether In
contract, -In tort, under any warranty, in negligence, or otherwise, shall not exceed the return of the

amount of the purchase price paid by purchaser and under no circumstances shall manufacturer be
liable for special, indirect, or consequential damages.
