High pressure streams of fluid this equipment
produces can pierce skin and its underlying
tissues, leading to serious injury and possible
amputation.

Never aim the gun at people, animals or plants,

High pressure spray can cause paint chips or
other particles to become airborne and fly at high
speeds.

Always wear eye protection when you use this
equiprnent or when you are in the vicinity where
the equipment is in use.

Operate the pressure at no more than the PS! fiuid
pressure rated for your cleaning systern.

Never move the machine by pulling on the high
pressure hose. Use the handle provided on the
top of the unit.

Always be certain the spray gun, nozzles and
accessories are correctly attached.

Never use a spray gun which does not have a
trigger lock or trigger guard in place and in
working order.

Use a respirator or mask whenever there is a
chance that vapors may be inhaled. Read all
instructions with the mask so you are certain the
mask will provide the necessary protection against
inhaling harmful vapors.

High pressure spray may damage fragile items
including glass. Do not point spray gun at glass
when in the jet spray mode.

Keep the hose connected to machine or the spray
gun while the system is pressurized.
Disconnecting the hose while the unit is,
pressurized is dangerous.

Hold the spray gun firmly in your hand before you
start the unit. Failure to do so could result in an
injury from a whipping spray gun. Do not leave the
spray gun unattended while the machine is
running. '
The cleaning area should have adequate slope
and drainage to reduce the possibility of a fall due
to slippery surfaces.

Keep water spray away from electric wiring or fatal
electric shock may result.

TO REMOVE CLEANING SYSTEM FROM
CARTON

* Remove loose parts and parts box included with
your cleaning system,

+ Slice two corners at guide handle end of carton
from top to bottom so the panel can be folded
down flat.

Lift the handle to
upright position and
slide the locking
caps into place

* Raise guide handle, secure in place.

* Roll the cleaning system out the open end of the
carton.

* Check carton for additional loose parts.

HOW TO SET UP YOUR CLEANING
SYSTEM

For the most part, your Craftsman High Pressure
Cleaning System has been assembled at the factory.
You must, however, assemble the spray gun, and
attach the high pressure hose 1o the spray gun.

* Cut the tie wraps on the high pressure hose and
connect high pressure hose to gun. Tighten by hand.

» Attach dual lance to spray gun.

* Place assembled spray gun on holder.

How To Use the Nozzles

DANGER: Never exchange nozzles without
locking the safety latch on the trigger.

The quick—connect on the dual lance allows you
switch between four different nozzles. The nozzles
vary the spray pattern of the high pressure stream as
shown below.

In order to change the nozzle being used, follow these
instructions:

» Engage the safety latch on the spray gun.

Safety Laich

= Pull back the collar on the quick connect and pull
the cument nozzle off. Store the nozzle in the space
provided on the control panel.

Pull back the collar OV
the quick connect to
remove the nozzle

Note: For a more gentle rinse, select the 40° or 25°
degree nozzle. To scour the surface, select the 15° or
0° nozzle.

» Pull back the collar, insert the new nozzle and
release the collar, making sure it becomes flush
with the end of the quick connect. Pull on the
nozzie to make sure it is securely in place.

Note: The chemical nozzle is permanently affixed to

your dual lance and has a spray pattern of 25

degrees. It must be used when applying chemical,

+ For most effective cleaning, keep spray nozzle
between 8 to 24 inches away from c¢leaning '
surface. :

» Damage to the surface may occur if you get the
spray nozzle too close to it.

Cleaning With The Nozzles and Applying
Chemical -

WARNING: You must attach all hoses before

A you start the engine. Starting the engine without
all the hoses connected and without the water
turned ON will damage the pump.

IMPORTANT: Use soaps designed specifically for
pressure washer cleaning systems. Household
detergenis could damage the pump.

Up to three (3) different solutions can be carried on the
cleaning system at one time. To apply detergent follow
these steps:

* Dilution is necessary when using the supplied
chemical packets. Simply snip one corner of the
plastic pouch, pour the chemical into the tank, then
fill the tank with clean water. Label tanks with the
provided tank labels.

Pour chemical into one of
the tanks labeled A, B, C.



if using another chemical designed for use with
pressure washers, prepare the chemical solution as
required by the chemical manufacturer. Fill
chemical reservoir(s) with the prepared solution as
needed.

