Plan where
you will route the wiring for the camera, and where you will aim the camera.

Installation Tips

* Mount the camera where the lenses are away from direct and intense sunlight.

e Plan your cable wiring so that it does not interfere with power lines or telephone lines.
e Ensure that the camera wiring is not exposed, or easily cut.

» Adjust the camera angle so that it covers an area with high traffic.

e In "high-risk” locations, have multiple cameras point in the same area. This provides camera
redundancy if a camera malfunctions, or if a vandal attempts to damage the camera.
e Mount the camera in an area that is visible, but out of reach.

When a computer on the Internet needs to send data to your internal network, it sends this
data to the external IP address of the router. The router then needs to decide where this
data is to be sent to. This is where setting up Port Forwarding becomes important.

Port Forwarding tells the router which device on the internal network to send the data to.
When you set up port forwarding on your router, it takes the data from the "external IP
address:port number” and sends that data to an “internal IP address:port number” (i.e
Router External IP 216.13.154.34 to DVR Internal IP 192.168.0.3:80).

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Appendix F: Assigning A Static IP To Your DVR

When connecting to your DVR through a local area network (LAN]J, you have the option of
connecting to your system by entering the local IP of the DVR in a web browser. The local IP of
your DVR is like your home’s address. If someone wants to visit you, they need to know your home
address. Similarly, the local IP of your DVR is your DVR’s address.

The problem arises when the local IP address of the DVR changes. Imagine moving every three
months—nobody would ever be able to find you. To solve this problem, we can assign a fixed IP
address—also known as a static IP address—so that the local IP of your DVR will never change.

What's the difference between DHCP and Static IPs?
DHCP

DHCP (Dynamic Host Configuration Protocol) allows your router to automatically assign an IP
address to devices that are connected to it. DHCP is a convenient method for connected devices
onyour router to have an IP address immediately. This allows devices connected to your router to
work right away on the network.

For example, your router assigns an IP address to your laptop, your desktop, and your DVR.

Each time the router restarts (due to power failure etc.), there is no guarantee that the router will
assign the same IP address to your laptop, desktop or your DVR. The router may assign a new
IP address to all of the devices connected to it. This can be a problem if you want to connect to
your DVR locally, since the IP address of the DVR has changed.
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Static IPs

Setting a static IP on the router tells the router to reserve an IP address to a particular device. The
static IP number is saved onto the router, and remains saved even if the router is powered off.
Likewise, a static IP address must also be specified in your DVR so that even if your DVR turns off,
the IP address of the DVR remains the same. The static IP address must be assigned in the router
and DVR. The end result is that you can power on and off the router and DVR, and the router will
always assign the same IP address to the DVR.

Setting up a static IP
Creating a static IP must be done on both the router and DVR.

NOTE: These are guidelines on how to create a static IP. Refer to the DVR & Router’s owner’s
manual for details.

To create a static IP on the DVR:

1. Disable DHCP on the DVR.
2. Assign the designated local IP address of the DVR.

To create a static IP on the router:

1. Write down the MAC address of your DVR.
2. Inthe "DHCP Reservation List”, enter the DVR’s MAC address, and the desired IP that you
wish to reserve.

NOTE: The terminology varies between routers. "DHCP Reservation List" is an example only.
Consult your router’s user’s manual for details.

Troubleshooting the video display

Troubleshooting the video display

When connected to a VGA monitor, why can’'t | see a mouse cursor, or
access the system menus by using the front panel controls of the DVR?

Solution 1
You may have accidently switched the system output by pressing the 0 button on the
remote; or the DVR did not properly detect the VGA monitor.

To switch back to VGA mode:

1  Turn on the DVR. Wait for it to boot into the main window.
2 Press the 0 (zero) button on the remote three times.
Pressing the 0 (zero) button on the remote three times changes the DVR from SPOT OUT

mode to VGA mode. After the DVR is in VGA mode, you will be able to see your mouse, and
have access to the menu.

Solution 2
The DVR may not have correctly detected your VGA monitor because of a loose connection.

Perform the following:
1 Unpower the DVR.

2 Power down and re-connect the VGA monitor to the DVR. Ensure that the connection is firm.
3  Turn on the monitor.

4  Turn on the DVR. Wait for it to boot into the main window.

NOTE: After you re-connect the VGA cable between the monitor and DVR, ensure that you
first turn on the monitor, and then turn on the DVR last. This allows the DVR to
auto-detect the connected VGA monitor.

NOTE: If you still cannot see the mouse cursor, or access the menu, press the 0 (zero) button
on the remote control three times.
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Troubleshooting the video display

Manually setting the DVR output mode

You can set the DVR to always output to the VGA port by manually configuring the output
settings.

To manually adjust the output settings:
