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INTRODUCTION

This tool has many features for making its use more pleasant and enjoyable. Safety, performance, and dependability have
been given top priority in the design of this product making it easy to maintain and operate.



GENERAL SAFETY RULES

A WARNING:

Read and understand all instructions. Failure to
follow all instructions listed below, may result in
electric shock, fire and/or serious personal injury.

WORK AREA

Keep your work area clean and well lit. Cluttered
benches and dark areas invite accidents.

Do not operate power tools in explosive atmospheres,
such as in the presence of flammable liquids, gases,
or dust. Power tools create sparks which may ignite the
dust or fumes.

Keep bystanders, children, and visitors away while
operating a power tool. Distractions can cause you to
lose control.

ELECTRICAL SAFETY

Double insulated tools are equipped with a polarized
plug (one blade is wider than the other). This plug will
fit in a polarized outlet only one way. If the plug does
not fit fully in the outlet, reverse the plug. If it still
does not fit, contact a qualified electrician to install a
polarized outlet. Do not change the plug in any way.
Double insulation [O] eliminates the need for the three-
wire grounded power cord and grounded power supply
system.

Avoid body contact with grounded surfaces such as
pipes, radiators, ranges, and refrigerators. There is an
increased risk of electric shock if your body is grounded.

Don’t expose power tools to rain or wet conditions.
Water entering a power tool will increase the risk of elec-
tric shock.

Do not abuse the cord. Never use the cord to carry the
tools or pull the plug from an outlet.

ELECTRICAL

DOUBLE INSULATION

Double insulation is a concept in safety in electric power
tools, which eliminates the need for the usual three-wire
grounded power cord. All exposed metal parts are isolated
from the internal metal motor components with protecting
insulation. Double insulated tools do not need to be
grounded.

A WARNING:

The double insulated system is intended to protect
the user from shock resulting from a break in the
tool’s internal wiring. Observe all normal safety
precautions to avoid electrical shock.

NOTE: Servicing of a tool with double insulation requires
extreme care and knowledge of the system and should
be performed only by a qualified service technician. For
service, we suggest you return the tool to your nearest
authorized service center for repair. Always use original
factory replacement parts when servicing.

ELECTRICAL CONNECTION

This tool has a precision-built electric motor. It should be
connected to a power supply that is 120 volts, 60 Hz, AC
only (normal household current). Do not operate this tool
on direct current (DC). A substantial voltage drop will cause
a loss of power and the motor will overheat. If your tool does
not operate when plugged into an outlet, double-check the
power supply.

EXTENSION CORDS

When using a power tool at a considerable distance from
a power source, be sure to use an extension cord that has
the capacity to handle the current the tool will draw. An
undersized cord will cause a drop in line voltage, resulting in
overheating and loss of power. Use the chart to determine
the minimum wire size required in an extension cord. Only
round jacketed cords listed by Underwriter’s Laboratories
(UL) should be used.

When working outdoors with a tool, use an extension
cord that is designed for outside use. This type of cord is
designated with “WA” on the cord’s jacket.

Before using any extension cord, inspect it for loose or
exposed wires and cut or worn insulation.

BASE (SHOE) ASSEMBLY

The base assembly of the reciprocating saw pivots up and
down in both directions. The base is adjustable, allowing the
use of the blade teeth at different positions on the blade.

EXTERNALLY ACCESSIBLE BRUSHES
Externally accessible brushes extend the life of the
machine.

ILLUMINATED PLUG

This saw is equipped with a plug that illuminates when power
is supplied to the tool. This allows the operator to easily
identify live tools.

TOOLLESS BLADE CLAMP

Your saw has a blade clamp design that does not require
the use of a tool (blade wrench) when installing or removing
the blade.

VARIABLE SPEED SWITCH

The variable speed switch delivers higher speed with
increased pressure and lower speed with decreased
pressure.

B Remove hex key from the hex key storage in the
handle.

B Retighten screws securely. Do not overtighten screws
or use an aid with hex key.

B Remove hex key and replace in storage.

BASE ASSEMBLY

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OPERATION

A WARNING:

Cutting into electrical wiring in walls can cause
metal surfaces of the saw to become electrically
live. Do not touch metal parts when cutting into
a wall; grasp only the insulated gripping surfaces
provided on the tool. Make sure hidden electrical
wiring, water pipes, and mechanical hazards are
not in the blade path when cutting into a wall.

