Unpacking

Assembly Instructions

1. Assemble all parts on a smooth surface to avoid scratching. Hardware is
provided.

2. Set the Side Walls (1) on the floor. Each Shelf (2) is to have the Back Stop
(3) attached. If not preassembled, attach with Wood Screws (4) in the
predrilled holes. (See Figure A).
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3. Attach each Side Wall (1) to the Three Shelves (2) with the Wood Screws
(4) in the predrilled holes. Do not tighten Screws (4) completely until all the
Shelves (2) are assembled. Check that all is level and then tighten all
Screws (4). (See Figure B).

4.  Avarnish or stain may be applied after assembly. Avoid too much moisture
on the shelving unless you use a waterproof bar finish. Avoid tipping
assembled Shelves.
