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SAFETY RULES

GENERAL OPERATION

Read, understand, and follow all
instructions on the machine and in the
manual(s) before starting. Be thoroughly
familiar with the controls and the proper
use of the machine before starting.

Do not put hands or feet near or under
rotating parts. Keep clear of the dis-
charge opening at all times.

Only allow responsible adults, who are
familiar with the instructions, to operate
the machine.

Clear the area of objects such as rocks,
toys, wire, sticks, etc., which could be
picked up and thrown by the blade.
Stay behind the handle when the motor
iS running.

Be sure the area is clear of other people
before mowing. Stop machine if anyone
enters the area.

Do not operate the mower when bare-
foot or wearing open sandals. Always
wear substantial foot wear.

Do not pull mower backwards unless
absolutely necessary. Always look down
and behind before and while moving
backwards.

Never direct discharged material toward
anyone. Avoid discharging material
against a wall or obstruction. Material
may ricochet back toward the operator.
Stop the blade when crossing gravel
surfaces.

Do not operate the mower without the
entire grasscatcher, discharge guard,
rear guard or other safety protective
devices in place and working.

Never leave a running machine unat-
tended.

See manufacturer’s instructions for
proper operation and installation of
accessories. Only use accessories ap-
proved by the manufacturer.

Stop the motor when crossing gravel
drives, walks, or roads.

Stop the motor whenever you leave the
equipment, before cleaning the mower
or unclogging the chute.

Shut the motor off and wait until the
blade comes to complete stop before
removing grass catcher.

Mow only in daylight or good artificial
light.

Do not operate the machine while under
the influence of alcohol or drugs.

Never operate machine in rain or on wet
grass. Always be sure of your footing:

keep a firm hold on the handle and
walk; never run.

» Disengage the self-propelled mecha-
nism on mowers so equipped before
starting the motor.

« If the equipment should start to vibrate
abnormally, stop the motor and check
immediately for the cause.

» Vibration is generally a warning of
trouble.

» Always wear safety goggles or safety
glasses with side shields when operat-
ing mower.

II. SLOPE OPERATION

Slopes are a major factor related to slip
and fall accidents which can result in
severe injury. All slopes require extra cau-
tion. If you feel uneasy on a slope, do not
mow it.

DO:

* Mow across the face of slopes: never
up and down. Exercise extreme caution
when changing direction on slopes.

* Remove obstacles such as rocks, tree
limbs, etc.

» Watch for holes, ruts, or bumps. Tall
grass can hide obstacles.

DO NOT:

» Do not trim near drop-offs, ditches or
embankments. The operator could lose
footing or balance.

» Do not cut excessively steep slopes.

» Do not mow on wet grass. Reduced
footing could cause slipping.

[ll. CHILDREN

Tragic accidents can occur if the opera-
tor is not alert to the presence of chil-
dren. Children are often attracted to the
machine and the mowing activity. Never
assume that children will remain where
you last saw them.

» Keep children out of the mowing area
and under the watchful care of another
responsible adult.

* Be alert and turn machine off if children
enter the area.

» Before and while walking backwards,
look behind and down for small children.
Use extra care when approaching blind
corners, shrubs, trees, or other objects
that may obscure vision.

* The mower is not a toy. It can be very
dangerous; children should not use this
mower. Only responsible adults who have
read the manual and understood allinstruc-
tions should operate this mower.

IV. GENERAL SERVICE

Never run a machine inside a closed
area.

Never make adjustments or repairs with
the motor running.

Keep nuts and bolts, especially blade
attachment bolts, tight and keep equip-
ment in good condition.

Never tamper with safety devices.
Check their proper operation regularly.
Keep machine free of grass, leaves, or
other debris build-up. Allow machine to
cool before storing.

Stop and inspect the equipment if you
strike an object. Repair, if necessary,
before restarting.

Never attempt to make wheel height
adjustments while the motor is running.
Always remove battery from mower
before adjusting, cleaning or repairing.
Grass catcher components are subject
to wear, damage, and deterioration,
which could expose moving parts or
allow objects to be thrown. Frequently
check components and replace with
manufacturer’'s recommended parts
when necessary.

Mower blade is sharp and can cut. Wrap
the blade or wear gloves, and use extra
caution when servicing it.

Do not attempt to change the motor’s
electronic settings or over speed the
motor.

Maintain or replace safety and instruc-
tion labels, as necessary.

