It is very important that the hanging air filter 
be supported properly. 



Mounting to Ceiling

Important: The ceiling hooks must only be 
screwed into solid wood. Otherwise, they may pull 
out under load and cause the air filter to fall.

ONLY mount the air filter unit to joists or 
table that can hold at least 100 lbs. DO 
NOT mount the unit only to sheet rock, 
pressboard, paneling, or honeycomb wall 
panels with expansion-type fasteners. The 
fasteners can tear out and the air filter can 
fall. Ignoring this caution can result in injury 
or property damage.

To mount the air filter to the ceiling:

ALWAYS have at least 1⁄2" of the machine 
hook threaded into the air filter housing to 
ensure that the hooks will securely hold the 
air filter.

Note: Some positions for the ceiling hooks 
may be slightly uneven from each another. 
To make up for this, minor adjustments can 
be made to the length of the hanging assem-
bly by adjusting the amount that the machine 
hook is threaded into the air filter housing 
(see Figure 10). If you do this, tighten the 
hex nut to secure the hook.

SECTION 6: MAINTENANCE

 Optional: Wash the inner filter with water to 
remove the remaining dust, then let it air dry 
completely.

Note: During regular use the filters can be cleaned 
several times before replacement becomes neces-
sary. To determine whether the filters need to be 
replaced, hold them up to the sunlight and visually 
inspect them. If you cannot see through the filters 
due to cacked dust and grim, replace them before 
putting air filter back into operation.

DO NOT use compressed air to blow out the 
INNER filter in the following steps. This can 
cause damage to the filter.
