The battery is not charged at shipment. Charge the battery
before use. Keep the battery in its case when not in use.

M Notes on the Battery
The battery gradually loses its charge when not in use.
Charge the battery one or two days before use.

Battery life can be extended by turning the camera off when
notin use.

Battery capacity decreases at low temperatures; a depleted
battery may not function at when cold. Keep a fully charged
spare battery in a warm place and exchange as necessary,
or keep the battery in your pocket or other warm place and
insert it in the camera only when shooting. Do not place
the battery in direct contact with hand warmers or other
heating devices.

H Charging the Battery

Charge the battery in the supplied battery charger. Charg-
ing times will increase at ambient temperatures below
+10°C (+50°F) or above +35°C (+95°F). Do not attempt
to charge the battery at temperatures above 40°C (+104°F);
at temperatures below 0°C (+32°F), the battery will not
charge.

Do not attempt to recharge a fully charged battery. The bat-
tery does not however need to be fully discharged before
charging.

The battery may be warm to the touch immediately after
charging or use. This is normal.



M Battery Life

At normal temperatures, the battery can be recharged about
300 times. A noticeable decrease in the length of time the
battery will hold a charge indicates that it has reached the
end of its service life and should be replaced.

M Storage

Performance may be impaired if the battery is left unused
for extended periods when fully charged. Run the battery
flat before storing it.

If the camera will not be used for an extended period, re-
move the battery and store it in a dry place with an ambient
temperature of from +15°Cto +25°C (+59°F to +77°F). Do
not store in locations exposed to extremes of temperature.

Ni-MH batteries gradually lose their charge when not in use.

[ Choosing an Exposure Mode

The camera offers a choice of program AE (P), shutter-priority AE (S), aperture-priority AE (A), and
manual exposure (M) modes.

Program AE (P)

To allow the camera to adjust both shutter speed and aperture for opti-

mal exposure, set shutter speed and aperture to A. P will appear in the

display.

®o Sensitivity and Depth of Field

If you choose a fast shutter speed when the subject is poorly lit, the camera au-
toexposure program will select a wider aperture. This will produce the correct
exposure but may also reduce depth of field so that less of the area behind and
in front of your subject appears to be in focus (see the top illustration at right).
To stop aperture down and increase depth of field as shown in the second of
the two illustrations at right, select a higher sensitivity.

To adjust aperture manually while letting the camera select shutter
speed for optimal exposure, rotate the shutter speed dial to A and adjust
aperture as desired. A will appear in the display.

@ Aperture can be adjusted even while the shutter button is pressed halfway.

® If the correct exposure can not be achieved at the selected aperture, the
shutter speed will be displayed in red when the shutter button is pressed
halfway. Adjust aperture until the correct exposure is achieved.

When E& PREVIEW DEPTH OF FIELD is assigned to a function button (E& 39),
pressing the button stops aperture down to the selected setting, allowing
depth of field to be previewed in the display.

@& Sensitivity and Motion Blur

If you choose a narrow aperture when the subject is poorly lit, the shutter
speed selected by the autoexposure program may not be fast enough to pre-
vent motion blur (see the top illustration at right). For faster shutter speeds
that reduce motion blur as shown in the second of the two illustrations at right,
select a higher sensitivity.

Higher values
can be used to reduce blur when lighting is poor, while lower values al-
low slower shutter speeds or wider apertures in bright light; note, how- *
ever, that mottling may appear in pictures taken at high sensitivities, particularly at H2, while choosing
L reduces dynamic range. Values of from ISO 200 to ISO 6400 are recommended in most situations. If
A (auto) is selected, the camera will adjust sensitivity automatically in response to shooting conditions.

For best results, use a lens with a focal length of
35mm or less (50 mm or less in 35 mm format). Prop
your elbows against your sides and move the cam-
era slowly in a small circle at a steady speed, keeping
the camera parallel or at right angles to the horizon
and being careful only to pan in the direction shown
by the guides. Use a tripod for best results. If the
desired results are not achieved, try panning at a dif-
ferent speed.
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® Panoramas are created from multiple frames; expo-
sure for the entire panorama is determined by the
first frame. The camera may in some cases record an
greater or lesser angle than selected or be unable to
stitch the frames together perfectly. The last part of
the panorama may not be recorded if shooting ends
before the panorama is complete.

® Shooting may be interrupted ifthe camerais panned
too quickly or too slowly. Panning the camera in a
direction other than that shown cancels shooting.

® The desired results may not be achieved with mov-
ing subjects, subjects close to the camera, unvary-
ing subjects such as the sky or a field of grass, sub-
jects that are in constant motion, such as waves and
waterfalls, or subjects that undergo marked chang-
es in brightness.

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®o Autofocus
Although the camera boasts a high-precision autofocus system, it may be unable to focus on the subjects listed
below.

- Very shiny subjects such as mirrors or car bodies.

- Fast-moving subjects.

- Subjects photographed through a window or other reflective object.

- Dark subjects and subjects that absorb rather than reflect light, such as hair or fur.

- Insubstantial subjects, such as smoke or flame.

- Subjects that show little contrast with the background (for example, subjects in clothing that is the same color
as the background).

- Subjects positioned in front of or behind a high-contrast object that is also in the focus frame (for example, a
subject photographed against a backdrop of highly contrasting elements).



[ Recording Pictures in RAW Format

To record raw, unprocessed data from the camera image sensor, select a RAW option for image qual-
ity in the shooting menu as described below. JPEG copies of RAW images can be created using the
@ RAW CONVERSION option in the playback menu, or RAW images can be viewed on a computer us-
ingthe RAWFILECONVERTERapplicationthatisinstalled with the software onthe supplied CD (E& 99, 100).

1 Press MENU/OK in shooting mode to display the shooting menu. Press the selector up or down to
highlight B3 IMAGE QUALITY and press MENU/OK.

2 Highlight an option and press MENU/OK. Select RAW to record only RAW images, or FINE+RAW or
NORMAL+RAW to record both JPEG copy together with the RAW images. FINE+RAW uses lower
JPEG compression ratios for higher-quality JPEG images, while NORMAL+RAW uses higher JPEG
compression ratios to increase the number of images that can be stored.

®o The Function Buttons

To toggle RAW image quality on or off for a single shot, assign RAW to a function button (E& 79). If a JPEG option
is currently selected forimage quality, pressing the button temporarily selects the equivalent JPEG+RAW option.
If a JPEG+RAW option is currently selected, pressing the button temporarily selects the equivalent JPEG option,
while if RAW is selected, pressing the button temporarily selects FINE. Taking a picture or pressing the button
again restores the previous setting.

@ RAW image quality options are not available at sensitivities of L, H1, or H2 (E& 50).
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Creating JPEG Copies of RAW Pictures

RAW pictures store information on camera settings separately from the data captured by the camera
image sensor. Using the @@ RAW CONVERSION option in the playback menu, you can create JPEG
copies of RAW pictures using different options for the settings listed below. The original image data
are unaffected, allowing a single RAW image to be processed in a multitude of different ways.
