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A. Introduction 
 
Thank you for selecting this multi-media system, featuring 
an 8” LCD TV with Card Reader. It utilizes the latest state of 
the art electronics and is designed for use in homes, offices,  
hotels, and vehicles. The unit is compact so that you can  
take it with you almost anywhere, and is designed for easy  
installation. Please read all the instructions in this manual to  
ensure proper installation and superior equipment  
performance. 
 
B. Cautions and Warnings 
 
1. Read Instructions — Read all the safety and operating 

instructions before operating the product.  
 

2. Retain Instructions — Retain the safety and operating 
instructions for future reference. 

 
3. Heed Warnings — Adhere to all warnings on the product 

and in the operating instructions. 
 

4. Follow Instructions — Follow all operating and user 
instructions.  

 
5. Cleaning — Unplug this product from the wall outlet 

before cleaning it. DO NOT use liquid cleaners or 
aerosol cleaners. Use a damp cloth for cleaning. 

 
6. Attachments — DO NOT use attachments not 

     recommended by the product manufacturer as they may 
     cause hazards. 
 

7. Mounting — DO NOT place this product on an unstable 
cart, stand, tripod, bracket, or table.

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E. Rechargeable Battery  
 

Rechargeable Battery Installation and Use  
 

The unit utilizes a set of long-life Ni-MH batteries for a 
portable power supply. Ni-MH batteries feature high 
storage capacity and a low level of degradation. This 
means that the Ni-MH batteries do not have “Memory 
Effect” and thus can be recharged safely, regardless of 
whether the battery is fully or only partially discharged. 
Fully charge the battery prior to first use.  

 
NOTE: Before you use the battery for the first time, 
ensure that the battery has been charged for at least 
eight hours. If you plan not to use the battery for an 
extended period of time (one week or longer), we 
recommend that you first fully charge the battery and 
store it away properly. For longer periods of storage, 
please recharge the battery at least once every two 
months to keep the battery in optimum condition. Never 
short the battery terminals, store the battery in a metal 
container, or leave the battery in a humid or damp 
environment. Store the battery in an airtight container 
with desiccant or other dehumidifying agent. Each full 
recharge takes approximately four hours and one full 
charge can provide power to the unit for approximately 
2 hours. During recharge, the red indicator will stay on. 
Once fully recharged, the red light will turn off. At this 
point you may remove the wall plug and stop charging. 
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Switch for rechargeable battery 
 

1. Switch to “On” to charge and operate the product at 
the same time. 

 
2. Switch to “Off” can operate the unit but cannot be

into the battery. The red charging indicator will light. 
When the battery is fully charged, the indicator light 
will turn off. 

 
3. When recharging in your car, make sure the voltage is  

lower than 16V, and 3 amps. If over, the value may 
result in an electric shock or other hazards. 
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Using and Maintaining your Rechargeable 
Batteries 
 
1. Use only the AC adapter included with the unit to  

recharge the battery.  
 

2. Recharge efficiency will degrade when environmental 
temperatures drop below 50°F (10°C) or exceed 95°F 
(35°C).  
 

3. Remove the battery from the unit and store it properly  
  if you are not planning to use the unit for a month or  

more. During this period, please recharge the battery 
at least once every two months to avoid irreparable 
damage to the battery. If the battery is attached to the 
unit for a long period of time, recharge the battery at 
least once every two weeks.

select the regular 69-channel Broadcast TV and the 
125-Channel Cable TV (Standard Cable, HRC Cable, 
and IRC Cable) with on-screen display.

3. Press AUTO MEMORY to search and tune all channels  

in TV or CATV mode. The channels with signals 
detected are automatically stored. 

 
4. Use SKIP/SEARCH to select between SKIP and  

SEARCH mode. In SKIP mode, the TV only stops on 
channels that are programmed into memory when the 
CH +/– buttons are used. When SKIP mode is off, the 
TV will stop on all active channels. 

 
5. To erase a TV channel, press ERASE/WRITE until the 

channel number displayed on the screen turns red. To 
store a TV channel, press this button until the channel 
number displayed on the screen turns green. The 
stored channel numbers are displayed in green on the 
screen while the non-stored channel numbers are in 
red. 
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K. Playing a Video Game 
 

Plug the AV output from your game system into the AV IN 
jack on the front of the unit. You can use the attached AV 
cable to convert the 3.5mm AV jack on the unit to stereo 
phono jacks, and match the color-coded jacks to the 
appropriate plugs. Connect yellow (VIDEO) to yellow, 
white (AUDIO L) to white, and red (AUDIO R) to red. 
Select the AV mode and adjust the volume and picture 
controls.  
 

L. Using Headphones 
 

Optional wired Hi-Fi headphones may be used with the 
system. Simply plug in the headphone to either 
headphone jack on the front of the unit. When using the 
right headphone jack, both internal speakers will be turned 
off. 
 

M. Support Home TV 
 

Match the color-coded plugs in the rear of the unit: yellow 
(VIDEO) to yellow, white (AUDIO L) to white, and red
