Use
To Cook Rice

Place the appliance on a flat surface. Open the lid (1) by pressing the lid release button (4).

Using the measuring cup (12) provided, add the required amount of rice o the cooking bowl then
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add the required amount of water. Check that the outside of the bowl is dry then place it into the
appliance, rotating the bowl to ensure correct contact with the cooking plate. Close the lid. Fit the
cord set (10) into the appliance inlet (14) and connect the appliance to a suitable electrical supply.
The LCD backlight and the red light in the stop button will illuminate. Press the function button (21)
once. The chosen cooking mode will be indicated in the LCD by an arrow.

Press the start button (22). The red stop light (20) will go out, and the green start button (21) will
illuminate. The colon in the display (15) will flash, and the numbers will start to count up. When the
rice is cooked (this can take about 40 minutes depending on the amount of rice being cooked), the
appliance will beep 4 times. The LCD backlight will go out, but the cooking time will still be shown.
One minute after this, the appliance will automatically change to keep warm mode. During this time,
the green start light (22) and the yellow stay warm indicator (25) will be illuminated.

Crust

This function starts automatically after the rice, soup, slow cook & crust modes finish. It can also be
selected by pressing the function button (21) six times and pressing the start button (22).The LCD
backlight (15) will go out and the timer will count up from 00:00.

Turn the outer steam vent anticlockwise and the plastic part will come
out.

All other parts should be washed in warm soapy water. Rinse with clean water and dry thoroughly
with a dry soft cloth.
Note: Do not use abrasives or chemical cleaners on any part of this appliance.
