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QUICK REFERENCE (CONTINUED)
TO LISTEN TO THE RADIO:
1. Slide the AUTO/BUZZ/ON/OFF switch to the ON position to turn the unit on. 
2. Slide the Band switch to the desired band, AM or FM.
3. Tune a station by rotating the TUNING ring.
4. Adjust the volume using the Volume control. 
5. Slide the AUTO/BUZZ/ON/OFF switch to the OFF position to turn the unit off. 

TO SET OR RESET THE ACTUAL TIME:
Gently pull out and then rotate the Clock/Alarm Time Set knob on the rear of the unit until
the current time appears on the front clock.

TO SET OR RESET THE ALARM TIME:
Rotate the Clock/Alarm Time Set knob on the rear of the unit until the Alarm hand points
at the desired alarm hour.

CLOCK OPERATION
To operate the clock, one (1) AA battery must be installed as follows:
1. Remove the battery

compartment door on the
bottom of the unit by inserting a
small screwdriver, paper clip or
similar item into the tab while
gently pushing, then lifting it out.

2. Insert one (1) AA battery (not
included) as shown at the right
and according to the polarity
diagram. Alkaline batteries are
recommended for longer
playing time.

ALARM AND RADIO OPERATION
The alarm and radio can be powered by either two (2) AA batteries or an
AC adapter (not included).

BATTERY OPERATION
1. Remove the battery compartment door on the bottom of the unit by

inserting a small screwdriver, paper clip or similar item into the tab
while gently pushing, then lifting

included) as shown at the right
and according to the polarity
diagram.

AC Operation

BATTERY PRECAUTIONS
