About Touchmonitor Adjustments

Your touchmonitor will unlikely require adjustment. Variationsin video output and gpplication may re-
quire adjustmentsto your touchmonitor to optimize the quality of the display.

For best performance, your touchmonitor should be operating in native resolution, that is 1280 x 1024
at 80k-75 Hz. Use the Display control panel in Windows to choose 1280 x 1024 resolution.
Operating in other resolutionswill degrade video performance. For further information, pleaserefer to
Appendix A.

All adjustments you make to the controls are automatically memorized. This feature saves you from
having to reset your choices every timeyou unplug or power your touchmonitor off and on. If thereisa
power failure your touchmonitor settingswill not default to the factory specifications.

Asan example, the pixel in column 45 and row 26 of theinput videoisin column 45 and row 26
of the LCD. For the case when theinput video isat alower resol ution than the native resol ution of the
LCD, thedirect correspondence between the video pixelsand the LCD pixelsislost. The LCD control-
ler can compute the correspondence between video pixelsand L CD pixels using algorithms contained
on itscontroller. The accuracy of the algorithms determines the fidelity of conversion of video pixels
to LCD pixels. Poor fidelity conversion can result in artifacts in the LCD displayed image such as
varying width characters.

The power cord plug
will only fit into agrounded outlet. Do not attempt to fit the plug into an outl et that has not been
configured for this purpose. Do not use adamaged power cord. Use only the power cord that
comeswith your Elo TouchSystems Touchmonitor. Use of an unauthorized power cord may
invalidateyour warranty.

Theslotslocated on the sides and top of the touchmonitor case arefor ventilation. Do not block
or insert anything inside the ventilation slots.

Itisimportant that your touchmonitor remains dry. Do not pour liquid into or onto your
touchmonitor. If your touchmonitor becomeswet do not attempt to repair it yourself.
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Care and Handling of Your Touchmonitor

Thefollowing tipswill help keep your Elo Entuitive touchmonitor functioning at the optimal level.
» Toavoid risk of electric shock, do not disassembl e the brick supply or display unit cabinet. The
unitisnot user serviceable. Remember to unplug the display unit from the power outlet before
cleaning.

* Do not use a cohol (methyl, ethyl or isopropyl) or any strong dissolvent. Do not use thinner or
benzene, aborasive cleaners or compressed air.

* To cleenthe display unit cabinet, use acloth lightly dampened with amild detergent.

* Avoid getting liquidsinside your touchmonitor. If liquid does get inside, haveaqualified
servicetechnician check it before you power it on again.

» Do not wipethe screen with acloth or sponge that could scratch the surface.

* To clean the touchscreen, use window or glass cleaner. Put the cleaner on therag and wipethe
touchscreen. Never goply the cleaner directly on thetouchscreen
