Plug wall pack charger into standard 110/120 volt outlet.

2A Ciick the battery pack into the charger. Make centain the battery pack is secure in charger.
3. After charging for 4 hours, the battery will feel warm. This condition is normmal for fully

charged batteries.

4. To disconnect. push the red button on the side of charger and simuitaneously slide battery

pack out.

5. Charging the battery pack for more than 4 hours wiil not give you a longer running time.

Four hours is all that is required for a fully charged battery pack.

6. Unlike alkaline batteries, where the power loss is gradual. a NiCd (nickel-cadmium) battery

will suddenly lose much of its power. It is time to recharge the battery pack. Running time

will be approximately 25 minutes.

7. After use, the battery pack will be hot! Wait at least 20 minutes until the battery pack cools
before recharging. Recharging a warm or hot battery pack will greatly reduce the number

of times your battery pack can be recharged.

B Unlike alkaline batteries where the power loss is gradual, a NiCd (NICKEL CADMIUM) Battery will lose all of its
power at once. Your R/C vehicle will suddenly stop operating. Your vehicle is not defective, but it is time to
recharge your battery pack.

® Operate your car in a dry, open area; avoid sand and water.

B The radio receivers in your car and transmitter are sensitive instruments. Do not store car or transmitter near
heat or in direct sunlight. To avoid dampness do not leave car or transmitter outside overnight. If moisture does
get inside your car, remove Battery Pack and thoroughly dry connectors; allow car to dry several hours
before operating.

® Turn transmitter and car switches to “OFF” position when not in use.

® When your car runs erratically, the problem is usually the result of interference caused by high tension wires,

CB radios, or other R/C cars running close by on the same frequency as yours. You may have to choose

an alternative place to race. ‘
B Anyone can learn to be a good R/C driver. It takes patience and practice.

B BATTERIES- Have you fully charged the NiCd battery Pack? When purchased, it is not charged, and must be

charged prior to first use.
B BATTERY LIFE- Even when fully charged, your R/C car requires a lot of power to operate and battery life will be

approximately 25 minutes. Recharge your Battery Pack after every use.
M I Battery Pack is hot after use, wait until cooled before charging.

A full charge requires 4 hours.
| If your Battery Pack is not fully discharged (for example, you only ran your R/C vehicle for 5 minutes) a full
charge will not require 4 hours. One hour should fully recharge it. Charging time will vary depending on how long

a fully charged Battery Pack has been used.
B DO NOT attempt to disassemble the Battery Pack batteries.

5. Turn car “ON”.

5. Keep your car within 30 to 60 feet from you.

7 After 25 minutes of running, your car will show a noticeable decrease in power. This battery is near total power loss and
needs to be recharged.
