PLAYING A DISC

This owner’s manual explains the basic instructions of this unit. Some DVDs are produced in
a manner that allows specific or limited operation during playback. Such as, the unit may not
respond to all operating commands. This is not a defect in the unit. Refer to the instruction
notes of discs.

“@” may appear on the screen during operation. A “g” means that the desired operation is not
permitted by the unit or disc.

Playing a Disc

1. Press the & STANDBY/ON button turn on the unit.

2. Press the FUNCTION button to select DVD mode.

3. Press the a OPEN/CLOSE button. The disc tray opens.

4. Place a disc onto the disc tray with the label side up.

Do NOT stick paper or tape on the surface.
Do NOT expose the disc to direct sunlight or excessive heat.

Clean the disc before playback. Wipe the disc from the center
outward with a cleaning cloth.

NEVER use solvents such as benzine or alcohol to clean the disc.

Do NOT use irregular shaped discs (example: heart shaped, oc-
tagonal, etc.). They may cause malfunctions.

Cleaning the Unit

Be sure to turn the unit off and disconnect the AC power cord before cleaning the unit.

Wipe the unit with a dry soft cloth. If the surfaces are extremely dirty, wipe clean with a cloth which has
been dipped in a weak soap-and-water solution and wrung out thoroughly. Then wipe with a dry cloth.

Never use alcohol, benzine, thinner, cleaning fluid or other chemicals. Do NOT use compressed air to
remove dust.

Important Note
Before transporting the unit, remove the disc from the disc compartment.