Rotate the Dial-A-Cleaner™ selector knob to the
letter corresponding to the desired reservoir.

Open the chemical valve handla fully on the dual
tance by tuming it counterclockwise to place the
cleaning system in low pressure mode. Detergent
cannot be applied with the chemical valve
handle in the high pressure position.

Connect garden hose to water inlet , check that
high pressure hose is connected to spray gun and
pump (see ASSEMBLY on page 4}, and start
engine.

CAUTION: Before starting your Cleaning
System, make sure you have read and followed
the instructions in the sections “Before Starting
the Cleaning System” on page 8 and “To Start
the Cleaning System” on page 8.

n WARNING: Be extremely careful if you must

use the cleaning system from a ladder,
scaffolding or any other relatively unstable
location. When you press the trigger, the recoil
from the initial spray could force you to fall, or if
you are too close to the cleaning surface, the
high pressure spray could force you off a
climbing apparatus.

Start at iower portion of area to be washed and
work upward, using long, even overlapping strokes.

Allow detergent to ‘soak in’ (between 3-5 minutes)
before washing and rinsing. Reapply as needed to
prevent surface from drying.

Wash and Rinse Surface

This Craftsman Cleaning System permits regulation of
output water pressure by varying the engine speed.
The Pressure Command™ found on the front panel
may be set, as follows:

Pressure |Low to High

Duty Light Medium Heavy

Application | Auto Concrete  Paint removal
Boat Driveway  Degreasing
Furniture  Deck

After you have applied detergent, scour the surface
with the high pressure water stream and then rinse it
clean, as follows:

* Close the chemical valve handie fully on the dual
lance by tuming it clockwise to place the cleaning
system in high pressure mode. Chemical will not
flow when in the high pressure mode.

* Select and install the desired nozzle following the
instructions on"How to Use the Nozzles”™ on page 6.

» Adjust Pressure Command™ control to obtain
desired water pressure.

* Expand the spray pattem for a more gentle rinsing
action. Start at top of area to be rinsed, working-
down with same action as for cleaning.

CAUTION: Test a small area of the surface to
be cleaned. Make sure there is no damage
caused by the high pressure spray.

RINSE SYSTEM AFTER EVERY USE

1t is imperative that the chemical selector system be
rinsed after each use to prevent clogging or leaks:

* Fill the System Rinse reservoir with clean water.

» Before disconnecting the water supply, start your’
cleaning system.

CAUTICON: Before starting your Cleaning
Systemn, make sure you have read and followed
the instructions in the sections *Before Starting
the Cleaning System” on page 8 and “To Start
the Cleaning System™ on page 8.

= Open the chemical valve handte fully on the dual
lance by tuming it counterclockwise to place the
cleaning system in low pressure mode.

* Rotate the Dial-A-Cleaner™ selector knob to the
letter corresponding to the System Rinse tank. As
clean rinse water is drawn through the system,
continue the flow until no detergent foam is
observed.

* Rotate the Dial-A-Cleaner™ selector knob to the
OFF position.



BEFORE STARTING THE CLEANING

Although multi-viscosity oils (53W30, 10W30, etc.)
improve starting in cold weather, these multi-viscosity
cils will result in increased oil consumption when used
above 32°F. Check your engine oil level more
frequently to avoid possible damage from running low
on oil.

» Place cleaning system on a level surface
= Clean area around oil fill cap and remove.

* Pour oil from enclosed bottle into the oil fill opening
until oil reaches the point of overflowing. Do not
overfill.

+ Install oil fili cap. Hand tighten securely.

Add Gasoline

* Use regular unleaded gasoline with the cleaning
system engine. Fuel tank capacity is 1 gallon.

DANGER: Never fill fuel tank indoors. Never fill
fuel tank when engine is running or hot. Do not
smoke when filling fuel tank. '

CAUTION: Do not overfill the fuel tank. Always
leave room for expansion.

CAUTION: Experience indicates that alcohol
blended fuels (called gasohol or using ethanol
or methanol) can attract moisture which leads to
separation and formation of acids during
storage. Acidic gas can damage the fuel system
of an engine while in storage.