GENERAL CUTTING
See Figure 5.

Hold the saw firmly in front of and clearly away from you.
Make sure saw blade is clear of any foreign material. Be sure
material to be cut is held firmly. Small workpieces should
be securely clamped in a vise or with clamps to the work
bench or table.

B Mark the line of cut clearly.
B Pull variable speed switch to start the cutting action.

B Place the base assembly against the workpiece, then
move the blade into the workpiece.

Do not force. Use only enough pressure to keep the saw
cutting. Let the blade and saw do the work. Use of excessive
pressure that causes bending or twisting of the blade may
result in broken blades.

A WARNING:

Hold tool by insulated gripping surfaces when
performing an operation where the saw blade may
contact hidden wiring or its own card. Contact with
a “live” wire will make exposed metal parts of the
tool “live” and shock the operator.

PLUNGE CUTTING
See Figure 6.

B Mark the line of cut clearly.

B Choose a convenient starting point inside the area to be
cut out and place the tip of the blade over that point.

B Rest front edge of base (shoe) assembly on workpiece
and hold firmly in position.

B Pull variable speed switch to start the cutting action.

A WARNING:
Make sure blade does not touch workpiece until
motor reaches full speed, since this could cause
loss of control resulting in serious injury.

B With saw blade at full cutting speed, slowly tilt saw
downward until tip of blade starts cutting workpiece.

B After blade penetrates workpiece, tilt saw until blade is
perpendicular to the workpiece.

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OPERATION

METAL CUTTING
See Figure 7.

Metals such as sheet steel, pipe, steel rods, aluminum, brass,
and copper may be cut with the saw. Be careful not to twist
or bend the saw blade. Do not force.

We recommend using cutting oil when cutting most soft
metals and steel. Cutting oil will also keep blades cool,
increase cutting action, and prolong blade life. Never
use gasoline since normal sparking of motor could ignite
fumes.

Clamp the workpiece firmly and cut close to the clamping
point to eliminate any vibration of the workpiece being cut.
When cutting conduit pipe or angle iron, clamp workpiece
in a vise if possible and cut close to the vise. To cut thin
sheet material, “sandwich” the material between hardboard
or plywood and clamp the layers to eliminate vibration and
material tearing.

A WARNING:

GENERAL MAINTENANCE

Avoid using solvents when cleaning plastic parts. Most
plastics are susceptible to damage from various types of
commercial solvents and may be damaged by their use. Use
clean cloths to remove dirt, dust, oil, grease, etc.

A WARNING:

Do not at any time let brake fluids, gasoline,
petroleum-based products, penetrating oils, etc.,
come in contact with plastic parts. Chemicals can
damage, weaken or destroy plastic which may
result in serious personal injury.
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Electric tools used on fiberglass material, wallboard,
spackling compounds, or plaster are subject to accelerated
wear and possible premature failure because the fiberglass
chips and grindings are highly abrasive to bearings, brushes,
commutators, etc. Consequently, we do not recommended
using this tool for extended work on these types of materials.
However, if you do work with any of these materials, it is
extremely important to clean the tool using compressed
air.

LUBRICATION

All of the bearings in this tool are lubricated with a sufficient
amount of high grade lubricant for the life of the unit under
normal operating conditions. Therefore, no further lubrication
is required.



MAINTENANCE

accessible brushes.

B Unplug the saw.

A WARNING:

Failure to unplug the tool could result in accidental
starting causing possible serious injury.

NOTE: Brush caps (2) are located on the top and bottom
of the motor housing in front of the handle.

B Remove brush caps (2) using a screwdriver.
Remove brush assembilies (2).

B Check for wear. Replace both brush assemblies when
either has less than 1/4 in. length of carbon remaining.

NOTE: Do not replace one side without replacing the
other.

B Reassemble using new brush assemblies. Make sure
curvature of brush matches curvature of motor and that ASSEMBLY
brush moves freely in brush tube. BRUSH CAP

B Reassemble by reversing the steps listed above. Fig. 8
B Tighten all brush caps securely. Do not over tighten.