Only use accessories or parts approved
by the manufacturer. Non-approved
parts or accessories can cause serious
injury or damage and will void the war-
ranty.

This lawnmower is not to be used for
commercial use; Use only on personal
property. It should only be used on
private lawns and should not be used to
cut public parks, playing fields, farms,
forests or a large number of lawns.

V. BATTERY & CHARGER SAFETY

A CAUTION: Before using battery or
charger please read all instructions.

e The batteries are sealed units and can

not be opened or taken apart. When a
battery is no longer holding a charge
take it to a local recycling center.

Be extra cautious to reduce risk of
dropping a metal tool onto the battery.
It might spark or short circuit the battery
or other electrical parts and may cause
an explosion. Keep the area around the
charger and batteries clean.

Remove personal metal items such

as rings, bracelets, necklaces, and
watches when working with a lead-acid
battery.

Do not touch un-insulated parts of the
battery, contacts or terminals.

Do not leave the batteries outside in the
elements. Always store the batteries in
a dry area where the temperature does
not drop below 32° F or 0° C.

The Charger and batteries should be
kept in a dry area away from children,
pets, heat and moisture.

Only Charge batteries with standard
120V household supply.

Do not attempt to rewire or otherwise
short circuit the batteries.

Use the charger only in a well venti-
lated area. Do not charge batteries in a
sealed container.

Use only manufacturer-approved char-
ger to charge the lawnmower batteries.
Charge only manufacturer-approved
batteries with this charger. Charging
other batteries or products may cause
personal injury or property damage.

If the cord or other parts are damaged
replace them immediately before using
the charger.

To reduce risk of damage to electric
plug and cord, unplug the charger by
the plug and not by the cord when dis-
connecting charger.

Use the charger in a location where

it will not be stepped on, tripped over
or otherwise subjected to damage or
stress.

Do not disassemble charger; take it to a
qualified service agent or replace char-
ger when service or repair is required.
To reduce risk of electric shock, unplug

TO REMOVE MOWER FROM CARTON

* Remove all loose parts from carton.

* Remove lawn mower housing with care. Avoid touching blade under housing. Always
wear gloves or other protection when working under or lifting mower.

ACAUTION: Do not operate this lawn mower without the discharge guard or an entire

approved grass catcher in place. These guards are for your protection and are required by

the American National Standards Institute and Consumer Products Safety Commission.

HOW TO SET UP YOUR LAWN
MOWER

TO UNFOLD HANDLE

IMPORTANT: Unfold handle carefully so

as not to pinch or damage control cables.

* Remove any packing material which
may be between the upper and lower
handles for shipping purposes.

* Pull up and back on the upper handle to
raise the handle into the operating posi-
tion. Make certain the lower handle is
seated securely into the handle mount-
ing bracket.

» Align the holes between the upper
handle and lower handles. Insert the
cam locks and tighten them with the
wing nuts provided.

» Secure the lower handle to the bracket
with the knob on each side.

ASSEMBLY

TO PREPARE BATTERY

NOTE: Your battery must be charged be-

fore you can start your lawn mower. Avoid

charging battery in extremely hot or cold

temperatures.

IMPORTANT: Do not store charger inside

of motor or on top of battery.

A WARNING: Use only the battery pack

supplied with this mower. Type: XXXXXX.

A WARNING: Do not charge battery in

rain or wet locations.

A WARNING: Do not attempt to operate

mower while battery is charging.

A CAUTION: Only use battery charger

approved by the manufacturer of your

mower. Using a charger not approved by

the manufacturer of your mower is hazard-

ous, could damage your mower and void

your warranty.

NOTE: The battery can be charged while

in or out of the lawn mower.

2. Remove the jack cover.

3. Plug the battery charger into the jack
on the battery.

4. Plug the other end of the battery
charger into a 120 volt A.C. outlet. The
red light on the charger will illuminate
indicating that the charger is working
and the battery is being charged.

When the battery is completely charged,

the red light will go out and the green light

will illuminate.

NOTE: It takes approximately 15 hours to

charge a fully discharged battery.

IMPORTANT: Battery should be charged

after each use regardless of power level.

Battery should always be stored in a fully

charged state. This battery will not develop

a charging memory.

AWARNING: Do not store battery in tem-

peratures lower than 32° F (0° C).

PRE-OPERATION

A WARNING: This mower is for outdoor
use only. Do not expose to rain or use in
damp locations.

» Avoid Dangerous Environment — Don't
use lawn mowers in damp or wet loca-
tions.