To add fuel to engine:
= Clean area around fuel cap, remove cap.

= Add regular unleaded gasoline, slowly, to the fuel
tank. '

Important: Never mix ¢il with gasoline.
* Install fuel cap and wipe up any spilied gasoline.

TO START THE CLEANING SYSTEM

The best way to start your cleaning system engine for
the first time is to follow these instructions step-by-
step. This starting information also applies whenever
you start the engine after you have let the cleaning
system sit idle for at least a day.

» Place the cleaning system in an area close enough
to an outside water source that can fiow at a rate of
at least 3 gallons per minute. Connect a garden
hose to the water spout.

* Check that the high pressure hose is tightly
connected to the spray gun and to the pump. See
ASSEMBLY section on page 4.

* Check inlet screen on the water inlet, If the screen
is dirty, clean before attaching a garden hose. if the
screen is damaged, do not connect to the garden
hose. Replace with screen provided in maintenance
kit or call 1-800-366-PART to order a replacement
inlet screen.

* Attach the the garden hose to the water inlet.
* Turn on the water.

CAUTION:-Do not run pump without the water

supply connected and turned on. You must

follow this caution or the pump will be damaged.
* Remove the dual lance from the spray gun.

« Pull the trigger on the spray gun and hold until a
steady stream of water appears.

* Engage the safety latch on the spray gun.

Safety Latch

» Attach dual lance onto spray gun.



« Move Run/Stop switch to the “Run” position.

v
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* Press the primer bulb three (3) times, waiting two
(2) seconds between each push.

+ Grasp starter handle and pull slowly until you feel
some resistance. Then pull cord rapidly to
overcome compression, prevent kickback and start
the engine. Let rope retumn to starter slowly.

Note: The Pressure Command™ may be piaced in
any position during starting or operation. However, for
cold starts, it is recommended that the Pressure
Command™ be placed in the *high” position.

Note: If the engine fails to start after 3 pulls, prime the
engine three {3) times and pull starter rope again.

* Once the engine has started, disengage the spray
gun safety latch.

HOW TO STOP YOUR CLEANING SYSTEM
» Move the Run/Stop switch to the “Stop” position.

* Simply shutting off the engine will not release
pressure in the system. Squeeze trigger on the
spray gun to relieve pressure in the hose.

Note: A small amount of water will squirt out when
you release the pressure.

* Rotate the Dial-A-Cleaner™ selector knob to the
OFF position to prevent chemical leakage.

SIPHONING

DO NOT siphon standing water for your water supply.
Contaminated, brackish or dirty water can damage the
pump. Connect only to household water supply.

TIPS

* Never use the garden hose inlet to siphon
detergent or wax.

= If you hold the spray nozzle too far away from the
object being cleaned, washing will not be as
effective.

* Always store the cleaning system with the Diak
A-Cleaner™ selector knob to the OFF position.

Note: If you equip the engine of your cleaning systemn
with a spark arrestor mutfler, the spark arrestor must
be maintained in effective working order by the
owner/operator.

GENERAL RECOMMENDATIONS

The warranty of the cleaning system does not cover
items that have been subjected to operator abuse or
nagligence. To receive full value from the warranty,
operator must maintain cleaning system as instructed
in this manual.

Some adjustments will need to be made periodically to
properly maintain your cleaning system.

All adjustments in the Service and Adjustments
section of this manual should be made at least once
each season.

= Once a year you should clean or replace the spark
plug and replace the air filter and check the gun
and wand assembly for wear. A ¢lean spark plug
and new air filter assure proper fuel-air mixture and
help your engine run better and last longer.

* Check high pressure hose for leaks.

= Check chemical tanks and filters for damage.
» Check gun and wand assembly for leaks.

e Purge pump of air and contaminants.

CLEANING SYSTEM MAINTENANCE

Check and Clean Inlet Screen

Examine garden hose inlet screen. Clean if it is
clogged or replace if it is torn.

Check High Pressure Hose

High pressure hoses can develop leaks from wear,
kinking, or abuse. Inspect hose before each use.
Check for cuts, leaks, abrasions, bulging of cover, or
damage or movement of couplings. If any of these
conditions exist, replace hose immediately.