Maintain Lawn Mower With Care — Keep

cutting edges sharp and clean for best

and safest performance.

Follow instructions for lubricating and

changing accessories.

Keep handles dry, clean, and free from

oil and grease.

Keep guards in place and in working

order.

Keep blades sharp.

Keep hands and feet away from cutting

area.

Objects struck by the lawn mower blade

can cause severe injuries to persons.

The lawn should always be carefully

examined and cleared of all objects prior

to each mowing.

If lawn mower strikes a foreign object,

follow these steps:

- Stop lawn mower. Release the switch.

- Remove battery from mower.

- Inspect for damage.

- Repair any damage before restarting
and operating the lawn mower.

Use identical replacement blades only.

HOW TO USE YOUR LAWN MOWER

* Your lawn mower is equipped with an
operator presence control bar which
requires the operator to be positioned
behind the lawn mower handle to start
and operate the lawn mower.

ACAUTION: Federal regulations require

a motor control to be installed on this

lawn mower in order to minimize the risk

of blade contact injury. Do not under

any circumstances attempt to defeat the

function of the operator control. The blade

turns when the motor is running.

TO START

* Remove safety pin.

* Press the start button.

» Hold down operator presence control
bar to handle.

» Mower will begin to operate.

TO STOP

» To stop motor, release operator pres-
ence control bar.

Let the blade come to a complete stop,

then replace safety pin.

TO ADJUST CUTTING HEIGHT

Adjust cutting height to suit your require-
ments. Medium position is best for most
lawns. Raise wheels for low cut and lower
wheels for high cut. All four wheels are
adjusted by a single lever.

» Pull adjuster lever toward wheel. To
lower mower, move lever forward to
desired position. To raise mower, move
the lever toward the rear.

The operation of any lawn mower can result in foreign objects thrown into
the eyes, which can result in severe eye damage. Always wear safety
glasses or eye shields while operating your lawn mower or performing any
adjustments or repairs. We recommend standard safety glasses or a wide
vision safety mask worn over spectacles.

TO ATTACH GRASS CATCHER

1. Lift the rear door of the lawn mower
and place the grass catcher frame side
hooks onto the door pivot pins.

2. The grass catcher is secured to the lawn
mower housing whenthe rear dooris low-
ered onto the grass catcher frame.

ACAUTION: Do not run your lawn mower

without mulcher plug or approved grass

catcher in place. Never attempt to op-
erate the lawn mower with the rear door
removed or propped open.

TO CONVERT MOWER

Your lawn mower was shipped ready to be
used as a mulcher. To convert to bagging
or discharging:

REAR BAGGING

Open rear door and remove mulcher
plug. Store mulcher plug in a safe
place.

You can now install grass catcher.

To convert to mulching or discharging
operation, install mulcher plug into rear
discharge opening of mower.

SIDE DISCHARGING

Mulcher plug must be installed into rear
discharge opening of mower (see above
instructions).

MOWING TIPS

A CAUTION: Do not use de-thatcher

blade attachments on your mower. Such

attachments are hazardous, will damage

your mower and could void your warranty.

» Under certain conditions, such as when
mowing very tall grass, raise the mower
height on the first cut to reduce pushing
effort, to avoid overheating the motor,
and to avoid leaving clumps of grass
clippings. Make the second cut to the
desired height.

» For extremely heavy cutting, reduce the
width of cut.

» For side discharge operation, cut in a
counterclockwise direction, starting at
the outside of the area to be cut, in order
to spread grass clippings more evenly
and to put less load on the motor. To
keep clippings off of walkways, flower
beds, etc., make the first cuts in a clock-
wise direction.

* When using a lawn mower in moist,
heavy grass, clumps of cut grass may
not enter the grass catcher. Reduce
ground speed (pushing speed) and/or
run the lawn mower over the area a
second time.

« If atrail of grass clipping is left on the
right side of the lawn mower during rear
discharge operation, mow in a clockwise
direction with a small overlap to collect
the clippings on the next pass.

» Pores in cloth grass catchers can
become filled with dirt and dust with use
and the catcher will collect less grass.
To prevent this, regularly hose catcher
off with water and let dry before use.

MULCHING MOWING TIPS

IMPORTANT: For best performance, keep
mower housing free of built-up grass and
trash. See "CLEANING" in the Mainte-
nance section of this manual.