DANGER: Never repair a high pressure hose.
Replace with hose that meets the minimum
pressure rating of your cleaning system

Check Chemical Reservoirs

Tank covers should snap cleanly onto tank. Ensure
chemical labels correctly identify tank contents.
Ensure that the System Rinse tank is filied with clean
water. Ensure that Dial-A-Cleaner™ selector knob
rotates freely between each position. Examine the
tanks and replace if the filter is clogged

Check Gun and Wand

Examine hose connection to gun and make sure it is
secure. Test trigger by pressing it and making sure it
springs back into place when you release it. Put safety

latch in UP position and test trigger. You should not be

able to press trigger. Replace gun immediately if it
fails any of these tests.

Purge Pump of Air and Contaminants
To remove the air from the pump, follow these steps:

» Set up the cleaning system as described in the
ASSEMBLY section and connect the water supply.

¢ Remove the wand extension from the gun.

« Puil the trigger on the gun and hold until a steady
stream of water appears.

To remove the contaminants from the pump, follow
these steps:

+ Set up the cleaning system as described in the
ASSEMBLY section, and connect the water supply.

» Remove the nozzle attachment from the gun.

= Start the engine according to instructions in
OPERATION section.

* Pull the trigger on the gun and hold.

= When the water supply is steady and constant,
engage the safety latch and refasten the nozzle
attachment.

Nozzle Maintenance

If the nozzle becomes restricted or clogged with
foreign materials, such as dir, excessive pump
pressure may develop. A partially clogged nozzle can
cause a pulsing condition during use. This generally is
not a pump related problem, but rather a clogged or
partially restricted nozzle.

If the nozzle becomes clogged or pattially restricted,
immediately clean the nozzle with the kit included with
your cleaning system by following these instructions:

* Shut off the engine and tum off the water supply.
* Press trigger to relive water pressure,

= Separate the dual lance from the gun.

» Use the wire included in the kit or a small paper

clip to free the foreign materials clogging or
restricting the nozzle.

Insert wire Into
nozzle and turn
back and forth
to clear
obstruction.

» Remove additional debris by back flushing water
supply through dual lance (Figure 2). Back flush
between 30 to 60 seconds. Back flush both lances
by tuming chemical valve handle.

* Reconnect the dual lance to the spray gun.

* Reconnect the water supply, tum on the water, and
start the engine.

» Test the cleaning system by operating with the unit
in high and the low pressure.




O-Ring Maintenance

Through the normal operation of your cleaning
system, the o-rings keep the connections of the hoses
and gun tight and leak—free. They may become wom
or damaged with use. Provided with your cleaning
system is an o—-ring Maintenance Kit containing
replacement o—rings, a rubber washer and a garden
hose inlet screen.

Parts in the O-Ring Kit include:
+ 1 O-Ring, red, (p/n B2726) for the end of the

spray gun connection between gun and highflow
spray wand.

* 2 O-Rings, yellow, (p/n B2264) for the ends of the
high pressure hose.

Note: The above two o—rings are close in size.

Checking Oil Level

Qil level should be checked prior to each use or at
least every eight (8) hours of operation. Keep oil level
maintained.

Changing Engine Oil and Oil Filter

Change oil after first eight {(8) hours of operation.
Change oil & oil filter every fifty (50) hours thereafter.
If you are using your cleaning system under
extremely dirty or dusty conditions, or in extremely hot
weather, change oil more often.

Change oil while engine is still warm from running, as
follows: ' :
» Clean area around oil drain plug.

* Remove oil drain plug and oill fill plug and drain oil
completely into a suitable container.

Service Air Cleaner

Your engine will not run properly and may be
damaged if you run it using a dirty air cleaner. Clean
or replace the air cleaner paper filter once every 50
hours of operation or once a year, whichever comes
first. Clean or replace more often if operating under
dusty or dirty conditions. Clean foam pre—filter every
25 hours of operation or sooner under dusty
conditions.

To clean or replace the air cleaner components:
« Loosen the two screws on the air cleaner cover.
Remove the air cleaner cover.

» To clean or replace foam pre—filter:

C. Apply enough engine oil to saturate the
prefilter.

Set
the pre—filter aside.

s To clean or replace paper air filter:

A. Clean paper filter by tapping it gently on a
solid surface. if the filter is too dirty, replace it
with a new one. Dispose of the old filter
properly.

s Clean air cleaner cover.