* The special mulching blade will recut the
grass clippings many times and reduce
them in size so that as they fall onto the
lawn they will disperse into the grass
and not be noticed. Also, the mulched
grass will biodegrade quickly to provide
nutrients for the lawn. Always mulch with
your highest motor (blade) speed as this
will provide the best recutting action of
the blades.

» Avoid cutting your lawn when it is wet.
Wet grass tends to form clumps and
interferes with the mulching action.

» For best results, adjust the lawn mower
cutting height so that the lawn mower
cuts off only the top one-third of the
grass blades. If the lawn is overgrown it
will be necessary to raise the height of
cut to reduce pushing effort and to keep
from overloading the motor and leaving
clumps of mulched grass. For extremely
heavy grass, reduce your width of cut
by overlapping previously cut path and
mow slowly.

» Certain types of grass and grass
conditions may require that an area be
mulched a second time to completely
hide the clippings. When doing a second
cut, mow across (perpendicular) to the
first cut path.

» Change your cutting pattern from week
to week. Mow north to south one week
then change to east to west the next
week. This will help prevent matting and
graining of the lawn.

MAINTENANCE

LAWN MOWER

Always observe safety rules when per-
forming any maintenance.

IMPORTANT: Remove battery from mower
before servicing, cleaning or removing
material from lawn mower.

TIRES

» Keep tires free of gasoline, oil, or insect
control chemicals which can harm rub-
ber.

» Avoid stumps, stones, deep ruts, sharp
objects and other hazards that may
cause tire damage.

BLADE CARE

For best results, blade must be kept sharp.
Replace a bent or damaged blade.

A CAUTION: Use only a replacement
blade approved by the manufacturer of
your mower. Using a blade not approved
by the manufacturer of your mower is
hazardous, could damage your mower and
void your warranty.

TO REMOVE BLADE

1. Use a wood block between blade and
mower housing to prevent blade from
turning when removing blade nut.

NOTE: Protect your hands with gloves

and/or wrap blade with heavy cloth.

2. Remove blade nut by turning counter-
clockwise.

3. Remove blade and attaching hardware
(nut, square washer, insulator washer).

TO REPLACE BLADE

1. Be sure the trailing edge of blade (op-
posite sharp edge) is up toward the
motor.

2. Install the square washer and insulated
washer; secure with blade nut.

3. Use block of wood between blade and
lawn mower housing and tighten the
blade nut, turning clockwise.

» The recommended tightening torque is

35-40 ft. Ibs.

TO SHARPEN BLADE

NOTE: We do not recommend sharpening
blade. An unbalanced blade will cause
eventual damage to lawn mower or motor.

CLEANING

A WARNING: To reduce the risk of
electric shock, do not expose the mower
to water.

IMPORTANT: For best performance, keep

mower housing free of grass build-up and

trash. Clean the underside of your mower
after each use.

* Clean the underside of your lawn mower
by scraping to remove buildup of grass
and trash.

» Clean motor cover often to keep trash
from accumulating.

» Keep finished surfaces and wheels free
of all gasoline, oll, etc.

GRASS CATCHER

Grass catcher may be hosed with water
but must be dry when used.

ACAUTION: Under normal usage, the
catcher material is subject to deterioration
and wear and should therefore be checked
to ensure compliance with original
manufacturer specifications.

STORAGE

Immediately prepare your lawn mower for storage at the end of the season or if the unit

will not be used for 30 days or more.

LAWN MOWER

When lawn mower is to be stored for a pe-

riod of time, clean it thoroughly, remove all

dirt, grease, leaves, etc. Store in a clean,
dry area.

» Clean entire lawn mower (See “CLEAN-
ING” in the Maintenance section of this
manual).

* Lubricate as shown in the Maintenance
section of this manual.

* Be sure that all nuts, bolts, screws, and
pins are securely fastened. Inspect
moving parts for damage, breakage and
wear. Replace if necessary.

» Touch up all rusted or chipped paint
surfaces; sand lightly before painting.

HANDLE

You can fold your lawn mower handle for

storage.

1. Loosen the two cam locks on sides of
the upper handle and allow handle to
fold down to the rear.

2. Loosen the two handle knobs on sides
of the lower handle, lift the sides of
the lower handle past the enges of the
handle brackets and pivot entire handle
assembly forward and allow it to rest on
mower.

* When setting up your handle from the
storage position, the lower handle will
require manually locking into the mowing
position.

IMPORTANT: When folding the handle for

storage or transportation, be sure to fold

the handle as shown or you may damage
the control cables.