» Insert pre-filter into the cover, then the paper air
filter.

» Reinstall the air cleaner cover and tighten the two
{2) screws.

Clean Spark Arrestor Screen

The engine exhaust muifler has a spark arrestor
screen. Inspect and clean the screen every 100 hours
of operation or once each year, whichever comes first.

Note: if you use your cleaning system on any forest-
covered, brush-covered or grass-covered unimproved
land, it must have a spark arrestor. The spark arrestor
must be maintained in good condition by the
owner/operator.

Clean and inspect the spark amrestor as follows:

Inspect the screen and replace it if it is torn, perforated
or otherwise damaged. Do not use a defective .
screen. If the screen is not damaged, clean it with'a
chemical solvent.

If the spark arrestor is damaged, replace it as follows:

* Remove the four (4) screws that connect the heat
shield to the muffler.

* Remove four{4) screws that attach the spark
arrestor screen.

* Replace damaged screen with new screen (p/n
83083).

+ Reattach the spark arrestor screen and the heat
shield.

STORAGE

AFTER EACH USE

Water should not remain in the unit for long periods of
time. Sediments of minerals can deposit on pump
parts and “freeze” pump action. Follow these
procedures after every use:

» Flush the chemical system by selecting the System
Rinse tank and run the cleaning system with nozzle
in low pressure mode. Flush for one minute or until
the chemical is cleared from the system.

« Shut off the engine and let it cool, then remove all
hoses.

CAUTION: Be sure the engine Run/Stop switch
is in the “Stop™ position before you continue.

e Empty the pump of all pumped liquids by pulling
recoil handle about 6 times with the Run/Stop
switch in the “Stop” position. This should remove
most of the liquid in the pump.

+ Rotate the Dial-A-Cleaner™ selector knob 1o the
OFF position.

= Coil the high pressure hose and inspect it for
damage. Cuts in the hose or fraying could result in
leaks and loss of pressure. Should any damage be
found, replace the hose. DO NOT attempt to repair
a damaged hose. Replace the hose with the
genuine Craftsman part.

¢ Drain water from hose and properly hang it on the
wire support provided.

* Store system in a clean, dry area.

DANGER: Never store the engine with fuel in
the gas tank indoors or in enclosed, poorly
ventilated areas where fumes may reach an
open flame, a spark, or pilot light.

WINTER STORAGE

CAUTION: You must protect your unit from
freezing temperatures. Failure 1o do so will
permanently damage your pump and render
your unit inoperable.

To protect the unit from freezing temperatures:
* Empty all chemical reservoirs as follows:

a. Disconnect hose connected to chemical inject
fitting on the pump. Place end of hose into
suitable container.

b. Move the selector knob to Tank A and open
that tank’s cover. Gravity should shortly empty
the tank contents into the container.

c. When the tank is empty, repeat step (b) for
tanks B and C.

d. Reconnect the hose to the chemical inject
fitting on the pump. Add 0.5 liter of clean fresh
water to each tank and close tank’s covers.

* Flush the chemical system by selecting a tank and
run the ¢leaning system with nozzle in low pressure
mode. Flush until each tank is empty, then switch
the selector knob to the next tank. The last tank to
be emptied must be the System Rinse tank.

» Connect a 3-oot section of garden hose to the inlet
adapter. Pour RV-Antifreeze (antifreeze without
alcohol) into the hose. Pull the recoil handle twice.

LONG TERM STORAGE

If you do not plan to use the cleaning system for more
than 30 days, you must prepare the engine for long
term storage.

It is important to prevent gum deposits from forming in
essential fuel system parts such as the carburetor, fuel
filter, fuel hose or tank during storage. Also,
experience indicates that alcohol-blended fuels {called
gasohol, ethanol or methanol) can attract moisture
which leads to separation and formation of acids
during storage. Acidic gas can damags the fuel system
of an engine while in storage.

Protect Fuel System

DANGER: Drain fuel into approved container
outdoors, away from open flame. Be sure
engine is cool. Do not smoke.

+ Remove all gasgline from the fuel tank to prevent
gum deposits from forming on these parts and
causing possible malfunction of engine.

+ Run engine until engine stops from lack of fuel.
Make sure you have water supply to pump inlet
connected and turned ON.

Change Oil

While engine is still warm, drain oil from crankcase.
Refill with recommended grade. (See Changing Oil)

¢ Remove spark plug. Squirt about 1 ounce (30 mi) of

engine oil into the cylinder. Cover spark plug hole
with rag. Crank engine slowly to distribute oil.

CALIFORNIA AND FEDERAL EMISSION
CONTROL WARRANTY STATEMENT

Your Warranty Rights and Obligations

The California Air Resources Board (CARB), United
States Environmental Protection Agency (EPA), and
Sears Roebuck and Co. USA (Sears) are pleased fo
explain the emissions control system warranty on
your 1897 and later utility and lawn and garden
equipment engine. New Utility and Lawn and Garden
Equipment {(ULGE) engines must be designed, built,
and equipped to meet both the State of California and
Federal stringent anti-smog standards. Sears must
warrant the emission control system on your ULGE
engine for the periods of time listed below provided
there has been no abuse, neglect, or improper
maintenance of your ULGE engine.

The emissions control system may include parts such
as the carburetor, ignition and exhaust systems.
When a warrantable condition occurs, Sears will
repair your lawn and garden equipment engine at no
cost to you. Expenses covered under warranty
include diagnosis, replacement parts and labor.

Manufacturer’s Warranty Coverage

The 1997 and later ULGE engines are warranted for
two years. If any emission related component or
system on your engine (as listed below) is found to be
defective, repairs or replacement will be performed by
an authorized Sears service center.

Owner’s Warranty Responsibilities

As the ULGE engine owner, you are responsible for
the completion of all required maintenance as listed in
your factory supplied Owner's Manual. For warranty
purposes Sears recommends that you retain all
receipts covering maintenance on your ULGE engine.
However, Sears cannot deny warranty solely because
of the lack of receipts or for your failure to ensure the
completion of all scheduled maintenance.
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As the ULGE engine owner, you should be aware that
Sears may deny any and/or all warranty coverage or
responsibility if your ULGE engine or a
parVcomponent of it has failed due to abuse, neglect,
improper maintenance, unapproved modiications, or
the use of counterfeit and/or ‘grey-market’ parts not
made, supplied or approved by the original equipment
manufacturer. :

You are responsible for presenting your ULGE engine
to a Sears authorized setvice center as soon as a
problem occurs. Warranty repairs should be
completed in a reasonable amount of time, not to
exceed 30 days.

Warranty Commencement Date

The warranty period begins on the date the ULGE
engine is delivered to the original, end-use purchas'er.

Length of Coverage

Sears warrants o the initial owner and each
subsequent purchaser that the engine is free from
defects in materials and workmanship which cause
the failure of a warranted part for a period of two
years. —

What is Covered

Repair or Replacement of Parts

Repair or replacement of any warranted part will be
performed at no charge to the owner at an approved
Sears service center. If you have any questions
regarding your warranty rights and responsibilities,
you should contact your nearest authorized service
center or call Sears at 1-800-473-7247.



Warranty Period

Any warranted part which is not scheduled for
replacement as required maintenance shall be
warranted for 2 years. Any warranted part which is
scheduled only for regular inspection and/or has
instructions to the effect of “repair or replace as
necessary” shall also be warranted for 2 years. Any
warranted part which is scheduled for replacement as
required maintenance shall be warranted either for
the pericd of time up to its first scheduled
replacement, or for 2 years, whichever comes sooner.

Diagnosis
When the ULGE engine is inspected by an authorized
Sears service center, the owner shafl not be held

rasponsible for diagnostic costs if the repair is
deemed warrantable.

Consequential Damages

Sears may be liable for damages to other engine
components caused by the failure of a warranted part
if the failed part was still under warranty.

What is not covered

Owner Responsibilities

Any failures caused by abuse, neglect, or improper
maintenance will not be covered.

Add-On or Modified Parts

The use of add-on, unauthorized or modified parts
constitutes sufficient reason for denial of submitted
warranty repairs, Sears will not be held liable for
repairs of this type.
